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The losses sustained by three of our
townsmen by the fire at Accomac C.
H., last Monday night calls forth the
warm@st sympathy cf all the citizens
of our town and vicinity and many
doubtless would be glad of the oppor-
tunity to help them in some other
way. The citizens who have suffered
though are among the most enterpris
ing and industrious of the county,
who have faced difficulties before and
surmounted them and will have the
pluck, doubtless to do =0 again, even
if their earnings have been so largely
swept away from them in a night. It
is to be hoped, at least, that all may
fee their way clear to resume their
business again soon, and that those
who have escaped the misfortune
whieh has overtaken them, may be
ready to extend the helping hand to
them,

William MeKinley, Jr., of Ohio,
was the choice of the Republicans of
Illinois, at their convention held last
week, and that, too, despite the fact
that one of her sons, Seénator Cullum,
is a eandidate for the presidency, and
expected the honor of being the
standard bearer in the presidential
contest of the Republican party of
that State. The boom thus given
him, it is ¢laimed, will have the effect
of causing him to obtain the Repub-
lican nomination for the Presidency
on the first ballot. Reed, MMorton
and the other aspirants now do not
seem to be “in it.”" It is stated that
he 1s within thirty'one wvotes of the
majority necessary to nominate him
at St. Louis, and he will doubtless be
the nominee of his party, but if the
charges which are now being made
=0 freely against him in his party, be
true, hie will occupy a very embar-
rassing position after the nomina-
tion.

Hon. William A. Jones, the rep-
resentative in Congress from this
distriet, is reported in the Baltimore
Sun as saying that *“‘there can no
longer be a question that the whole
fight at Chiecago will be over the
platform. If the silver men win, as I
think they will, then we ecan select
one of a dozen good men whose
names I might mention as the candi-
date for the Presideney. If the gold
men win at Chicago, I am frmly
convineed that it matters little who
tlie nominee ig, because under such
circumstances I do not believe the
party will have the ghost of achance
to carry the country, although I am
prepared to support the nominee of
the convention.”

All of the counties in Virginia that
Lave elected delegates to the Demo
cratic State Convention, so far with
one exception, it is stated, have
chosen free silver men and fully half
of them have been instructed in
favor of the unitrule. Sound money
leaders, it is said, have about given
up all hope of stemming the silver
tide, and it looks now as if Daniel
would have his own way at the con-
vention. Thus far fourteen counties
have elected delegates to the con-
vention.

The debate on the eligibility of
women as delegates to the Methodist
General Conference now in session at
Cleveland, Ohio, has engaged much
of the attention of that body. They
have not yet been admitted, and Dr.
Neely, of Philadelphia, who is lead-
ing in the fight against them, says,
*that the question is not one that in-
volves chivalry or popular demand,
and that it isa part of the Methodist
constitution that the governing pow-
er is with the men.”

Most Worshipful J. P. Fitzgerald,
Grand Master of Masons in Virginia,
has on behalf of the Graud Lodge,
acecepted an invitation extended by
the board of directors of the Jeffer-
son Davis Mopument Association to
lay at noon of Thursday the 2d day
of July next, the corner stone of the
monument which it is proposed to
erect in Monroe Square, Richmond,
as a memorial to Jefferson Davis,
President of the Confederate States.

Congress will adjonrn Monday May
18th. A rescolution to that effect was
introduced in the House Wednesday
and passed without division. The
anpouncement will be received with
gratification throughout our country-
It has done mnothing to promote
its prosperity and there is nothing
that ean be so easily dispensed
with.

A New Orleans exchange notes that
while the Sonth has gained 34 per
 cent. in population during the last 20
vears the enrollment of its school
attendance has increased 130 per cent.
The valueof Southern school property
is also shown to have inecreased at
the erame time from $16,000,000 to
$51,000,000, and the amount expended
for educational purposes in the South
for the same period foots up $320,
(00,000,

Fitz Lee will not start to Cuba for a
week or more yet. He has returned
to his home in Lynchburg where he
will make his arraugements to go.
The general has a son in Hunting-
ton, W. Va., and he will make a fly-
ing visit to him before leaving Vir-
ginia.

GENERAL NEWS.

Rev. John A. Smith, of the Virginia
Conference, Wethodist Episcopal
Church South, died in Richmond
Monday.

Hamilton Disston, the well known
saw manufacturer, was found dead
in his bed at his home in Phila.
delphia, Friday morning of last weelk.

Attention has been called to the
fact that every ome of the Republi-
cans prominently mentioned for
President, excepting Governor Maor-
ton, voted in Congress for the Force
ball.

Rev. L. B. Betty, of the Virginia
Conference, pastor of Monumentul
Methodist Episeopal Church, Ports
niouth, has heen selected by Stone-
wall Camp to deliver the oration on
Memorial Day in Portsmouth.

The schooner (tood Totent, said to
be the oldest eraft registered in the
official list of merchant vessels, is
about ready to start out on her
eighty-fourth year of eruising from
Belfast, Me., where she has been tied
up during the winter.

A close estimate of the erop of or-
anges in Southern California this sea-
son, made by the president of the
Southern California Fruit Exchange,
puts it at 9,000 car londs, or 2,700,000
boxes. This is an increase of about
400,000 boxes over last season.

The editor of the News, Bristol,
Va., has caught the sentimental spirit
of the season and gives expression to
his feeling in the following paragraph:
“He who does not love music and
poetry has no soul, and he who does
nor love—desperately love—a good
woman, has no sense.”

John Johnson, colored, aged about
18 wyears, who brutally murdered
Charles Carter, a clerk, with an axe
on the 381st of March last, has been
senteneed by the court at Lancaster

H., Va., to be hanged on Friday,
June 12. Johnson confessed the crime
and said that he alone committed it.

Dr. J. L. M. Curry, agent of the
Peabody fund, who has been much
interested in the subjeet of manual
training in the public schools, has
written a letter to Hon. John E.
Massey, suggesting that a department
of manual training be added to the
course of instruction of the School of
Methods. It is understood that DMr.
Magsey favors the scheme.

Over a year ago a Penusylvania
man proelaimed the theory that if
anybody gave up the use of liguor
and tobacco on April 13, he would
never desire to drink or use the weed
again. Several of his friends tried the
experiment on April 13, 1805, and,
curiously enough, not one of them
has returned to pipe or bottle. So
there may be good in the number 13
after all.

A well posted politician speaking of
the report that the Republican ticket
in Virginia next vear may be Walker,
for governor, Flanagan for lientenant-
governor, and Lewis forattorney-gen-
eral says, there would certainly be
fusion between the Republicans and
Populists. In that event the “‘pops”
will have to be given a place on the
ticket and Mr. J. Haskins Hobson or
Judge James M. Gregory may be put
up for lieutenant governor.

About 1,000 men have stopped work
and demanded salary at the shipyard
of the Newport News Shipbunilding
and Dry Dock company, Thisaeticn
on the part of employees was broughit
about by the new time system. This
system is called the clock system, and
each man has a key and registers his
own time. The men elaim that much
time is lost in the morning and at
dinper hour on acecunt of having to
wait in turn to register.

It is stated in Norfolk that in
pursuance of an agreement signed
last week nearly all manufacturers
of North Carolina pine lumber have
shut down their mills for an indefi-
nite period. The mills thus suspend-
ing operations preduce about 600.-
000,000 feet of lumber annunally, The
new move is said to be a preliminary
step toward the formation of a strong
association to increase and maintain
the prices for lumber and to control
the output of North Carolina pine.

The diocese of Virginia will hold
its hundred and first annual Episco-
pal Council on Wednesday the 20th
day of thismonth at 8t. Paul’s chureh
at Alexandria. It will be in session
for two or three days, according to
the amount of business that is before
it. Bishop Franeis M. Whittle, the
head of the diocese, will preside,
while the Assistant Bishop, Right
Rev. John B. Newton, will be on
hand to assist him if necessury. Rev.
Everrard Meade, the diocesan mis-
sionary, is secretary of the Couneil.

The President by his signature
Thursday extended the provisions
of the eivil service law to 30,000
Government employees, increasing
the number of positions on the
elassified list from 55,736 to 85,135, and
with a few minor exceptions, between
the extremes of officials whose con
firmation by the Senate is constitu
tionally requisite, down to mere
laborers and workmen, governmental
appointments are withdrawn as far
as possible from political influence,
and protected in their fenure of office
by the merit system.

There are over a thousand men in
New York and Brooklyn, acecrding
to the latest returns, who are worth
between $1,000.000 and $1,500,600
ea. h, and the most of them are en-
tirely unknown to the general pub-
lic. Only two citizens of New York—
John D. Rockefeller and W. W,
Astor—are supposed to be worth more
than $100,000,000 apiece, but there
are nine who are each worth $i0,-
000,000 and over, as well as two
estates of like amount. The total
number of millionaires in these two
cities is greater than in all the rest of
the conntry.

Rev.AlbertoDiaz, the Southern Bap-

tist migsionary expelled from Cuba by
Wevler, in a long interview, tells ap-
palling stories of atrocities being
committed by the Spanish. In the
last two weeks, in the rural dietricts
of San Miguel, Del Pardon, and
Minas, Mr. Diaz says, Colonel
Fondeville has had more than 100
persons butchered, and then reported
them to the outside world as haviog
been killed in battle. Among those
killed were children 12 and 15 vears
of age. The victims were compelled
to dig their own graves before being
shot. Colonel Fondeville is one of
Weyler's favorites, and is acting nn-
der the Captain General’s orders.

Some of the most influential Demo-
crats in Virginia are opposed to the
Staunton convention taking any
action npon the question of ealling a
constitutional convention, except to
answer the charges made agaipst
the party in the platform adopted
by the Republicans. The idea
is that the Staunton convention
will probably have as much as it
can well attend to in wrestling with
the silver question and unit rule. It
has been suggested, and the proposi-
tion meets with the approval of the
most influential Democrats in the
State, to call another conveniion
early next spring solely to conside
the question of assembling a constite-
tional convention.—Cor. Baltimore
Sun.

License Tax.

. Having learped that there is an
idea prevailing among some persons
who are subject to a. license tax for
the dprivilege of carrying on certain
kinde of business and professions
that they have the right to put off
obtaining license until July, we
herewith append therequirements of
the law :

Section 535 of eode requires every
person to obtain from the commis-
sioner of the revenue a license to
conduet sueh business or profession
before he enters upon said business—
and all licenses expire on the 30th
day of April of each yenr.

Section 532 of code requires the
comisgsioner of revenue to present
every person eondueting a business
or profession withont a license to the
first grand jnry after the 1st day of
May, which comes this year at May
terw of the county court.
