He Says Thoy Will All Be Evangnlized,
aud He Ezpocta to Live to See It—How
It Will B¢ Bronght Abont and the Con-

Now boys snd givla who play in the
sireots run such rikks that multitodes
of them cad in ruin.  Bag, in the com-
inw time spoken of, our eitiea will bo so
moral that Inds and lasscs shall be us
sufi e the public thoroughfares as in
the nursery.

Pulpit und printing press for the
st purt in our duy aro busy in dis-
pussing tho condition of tho cities ub
(his time, but would it not be honlth-
fully oncouriging to all Ohristian work-
ers, und to all who ure toiling to mike
she world better, if wo should for a lit-
tle whilo look ferward to the time when
onr cities shull be revolutionized by the
pospel of the Son of God, and all the
Qurkness of sin und trooble and erimo
sod suffering shall be gone frum the
world?

Every man has a pride in the city of
Liis nativity or residence, if it be a city
distinguished for any diguity or prow-
vss. Cisar bonsted of his native Rome,
Virgil of Mautus, Lycurgus of Sparta,
Demncsthencs of Athens, Archimedes
of Syracuco and Paol of Tursus I
ghould huve suspicion of bose hearted-
ness in A ma who had no especial in-
torest in tho city of his birth or resi-
denee—no oxhilnration ot the evidence
of its prosperity orits artistio embellish-
ments or its inteilectoal advaucement,

A Noticeable FPaint.

I have noticed that a man neyer likes
a city where he has pot behaved well]
People who huve hud a freo rido in the
prison vau never like the city that for-
nishes the yehicle, When [ find Argos
and lhodes and Smyrua trying to prove
thiemsolves the hirthplace of Homer, [
conclude nt ones that Homer behaved
| well. He liked them and they liked

him. We must not war on Jandable eity
[ pride, or, with the ideaof building our-
| solves up at auy time, try to poll others
down.,  Boston mumst continue to poiut
to its Fancnil holl and to its Common
and to its superior educational undvan-
fugcs,  Philudelphin must continue to
point to is Independence hull aud its
wint aud its Girard college.  Washing-
ton must continue to poing to its won-
drous capitoline buildings. If I shounld
find & wan comiog from any city, hay-
ing no prido in that eity, thut city hav-
ing been the place of his pativity, or
now beitg the place of his residence, 1
would feel like nsking: ‘“What mean
thing have you done there? What out.
rageons thing bave you been guilty of
that you do not like the place?!

1 think we pught—and I tuke it for
grauted you are intevested in this greag
work of evangelizing the cities and say-
ing the world—we ought to toil with
the sunlighe in oor faces, We arc nob
fighting 0 8 miscrable Bull Run of de-
feut. Wo are on our way to final vio-
tory. Wo are nos following the rider on
the bluc: horse, leading us down fo
death and darkeess and  doem, but the
rider on the white horse, with the moon
under his feet and the stavs of heaven
for his tinre. Hail, Conqueror, haill

I know there are sorrows, aud there
are siug, and thero are sufferings all
aronud nbout us, but ps in some bitter,
cold winter day, when we are thrusbing
our arms around us to keep our thumbs
from freezing, we think of the warm
sprivg day that will after awhile coms,
or in the durk winter night we look up
and seo the northern lights, the win-
dows of henven illuminated by some
great victory, just 0 we look up from
the night of suffering and sorrow and
wretchednees in enr cities, and we see i
light stresming through from the other
side, and we know we are oun the way
to morning—more than that, on the
way to ‘s morning without clonds.”

I want you to understand, all you who
ave toiling for Christ, that the "castlea
of sin are all going to be captured. Tho
victory for Christ in these great towns
is going to be so complete that net o
mazn on earth, or an ungel in heaven, or
& devil in hell will dispute it.  How do
I know? I know just as certainly as
Giod lives and that tliis is holy trath. The
old Bibile is fall of it. If the nation is
to be saved, of course all the cities are
to be suved, It makes o great differenco
with you and with me whether o are
toiling on towmrd a defest or toiling
ou toward a vietery.

A Glorious Time.

Now, in this municipal elevation of
which I speak I have to remark there
will be greater financisl prosperity than
our citics huve ever seen, Some peopls
seem to bave a morbid iden of the mil-
lenpium, and they think when the bet-
ter time comes to our cities and the
syorld people will give their time up to
paalm singing and the relating of their
rcligions experience, and, as all socinl
lifo will be purified, therowill be no
hilarity, and, as all business will be
purificd, there will be no eaterprise,
There is no ground for such an nbsurd
anticipation. In the time of which I
speak where now ove fortune is made
there will be a hundred fortunes made,
We all know business prosperity de-
pends upon coufidence betweon nan
aud man, Now, when that time comes
of which I speak, and when all double
dealing, all dishonesty, aud all fraud
are gone out of commercial circles,
thorongh confidence will be established,
and there will be better business done
and larger fortunes gathered and
mightier successes achieved.

The great business disasters of this
country have come from the work of

godless speculators and infamous stock
gamblors. The great foe fo business is
crimo. When the right shall-have hurled
back the wrong, and shall have purified
the commiercial code, and shall hLave
thundered dewn fraudulent establigh-
ments, and shall have put into the hands
of honest men tho keys of business—
blessed time for-the bargain makers. 1
pm not teilking an obstraction. Iam nob
moking & guess. I am telling youGod's
eternal tmth.

In that day of which I spenk taxes
will be a mere nothing. Now_our bpsi-

ness men are tised fofeverything, City
tixes, connty tuxes, state tuxes, United
States tuxes, stamp faxes, license taxes,
mavunfectoring  taxes — taxes,  faxes,
taxes! Our business men have to moke
u small fortuue every year to puy their
taxes. What fustens on our great induos-
trics this awful loud? Crime, individual
aud cfficinl. ' We Liave to puy tho board
af the villaing who ave incarcernted in
our prirous. We huve {o take care of thae
orphang of those who plenged into their
graves through sensual indulgences. We
have to support the municipal govern-
ments, which are vust ead expensive,
just in proportion as the eriminal pro-
clivitics are vast und trewendons. Who
support the nlmshouses and polico sta-
tions, snd sl the machinery of munici-
pal government? The taxpayers.
No More Crimae.

But in the glorions time of which I
spoak grievous taxation will all huve
censed. There will be no need of sup-
porting criminnls; there will be no
criminale.  Virtue will have taken tho
place of viee. Thero will be no orphan
asylums, for parents will bo ablek to
Jurve a competency to their children.
There will bo no voting of large aums
of money for sowme munieipal improve-
mont, which money, before they got to
tho improvements, drops into tho pock-
cts of those who voted it.  No oyer nnd
terminer kept up ot vast expense to the
people.  No impuneling of jories to try
theft and arson and wurder and slonder
and blackmnil. Better fuotories, Grand-
or urchitectura. Finer equipnge. Largoer
fortuncs.  Richer opulence.  Betwr
churches.

In that better time, wlso, coming to
those cities, Christ's churches will e
more nnmerons, and thoey will be larger,
und they will be more devoted to tho
gospel of Jesug Obrist, und they will
accomplish greater influcnces for good.
Now, it is often the cuse that churchea
are envious of each other, nnd denomi
nations collide with each other, und
even ministers of Christ sometimes for-
get the bond of brotherhood. But in the
time of which I speak, while there will
bo just as many differencos of opinion
us there are now, there will be no peer-
bity, no hypevcriticism, no exclusive-
Liess.

In our great cities the churches ure
not toduy large enough to hold more
than a fourth of the populution. The
churohes thut are built—comparatively
fow of them are fully occupied. Tho
uvernge attendanco in the churches of
the United Stutes todey is not 400
Now, in the glorious time of which I
speals, there are poing to be  wvask
clhiurchis, pid they ure going to be all
thronged with worshipers. Oh, whas
rousing eongs they will singl Oh, what
earncat sermons they will preach! Ohb,
what forvent prayers they will offer!
Now, in our time, what 15 called a
fashionable church isn pluce where o
fow people, baving sttended very cave- |
fully to their toiler, come and sit down
—they do not want to be crowded ; they
like o whole geut to themselves—nud
then, if thoy bave nuy time left from
thinking of their storo and from exem-
ining the style of thehat in front of
them, they sit und listen to o sermon
warranted to hit no man's sins and lis-
ter to music which is rendered by o
choir warranted to sing toues that no-
Fody kuows, And then, sfter un hour
and u half of indalent yawning, they go
home refreshed.  Every mun feels hot-
ter after he hps hond o sleep.

In many of the churches of Christ in
our day the musie is simply a mockery.
I have uot o cultivated ear nor a culti-
vuted voice, yob no mun can do my sing-
ing for me. I have nothing to say
against artistic music. The $2 or G
I pay to hear any of the great
queens of song are a good investment
But when the people assemble in reli-
gious convooation, and the hymn is read,
and the ungels of God step from their
throne to cutch the music on their
wings, do not let us drive them away
by our indifference. I have preached in
churches where vpst sums of money
were employed to keep np the music,
and it wus as exquisite as any heard on
earth, but I thought, at the smne time,
for all mutters practical I would prefer
the hearty, outbreaking song of a buck-
woods Mcthodist camp meeting.

Let one of these starveling fancy
gongs sung in chureh get up before the
throne of God, how would it seem stand-
ing mmid the great doxologies of the re-
deemed? Let the fluest operatic uir thut
over went up from the church of Christ
got muny houors the start, it will be
canght and pussed by the hosunna of
the Sabbuth school children, I know a
church where the choir did all the sing-
ing, save oume Christinn wan, who,
through ‘‘perseverance of the saints,”
went right on, and afterward a com-
mittee wus appeinted to wait on him
and ask him if he would not please stop
ginging, as he bothered the choir.

Let those refuse to sing
Who never knew our God, |
But children of the heavenly Klog
Shonld speuk their joys abroud.

“Praise vo the Lord. Let everything
with breath praise the Lord.”" In the
glorious time coming in our citics and
in the world hosanna will meet hosan-
na, and halleluinh, hallelniah.

How It Will Be Done.

In that time also of which I speak
all the haunts of iniguity and erime nud
gqualor will be cleansed and will be il-
luminated. How is it to be done? You
say, perhape by one influence. Perhaps
I say by another. I will tell you what
is my ides, and I know Iem right in it:
The gospel of the Son of God is the only
ngeney that will ever aceomplish this

book of great geniug, and which rushed
from edition to edition, he said: “'Fel-

farms, and man may live in the most
magnificent palaces, in all imaginable
refinements of luxury, and in the most
delightful gardens—where he may ac-
complish withont labor in ome year
more than bitherto could be done in
thousands of yezrs. From the houses to
be built will be afforded the most cul-
tured yviews that can be fancied.

**The cuusc of luoghter, in every case,
is simply the sudden perception of the
incongruity between a concept and the
real objects wwhish by mouns of it we
have thogght in u certuin assceiation,
and laughter itsclf is the expression of
this incongruity. Now, incongruity ce-
curs in this way: We have thought of
two or mere real objects by means of
one concept aud buve pussed on the
identity of the concept to (he objects
It then becomes strikingly spparent,
from the sdisercpancy of the ocbjeats,
iu other respects, that the coucept ap-
plies to them ovnly from one point of
view, It ocours guite as often, however,
that the incongruity between a single
real object and the concept ander which
from one puint of view, it has rightly
been subsumed is suddenly felt. Now,
the more corrcet the subsumption of
such objects under a coucept may be
from one point of view and the greater
and more glaring choir incongruity from
auother peint cf view, the stronger is
the ludicrous cffect which is produced
by this coutrast. All langhter, there-
fore, springs up on ceeasion of o para-
doxical and uuexpected subsumption,
whether this {5 vxpressed in words or
actions. "' —TFertuightly Reviow.

A curivns discovery has been made by
the workmen eugaged upen the restora-
tion of Peterboro catbedral.
