A Costly Fit of Temper,

An irreparable act of vandalism has
destroyed one of the most Interesting
objects of art that have come down
from antiquity. The famous “Fran-
cols” vase at Florence bas been smash-
ed to bits by un lufuriated custodlan.
The man had been reproved by the di-
rector of the museum for neglecting his
duties. He drew a knife and stabbed
the dlrector three tlmes, then turned to
the collection and destroyed what he
could before he was overpowered.

The vase was the finest piece of black
on red Greek pottery in existence and
a perfect repertory of archmologleal
information, On it were pletured the
Caledonlan hunt, the burial of Patro-
clus, the wedding of Peleus and Thetis,
Dionysus and Hephmstus In Olympus
and other legends. It was made In the
slxth century before Christ and was
discovered at Pogglo Garella near Clhilu-
si In 1844 hy the archaologist Francols.
The value set on it by the museum ag-
thoritles was £100,000.

Betrayed by n Plzeon,
The Duke of Marlborough, at the
Woodstock agrieulturnl and historieal
ghow, told an nmusing anecdote of the
Boer war. Referring to the use of
homing pigeons. he mentioned that at
the glege of Mafeking General Baden-
Powell expressed a wish that no la-
dies should remain In the town. Lady
Saral Wilson went out a distance of
gome 15 miles, and being anxious to
communieate with General Baden-Pow-
ell, she attempted to do so by means
of a carrier pigeon. Lady Barah wrote
a letter and dispatehed it with the
plgeon, In the hope that it would fiy
stralght into Mafuking, but instead of
that It settled on the house of the Boer
commandant who was investing the
town, The result was that the Boer
commandant ascertained where she
was, and she bad to explain the reason
why she was near Mafeking.—8St.

There is no rea-
gon why any one should not live to he
a century old and enjoy his declining
years if he will ghnply use pure olive
oll and drink only distilled water"—

Some Admirnble Adviee For Every
tinman Being.

The prineipal duty of parents,
friends, clergymen, statesmen, Is to ad-
vise wisely. The Christian religlon,
made up of advice and promises that
lend to pence and social betterment, did
for human life what the discovery of
the mariner's compass did for naviga-
tion.

8o much by way of prelude. Now we
ask vou to read to those who surround
you the advice given below. Read it to
vour c¢hildren and explain Its meaning.
Read 1t to your husband disturbed by
care, to your son vaguely ambitions,
Road it carefully yourself. The advice
is written by enry Vau Dyke, recent-
1y a distinguished clergyman, at pres-
ont an Instenetor at Princeton college.
Mr, Van Dyke declded that he eould do
wore good in educating the brain than
in laborlug to convert the brain from
fixed hablts of foolish thinking and
gave up the minlstry for college work.
He never did more for education than
when le wrote the following worids,
which he ealls “The Footpath to
Peace.”

“To be glad of life because it glves
you the chance to love and to work and
to play and to look up at the stars, to be
satisficd with your possessions, but not
contented with yourself until you have
made the best of them; to despise noth-
Ing In the world except talsehood and
meanness and to fear nothing except
cowardlce, to be governed by your ad-
wirations rather than by your dlsgosts,
to covet nothing that s your nelghbor's
except hig kindness of heart and gens
tleness of manners, to think seldom of
your enemles, often of your friends nud
every day of Christ and to spend as
wuch time a8 you can with body and
with spirit In God's out of doors. These
are lttle guideposts on the footputh to
peace.”

There is in this advice almost every-
thing that is called for In advising the
old or the young. That which s lnck-
ing, we shonld say, s one Hne strongly
urglng to cepseless ambitious effort.
Effort 18 every man's duty, Efort jus-

tifies hils exlstence here. Through ef-
fort, spurred by ambltion, man’s work

| hore is done—without censeless effort

[ his life cannot be satlsfactory. But Mr.
| van Dyke, himself an exnmple of
| ceaseless striving and hard work, alm-
ed in the advice quoted at lnculeating
a high spiritual view of life's dutles
and purposely, perhiaps, omltted from
his brlef discourse the appeal to ambl-
tlon.

Most important (o the advice glven,
we helleve, are the followlng extracts:
“To look up at the stars,” “to think
every day of Christ.” Restful and in-
spiring to mind and soul Is the view of
the stars, comforting us for our failures
with the assurance of our infinite little-
ness, lending dignity to our earth and
our life through our brotherbood with
the great ocean of worlds that make up
the unlverse. The day will come when
man, congueror of this little earth and
Its petty problems, will look outward
and upward to the greater worlds
around him for all inspiration and
hope, when hls Interest in this world
compared with other worlds will be as
his present interest in some flowering
house plant compared with the entlre
bread earth. :

“Tg think every day of Christ.” This
is not the place to treat of this sugges-
tlon from the religlous standpoint. But
this may properly be sald here: Every
man, apart from all religions belief,
can be made a better man by earnest
study and dally contemplation of the
character of Jesus. Seen only as a
maan hils character better than any oth-
or is caleulated to inspire other men.
Courage, that all men admire. Christ
possessed It to the uttermost limit.
Modest courage that could uot boast
and that death could not move. Kind-
ness, that makes the world habitable.
Christ was Its personification on earth.
Compassion, eloquence, purpose un-
changeable, charity, forgiveness of oth-
ers' weakness—all these may be studied
in Christ as in no other man that has
ever appeared upon earth.—New York
Evenlng Journal.

DELIGHTED THE SULTAN.

An Electrical Blaze Inm the Royal
Palnce nt Constantineple,

Awmerlean electricity bas Just given
Turkey a shock that promlses to awak-
en it from the sleep that has settled
for so many generations over the east.

The authorities In Turkey oppose all
inventions. They belleve them the
works of the evil spirit.  Manufactur-
Ing, war und commerce would be car-
rled on in the same way that it was
2000 years ago If the conservatives
hind thelr way In the sultan's land.

Particularly has Turkey objected to
electrical lnnovations. The scholars of
the Koran eannot understand thew and
g0 hold them as unlawful. An Amerl-
can firm did not know this and, finding
that Turkey was behind the times In
matters of e¢lectrle lights and tele
phones, sent 4 smart young Yankee to
Constantinople with a shipload of tele-
phone, lighting and other apparatus.

Not only was the youog ploneer, up-
on his arrlval, forbidden to take his
materials out of the ship, but they
were taken out for hlm and seized. He
appealed 1o the American consul gen-
eral, who took the case to the grand
vizlor. After a discussion of witeh-
eraft the vizier gave his consent to the
getting up of the Amerlcan apparatus
in the sultan's palace. It was for the
purpose of glving the grand vizier a
chance to prove that the electric ma-
chines were the work of the devil

When the rooms of the palace had
been filled with colored glass bulbs,
telephone bells, clicking telegraph in-
struments aud other electrical appll-
ances, the grand vizler was called In.
The effect was truly electrieal. He
fled In dismay as soon as the dynamo
was started. He ordered the Amerl
can seized, and the apparatus was tak-
en out.

The Amerlcan appealed to the sul-
tan, who Inspected the lights and tele-
phones himself, He was wild with de-
light and !mmedintely ordered the
whole palace fitted with wires for light
and telephones. He installed the engl-
neer as electrlenl expert of the palace
and Issued an frade taking the prohi-
bition from electrical apparatus.

The story Is told in the latest report
of the Amerlean consul at Constantl-
nople, just received here.—Washlngton
Cor. New York World.

The Muir Glacler,

The reported destruction of the fa-
mous Mulr glacler, on the ghores of
Glacler bay, Alaska, by an earthquake
last year is pronounced untrue by Wil-
liam E. Pearce, who got within four
miles of the glacler in August of this
year on the excurglon steamer Queen.
Pearce soys:

“The Mulr glncler 1s Just as grand as
ever. The trouble this season hag been
that vessels have not been able to get
close enough for passengers to see It
The earthquake shook off large mnasses
of lee from the face of the glacler,
which, when floating In the bay, ap-
pear as huge lcebergs and block the
passage of vessels. By next season
the bay will be clear ngaln, aud the
glucler can be approached as in former
yeare,

“The damage by the eartbquake is
but as a drop In the bucket. 1 can bet-
ter explaln Its work by saylug that it
took off the face of the glacler for 0O
teet or 8o, while the main body extends
back, visible to the eye, 20 miles. The
glaeler runs back from Its face on Gla-

glacler, which faces on Lynn ecanal, a
Astance of 45 miles, All this senson
Mulr Inlet has been full of small bergs,
g0 that vessels, nfter proceeding s far
as they could, were forced to back out.
On the August trip of the Queen the
surface of the glacler looked to be from
o5 to 30 feet Ligh, but It Is ln reallty
from 160 to 200 feet high. Next year
people will be able to get close to It
and will flud It just as large and Just
as grand as it ever wag."
