Reports from the various physi¬
cians throughout the county show
tho month of November to have been
very healthy. Typhoid fever pres
vailed to some extent in the vicinity
of Bloxom.extendtng toward the bay¬
side up toward bykes Island. Be¬
yond this there waa little sickness of
serious import. Whooping cough
and measles,we have always with us,
and the past month was no exception
to the rule. Fatalities however from
these diseases aro very rare if compli¬
cations can be avoided. Cholera
among hogs and fowl throughout the
county, bnt subsiding. Sporadic
cases of diphtheria reported, how-

ever,are always serious enough to oe

casion alarm, therefore a few re¬

marks regarding its propagation or

spread may not be amiss at this
time Diphtheria is both contagious
and infectious. Put patient to bed
and remove all unneccesse'y furni¬
ture, pictures and drapery. Keep
room warm, but admit plenty of
fresh air. One or two nurses are suf¬
ficient and every one else sh ld be
excluded from the sick chamber.
Visitors should not be allowed. At¬
tendants should wear linen or cotton
clothing that can be easily disinfect¬
ed and will not so easily retain and
convey germs. Do not kiss patient
during sickness or after death. Do
not allow them to cough in your
face. Attendants should cover up
any cut or abraded surface on their
person. Send children away from
home but do not allow them to at¬
tend school, church or any public
gathering. Should death occur, bury
as soon as possible. Before burial
cover corpse with a sheet wet In |
bichloride mercury, one grain to the
ounce of water. Do not allow public
funeral. Do not expose corpse at
grave. Do not borrow mourning
garments from neighbors, this is a

fruitful source of spreading this teri-
ble malady. Boil all clothing worn

by attendants, likewise all bed cloth¬
ing exposed in the sick chamber, if
they will admit of it. Such things as

cannot be thus treated should be al¬
lowed to remain in the room and
with windows and doors fastened,
fumigate with burning sulphur in
the proportion of 2 lbs to every 100
square feet. Medicines and nourish¬
ment will be directed by the medical
attendant as will also many other de¬
tails not necessary to mention here.
These same rules will apply to scarlet
fever.
