When the chpltalist of this purable
went off from home, he gave to his
stewards certaln sums of money, wish- |
ing to have them profitably Invested,
Change also yonr idea as to the value
of one talent, You remember the capi- |
tallst gave to one of bis men for busi-

ness purposes five talents, to nnother
two, to another one. What a small
amount to laust, you think, and how
could he be expected to do anything
with only one talent? I have to tell
you that one talent wans about $7.200,
g0 that when my text says, “To another
one,” It Implies that those who have
the leagt huve much,

We botheér ourselves a great deal
about those who are highly gifted or
bave large financial resource or exalted
officinl position or wide reaching oppor-
tunity, We are anxlous that their|
wenlth, thelr eloguence, thelr wit, be
employed on the right side. One of
them makes a mistake, and we say, |
“What an awful disaster,” When one |
of them devotes all hlg great abllity to
useful purposes, we celebrate it, we en-
large upon It, we speak of it as some-
thing for gratitude to God. Mean-
while we give no time at all to conslder
what people are dolng with their one
talent, not renlizing that ten people of
one talent each are quite as important
as one man with ten talents. In the
one case the advantage or opportunity
Is conr:cnte'r\-d in a single personality,
while in another it is divided among
ten Individuals, Now, what we want
to do In this sermon Is to waken people
of only one talent to appreciation of
their duty. Only a few people have
five talents or ten talents, while mil
Hons have one. My short text s llke a
galvanie shock, *To another one,”

The most difHeult thing In the world
is to make an accurate estimate of our-
gelves. Our friends value us too high,
otir enemles too low. To find out what
we are wortl morally and mentally Is
almost fmpossible. We are apt fo
measure ourselves by those around us,
but this is not falr, as they may be
very brilliast or very dull, very good or
very bad, - Indeed there are no hwman
senles that'can tell our exact moral and
mental wefght, nor 15 there a stundard
by which we can measure our exact In-
tellectunl height, so the hardest thing
to do 18 to caleulate our real stature or
heft. But it will be no evidence of ego-
tism In any of us If we say that we
have at least one talent. What is it
and, finding what it Is, what use shall
we make of it? The most of the people,
finding that they have only ene talent,
do as the man spoken of in the parable,
they hide it. But if all of the people
who have one talent brought it out for
pse before this century s hialf past and
eorrospondents begin to write at the
head of thelr letters 1000 the enarth
would be one of the outskirts of heav-
en. I ask you again, What is your one
talent?

Yalue of Cheerfulness.

1s it a cheerful look? Carry that look
wherever you go. It must come from
a cheerful heart. It Is not that Inane
smile which we sometimes gee which Is
an frritation. o other words, it must
be a light within us so bright that it il-
Jumines eye, cheek, nostril and mouth.
Let ten men who are aceustomed fo
walking a certain street every day re
solve upon a cheerful countenance as 1
result of a cheerful heart, and the in-
fluence of such a faclal Irradiation
would be felt not ouly in that street,
but througbount the town. Cheerfulness
{s catehing. Buot a cheerful look Is ex-
ceptional. Examine the first 20 faces
that you meet going through Pennsyl-
vania avenue or Chestnut street or
Broadway or State street or La Salle
street or Buelld avenue, and 19 out of
the 20 faces have elther an anxlous
look or a severe look or a depressing
look or an avarleions look or a sneering
look or a vacant look. Here is a mis-
slonary-work for those who have trou-
ble. Arm youorself with gospel comfort.
Let the God who comforted Mary and
Martha at the loss of their brother, the
God who soothed Abrabam at the losy
of Sarah and the God of David, who
consoled his bereft spirit at the loss of
his boy by saying. * ~hall go to him;"”
the God who filled . John with dox-
ology when an exile on barren Patmos
and the God who has given bappliness
to thousands of the bankrupted and
persecuted, illing them with heavenly
riches wbich were more than the earth-
ly advantages that are wiped out—let
that God belp them. If be take full
possession of your nature, then you
will go down the street a benediction to
all who see you, and those who are In
the tongh places of life and are run
upon and belied and had thelr homes
destroyed will say: “If that man can be
bappy, | ean be bappy. He has been
thirough troubles ns big as mine, and he
goes down the treet with a face In
every lineament of which there are Joy
and peace and heaven. What am |
groaning about? From the same place
that man got bis cheerfulness 1 ean get
mine. ‘Why art thou cast down, O my
soul, and why art thou disquieted with.

a1 mer Hope thou in God, ror 1 shall

yet praise him who s the health of my

countenance and my God,' "
Lnwholesome Humor,

Agaln, Is your talent that of wit or
humor? Use it for God. Much of the
world's wit is damaging. Most of sa-
tire has a sting in It. Mueh of carlea-
ture Is malevolent. Muech of smart re-
tort Is vitriolie. In order to say smart
things how many will sacrifice the fegl-
ings of others! The sword they corry

is keen, and it I8 employed to thrust
and lacerate. | But few men in all the

waorld and In all the ehurches realize
that it wit is bestowed It Is given them
for useful, for lmproving, for healthful
purposes. 1 we nll had more of It and
konew how to use It aright, how much
it wouldl improve our Christian conver-
gntlon and prayer meeting talk and ser-
mon! Robert Bouth and Rowland il
and Jeremy Taylor and Dean SBwift
and Lorenzo Dow and George White-
fleld used thelr wit and their humor to
gather great sudiences and then lead
them Into the kingdom of God. Fri-
volity Is repulsive In religlous disens-
slon, but 1 llke the humor of Job when
he sald to his Insolent eritics, “No
doubt hut ye are the people, and wis-
dom shall die with you,” and I like the
tinmor of the prophet Elijah, who told
the Baalites to pray louder, as thelr
god was out hunting or on an excuor-
glon or In guch loud conversation that
he conld not hear them, 1 lHke the sar-
casm of Chelst when he told the self
righteous Phariseces that they were so
good they needed no help, “The whole
need not a physiclan, but they that are
slck,” or when o mirthful hyperbole
he arrnigns the hypoeritieal teachers of
his day who were so particular about
little things and earcless about big
things, saying, “Ye blind guides thnt
gtraln at a gnat and swallow a eamel,”
and the Bible is all ablaze with epl
gram, words surprisingly put and
phraseology that must have made the
audiences of Paul and Christ nudge
each other and exchange glances and
smile and then appropriate the tremen-
dous truths of the gospel. There are
some evils you ean laugh down casler
than you can preach down, The ques-
tion 1s always belng asked, Why do nm
maore peaple go to chureh, prayer medct-
Ing and other religious meetings? 1
will tell you, We of the pulplt and the
pew are so dull they eannot stand It
But when we ask why peaple do not go
to church we ask a misleading ques-
tion. More people go now to chureh
than ever in the worid's history, and
the reason is In all our denominations |
there 18 a new race of mlulsiers step-
ping Into the pulpits which are not the
apostles of humdruom, Suore enough,
we want in the Lord's army the heavy
artillery, but we want also more men
who, llke Burns, a farmer at Getlys- |
burg, took a musket and weut out on |
lils own necount to do a Htthe shooting
different from the other soldlers. The
church of God is dying of the proprie- |
tles. !

Set n Good Example,

Or Is your talent an epportunity to |
set 0 good example? One person doing
right under ndverse elreumstnnees will
accomplish more than many treatises
about what is right.  The census has |
never been taken of lovely old folks. |
Most of us, if we have not such a one
In our own housg now, lave In our
memory such a salnt,  We went to
those old people with all our troubles,
They were perpetual evangelists, by
thelr soothing words, by their hopeful-
ness of #pirit, an inexpressible help,
I cannot see how heaven could make
them any lovelier than they are or
were. But there.are exceptions. There
is a davghter ln that family whose fa-
ther i Impatient and the mother
quernlous. ‘I'he pussage of many yeqrs
does not always Improve the disposl-
tion, and there are a great many dis-
ngreeable old folks. Some of them for-
get that they were ever young them-
gelves, and they become untidy In their
habits and wonder how, when thelr
nethima or rheumatism Is 8o bad, other
people can laugh or sing and go on as
they do. The daughter in that family
bears all the peevishness and unrea-
gsonable behavior of senility without
answerlng buck or making any kind
of complaint. 1f you should ask her
what her five talents are or her one
talent 1s, she would auswer that she
has no talent at all. Greatly mistaken
Is she. Her one talent Is to forbear
nnd treat the clildishness of (he old
as well as slie treats tbe childisbness
of the young. She is no musician, and
besides there may not be a plano In
the house. She eanuot skillfully swing
a croquet wallet or golf stick, Indeed,
she seems shut up to sce what she can
do with a ladle and a broom and a
brush and other household implements,
Bhe s the personifeation of patlence,
and her reward will be as long as
Leaven. Indeed, much of her reward
may be given on earth. She Is In n
rough college, from which she may
after awllle graduate Into brightest
domesticity, She Is a Lerolne, though
at present she may receive uothing Lbut
seolding and depreciation. Her one
talent of patience under trial will do
more good than many morocco coversd
germons on patience preached today
from the tasseled cushion of the pulpit
There I8 a man in business life whose
one talent I8 honesty. He bas vot the
genius or the force to orgauize a com:
pany or plan what Is called a “coruer
In wheat” or "a corner In stocks" or
“gq corner” In anything, He goes to
business at a reasonable lour and re-
turns when [t {5 time to lock up. He
never gave a check for $20,000 In all
his life, but he is known on the street
and o the ehareh and in many honorn:
ble eireles as an honest tman. Tlis
word Is as good as his bond. He has
for 80 years been referred to as a
glean, upright, Industrious, consistent
Christinn man, Ask bim bhow wmany
talents he bas, and he will not claim
even one, He eannot make n speech,
he eannot buy up a warket, he cannot
afford an outshining equipnge, but
what an example lie is to the young,
what an bonor to hils housebold, what

pillar to the church of God, what a
gpecimen of truth and integrity and all
roundness of eharacter! Is there any
comparison o usefulness between that
man with the one talent of honesty and
the dashing operators of the wmoney
market?

Genius Unnecessary.

The chief work of the people with
wmany talents Is to excite wonderment
and to startle and electrify the world.
What use I8 there In all that? No use
at all, 1 have not so much Interest i
the one maun out of a milllon as |
have In the million. Get the great
masses of the world right and it does
not make much diference about what
the exceptional people are doing. Have
nll the people with the one talent en-
Hated for God and righteousness, and
lot all those with five or ten talents
migrate to the north star or the moon,
and this world would get on splen-
dilly, The hnrdworking, industrious
classes of Ameriea are all right ud
would glve no tronble, Lut it is the
genlus who gives up work and on o blg
salary goes around to excite dissatls-

faction and embrollment, the genlus
who quits work and steps on the stage
or politieal platform, eats beefsteak
nnd quall on toast and causes the com-
mon laborers, compelled to Idleness, to
put theit hands Into empty pockets and
eat gristle and gnaw bones, The world
would be mightily Improved If it could
slough off about 5,000 genluses, for
there are more than that on our planet,
Then the wan or woman of one talent
would take possession of the world and
rule it in a common sense and Chris-
tian way., There would be less to
amaze and startle, but more to give
equipolse to chureh and state and
world. “To another one.””

The most brilllant and mapy sided
man that ever trod this world, In my
oplnlon, was Napoleon Bonaparte, and
no man that ever lived did the world
more damage. T have read a book ad-
voeating him as a great emancipator
and reformer. 1 was not surprised at
the book, for I have heard of a pam-
phlet in defense of Judas Iscariot. [
suppose it may set forth the Idea that
he was out of mouney und needed the
30 pleces of sllver, and the money was
not spent for Wlmself, but to open a re-
spectable graveyard. [ would not be
surprised to find a book In hounor of
satan, the chlef misereant of the unl-
verse, We all admire Industry, and
there 18 no more industrious belng
than satan, But when a man tells me
Napoleon was a reformer and emanci-
pator 1 would llke to take him out and
show bim 95,000 corpses In the Russian
snow banks and ask bim if be llkes
that, and I would show him the grave
trenchies of those who fell in the year
1700 during the Napoleonle wars. Only
116,000 men butebered In four months!
I would ask bim how be llkes that.
"The country Is beautiful, and I would
ask our friend to cross with me to
Lelpsie and examine the grave trenches
opened there. Ounly 101,790 fallen on
hoth gldes! That 1s all, Come on, my
friend, and see the further work of
the great emancipator und reformer at
Borodino, which 1 Lnd an opportunity
of looking at last summer. Only 100,-
000 dead mien as n result of the battle!
Pass by as hardly worth looking at
Austerlitz, where the work of our re-
former left 42,000 of the slain, and
come to Waterloo, to find that only
56,000 dead men were left on the field:

Alas for the work of thls great emanci- |

pator and reformer! [le turned Eu-
rope Into a charpel bouse aud Glled Eu-
rope with widowbood and orphanage
and childlessuess, Though he was the
brilliant man of the ages. would it not
Lave been better for the world If he
haid died In bis eradle six weeks after
he was born?

Among the 114000 words of Noah
Webster's voeabulary and the thou-
sonds of words since then added to our
English vocabulary there is aune out-
mastering word the power of which
cannot be estimated, and It renches so
far up and go far down, and that is the
word “eome.” 1t has drawn more peo-
ple away from the wrong and toward
the right than any word [ now think
of. It has at times crowded all the 12
gates of heaven with fresh arvivals, It
will yet rob the path of death of the
lnst pedestrians. It will yet chime so
loudly and gladly that all the tolling
bells of sorrow will be drowned with
the musie Tt s piled up In the Bible's
cllmax and peraration, “Aud the gpirit
and the bride say come, and let him
that beareth gay come, amd let him that
Is uthirst come.” Have it on the polnt
of your pen, have it ou the tip of your
tongue, AMonosyllables are mightler
than polysyllubles, and that word
“oome” 1s the miglitiest of monosylla-
bles, Shakespeare says of one of his
characters, “She speaks poulards, and
every word stabs” We may say of
others, they speak words which are of
baln and muosle, are lght and [ife.

David
Garrick, the dramatist, said he would
glve 100 guineas if he could say “oh™
as George Whitefield said {t.
