Dobson, the Veteran Player and
Teacher, Says 1t Is Over,

When in 1848 at the Dowery theater
Joe Sweeney, the minstrel, Introduced
it to the New York publie, It aroused
sor lnnguid interest. 10 was “n nlgger
v, dinent,” nod the aholitlonists were
poe i the mojority ot that tlme. It
was ut this concert that Sweency adi-
od the tttle or B string, an ldea of Lig
owi. The next nttempt 1o
tring it before the pullle was in 1858,
when the throe Dobisons gave o serios
of concerts at Barnum’s musentn

he pext forward step was o 1800,
when Charles B Dobson, Sp, o mew-
ber of the orchestres In Wallaek's thea-
