An dctive war is to be urged by the
Kentueky Danghters of the Con-
foderacy against the presentation of
“Unele Tom's Gabin” upouany stage
ju that State and steps have been
taken by the State and locsl chapters
looking to that end. They say and
justly, that it 1sa base libel on the
South, especially on the justitution
of slavery and 1s sn insult to which
they should not be subjected. That
it is too vile and [alse to be preseut-
ed at any place io the Sounth there
can be no question but protests
agninst its produetion ouglht not fo
be necessary, ‘The people of the
South ought to have too wuch res-
pect for themselves to eneoursage the
play by their presepce sud thereby
prevent 1t.

Admiral Sehley is highly eulogized
aud the Navy Depurtient as severe:
ly condemoed by the Christian Ad-
vocute, organ of the Maryland and
Virginia Couferences, in an editorial
inthat journal of laet week. The
siews of the Advocate will be con-
eurred in by all williog to do houor to
the brave wman and resent the injury
attempted upon him.

1t can hurdly he doubted thut
there was o couspiracy ia the Navy
Departwent, with Secretary Loug ns
ehief. to destroy the lsurels wou by
Schley. The villany began by put-
tiug Sampsou, outranked by Schley,
above hiw and assigued to saprewe
command. The Awerivan people love
fairnass. Fortuuately the proceed-
fngs of the court of ipguiry were not
withiu locked doors. [he evidence
is known., The unation will endorse
the warrior of the Philippives in de
ereeing Sebley entitled tu the eredit
due for the glorivas victory which
resulted iu the destroction of the
Spanish sLips.”

Admiral Schley is the guest of the
people of Georgia and the whole
Bouth is clamoring for a like oppor
tunity to tender him the cordial wel-
eowe which he is receiving inthat
Btate. He has been received with
equal enthusiasm in the North and
eluborate preparsdiol « being
made inthe Westto give him us
hearty a reception when he reaches
there. Tue people of the whole coun-
try iu fact, the naval clique and its
few adhierents being excepted, staud
ready, it seems, to do him homage
and it may be to offer him wore sub~
gtantial evidences of their esteem
shoulit President Roosevelt, who now
hus the matter under advisement,
fail to right the wrong done by the
Behley Commission. Demonstrations
fo honor of Adwiral Behley at this
time way vot mean & Presidential
boowm, but a little more perseention
of him only seews necessary to de-
velop one.

The Demwoeratic State Central
Cowmmittee, at its meeting in the ecity
of Richwond, Tuesday night, adopt-
ed with rome amendments, the Elly-
gon plan lor primary nominatiovs
The Committee did its work well in
striking out of the plan the objec-
tionable feature, requiring aspirants
for nomination to defray the heavy
expense ineident to the primary, and
in retainiog the viva-voce featare op-
posed by several members of the
committee, The werits of the plao
more fully appear in the following
extraet from au editorial in the Rich-
wond Dispateh:

The State Committee construed
the instructions given it by the Nor-
folk convention to mean that it
shonld frame a plan and make ready
for its use without faorther activp
upon the part of the convention.
Accordingly the State plan will be-
eome operative in the nowmipation of
congressmen this year. As to loeal
eanvasges this spring, and thereaflter,
it ie diseretionary with our City nnd
County committees whether they
will adopt the primary plan or the
convention plun in makiog nomioa-
tions.

The sub-committee was not sus-
tained in it recommendation that
candidates should be assesced to pay
the expenses of primaries. In  the
case of a United States Benator the
ageregate assessment wounld have
nmounted, aceording to Chairman
Ellyson's estimate to about $7,500,0r
if there were two candidates, to $3,-
7530 for each ecandidate Under the
plan adopted, as we understand it,
each county and city must make pro-
vision for furnishivg polling places
and officers of election. 1f those com-
wittees can get suitable volunteers,
so wneh the better for thew; if they
have to “pay” election officers and
puy rentals, upon them, not upon
the eandidates, nor upon the Stute
tommittes will devolve the duty of
rairing the needful money.

The county wmembers of the State
Cowwmittee are of the opinion that
they will find no lack of volunteers
for this gervice. The fact that the
method of voting adopted ig viva-
vove will make it easier to secure vol
unteers than the secret ballot woald,
Uunder the viva-voee plan there will
be no ballots to eoun'; no tedious
figaring; ten mivutes after the polls
are closed the standing of each ean-
didate may be ascertained and an-
nouneed.

As we have said, City and County
committees, in the case of purely
lueal electione, may elect whether
nominations shall be made by pri-
mary elections or otherwise, but we
flud the opioion prevalent wmong
leading men of the State Committee

Errors in History.

Hon. John Goode, president of the
Coustitational convention, who Iis
the only Virginia member of the
toufederate Congress now liviog,
wus the speaker at Lee Camp's an-
vual mesiing last week and correct
od a nnmbar of errors in history. He
swphatically denied that when the
t‘oufederate commissioners met Mr,
Lincoln on Hampton Roads that the
President of the United Btates wade
wuy proposition except that the Con-
federates lay down their arms and co
bome. He said he had it from the
lips of the commissioners themseives
a1l of whom denied that Mr. Lincoln
made any propesition to buy the
slaves as stated in & receot lecture
by Dr. Green, of Kentueky, He alro
denied the charge recently made by
(Georeze Franeis Adawmws, that Lee
wauted to surrender long before he
did apd that President Davis was re-
spousible for the prolongation of &
hopeless struggle. Mr. Goode said
that as late as March 18th 1865, he,
as member of Congress from Virgin-
ia, was called in conference in regard
to +eenring supplies for the army and
heard the stafement made by Lee
to President Davis of the condition
of his army and that Lee let fall no
intimation that he thoueht it was
time to give upthe stroggle. Mr.
Gopde declared Mr, Davis lIo thie
churge had been doue a great iojus-
tiee.
