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BURIED BY BROWN.

ECCENTRICITIES OF NEW YORK'S
MOST NOTED SEXTON.

For Many Yenrs He Ministered to
the Aristocerncy of the City at
Grace Church, nnd His Name
Adorns n Tablet on Lis Walls,

It used to be sald that a stranger who
was visiting New York for the first
time and asked his hotel clerk for ad-
vice as to what he should do on Sun-
day morning would find Lis doubts
quickly reduced to the alternative, “Go
over to Brooklyn and hear Beecher" or
(o to Grace church and se¢ Brown.”
No prelate of the Episcopal church was
80 widely known either In or beyond his
New York diocese as this vallant
guardian of old Grace, whose Income,
it was estlmated, was greater than
that of any man in the cloth and whose
power In soclety was even more feared
than that of any bishop.

He recelved his appointment as sex-
ton from the Rev. Dr, Thomas Hounse
Taylor, and, while Dr. Taylor has been
long forgotten, Sexton Brown is still
almost a8 much remembered In the
great eity as Jim Plsk, A, T. Stewart or
Charles Delmonleo.

Brown would cultivate the acquaint-
ance of heud walters and cooks, secur-
fng the latest information as to the
soclal plans of their masters and mis-
tresses, and whenever he learned that
a party or a ball was under considera-
tion he would offer his services to de-
lver the luvitatlons or look after the
comfort of the guests or superintend
thelr arrival and departure In their
carrlages. Heginning in this humble
way, It was not long before he galned
the good will of distinguished patrons.

His authoritative manner, too, wis
admirable for such occaglons. Indeed
the host himself could hardly Issue a
command to his menials with the
suavely peremptory ewmphasis which
Brown employed. Such was his de
portment and such his trustworthy
zeal that it was sald that no one in
Grace church could be properly feasted
or buried or could even say his prayers
without the assistunce of Brown, and
eventually it became something ke a
dictum In & large portion of soclety
that nobody could be married in New
York In truly first class style unless
Brown’s presence blessed the bridal
party,

Nor did any detall that might be
wanting for the personal comfort of
the congregation escape his vigilant
eye. It was a hablt of old I'cter Stuy-
vesant, for example, to keep In bis pew
a thermometer. As soon as he had tak-
en his seat he would cousult it. One
winter morning when the temperature
was extremely low the furnnces of the
cbureh got out of order, and Brown's
assistants were nble to force through
them ouly enough heat to lessen the
chill a little, It occurred to Brown that
the condition of the atmosphere would
not be conduclve to either the plety or
the comfort of the aged Stuyvesant
When the old gentleman arrived with-
in the porch of the church, he wus
shivering with the cold, but without
attracting his attention Brown, who
koew that the first thing he would do
would be to step into lils pew and ex-
amine the thermometer, slipped In
ahend, pressed one of his fat tingers to
the lttle glass Lulb and ehuckled ns he
suw the mercury ascend to 72, When
Stuyvesant reaclied the pew, be con-
sulted the thermometer us usonl, Jook-
ed around wonderingly, but evidently
concluded that the church must be
warm enough and that therefore it
must be himself who was cold.

Brown's funeral was marked by
much of the pomp and eclreumstance
which he himself bad so often provided
for the rich and the great. The wits
sald that it was the first In forty years
that had been a perfectly correct per-
formance without his Individual guid-
ance. He bad dled In the little town of
Brapdford one August night In 1880,
There he Lad been lu the hablt of tak-
ing his summer rest. He had been
overcome Ly the heat while attending
a wedding at Brandford, and that sum-
mer he cowplained, prolably for the
first time In hls life, of 1] bealth, One
of hls orders was that his body should
be placed in & casket of polished Span-
ish cedar.

A more ponderous casket bad never
been earried up the alsle of Grace
ehurch. It was rich with sllver and
velvet. It wns so heavy—Its Interlor
belng large enough for two ordinary
corpses—that the elght Knights Tem-
plars who bore it into the church al
wost staggered with  thelr burden.
TUpon it lay thelr cocked hats with wav-
ing ostrich plumes. Within the chancel
stood four of the clergy, In the pews
were the representatives of some of the
proudest familles of the city. and a
long line of men nnd women filed Into
+he chureh showing all the slgus of sor-
row for un old friend nml neighbor.

On the left hand shde of Grace chureh
as one turus after entering the porch
under the Gwell tower and vear where
Brown wax wout for more than a gen-
eration to take his statlon every Sun.
day Is a shinlng brass tablet, It was
there placed by members of the congre-
gation In teken of hiny who Is described
upon It ae *“The Faithful Sextou™ and
whot they "gladly reeall for his fidell-
ty, bis generosity amd bis stainless In-
tegrity.” It s pext to the bas-rellef
which eonnuemorites the virtues of the
fllustrions Cadwallader D, Colden, once
wayor of New York—what greater
postbumous glory would Brown lhuave
eraved "—und Is pot less consplcuous
than the old tablet on the opposite side
which was erected to the memory of
Henry Brevoort, whose family was de
rived tu “unbroken descent from the
colonists of New Netherlands."—Ladies’
Home Journal.

| The Judges of good clgars In this
conntry are few nud far between, says
lan expert. The great difficulty with
the people who think they know elgurs
s that they lay too mwmuch stress on the
color of the weed. The color makes not
the slightest difference, and you are
just as lkely to find one of the rankest
kind of clgars with the deep black col-
or of the genulne Havann as you are
to find a bad one among those that are
yellow as straw. :

Tlie¢ best way to tell a cigar is by
the feel of It, Take a clgar In your
hands and glve It o gentle pressure,
holding it close to the ear, If the elgar
s a good one, It will be Just the least
little bit flexible, and the fingers will
sink Into the wrapper. It gives forth
v perceptible sound. TIf the clgar is
hard and eloge volled and when placed
to the enr sounds ns thongh you were
pressing straw togother, beware, The
best eigars are mude of the same leaf
ns the wrapper and are closely rolled.
The common elpars are what Is known
as {led and contaln all kinds of refuse
from the tnbles where the good clgars
are made, There nre some filled clgars
that are good smokes, but you seldom
| find o HMavana or n Manila or good Co-
ban or Key West smoke that s not
rolled. Maty people who go Into a cl-
gar store to get an hmported smoke do
not follow up the salesman when he
tnkes the clgnrs from the eage and are
consequently often fooled, They are
given domestle brands and are charg-
vod imported prices for them,
