The

Bible represents it us active willi

wheels and winga and orchestras and

processions mounted or charioted, lint

my text describes a space when tbe
wheels ceased to roll and tbe Crumpets
to sound and the voices to chant. The
riders on tho white horses reined in

their Charges. The doxologies were

hushed and processions halted. The

hand of arrest was upon all the splen
dors. "Stop, heaven!" cried au oinnlpo
tent voice, and it stopped. For thirty
minutes everything celestial stood still.
"There was silence lu heaven about the

space of linlf an hour."
From nil we can learn lt ls the only

time heaven ever stopped, lt does not

stop as utlu-r cities for- thc night, for
there is DO Dight there, lt does DOl
stop for a plague, for the inhabitant
never says, "1 am sick." lt does DOl
stop for bankruptcies, for its Inbab
Hants never fail, lt does not stop for

Impassable streets, for there arc no

fallen snows or sweeping freshets.
What, then, stopped it for thirty min¬

utes'.' Grotius and Professor Stuart

think lt was at the limp of the destruc¬
tion of Jerusalem. Mr. Lord thinks it

was in the year 311, between the close

of tue Diocletian persecution und the

beginning of the wars by which Con-
StanUue gained tbe throne. But that

was all a guess, though tl learned and
brilliant guess. I do not know when lt
was, and I do not care when lt was,

but of thc fact that such an Interreg¬
num of sound took place I am certain.
"There was silence in heaven about the

space of half un hour."
And. tirst of all, we learn that Cod

and all heaven then honored silence.
The longest and widest dominion that

ever existed is '.hat over whicli still¬
ness was queen. For an eternity there
had not been a sound. World making
was a later day occupation. For un¬

imaginable ages lt was B mute u U-
vcrsi*. C!od \v;i*i tin- only befog and

ns there was no one to speak to there
was no utterance. Hut that silence
lins nil been broken np into worlds,
and lt has become n noisy universe.
Worlds In upheaval, worlds In congela¬
tion, worlds lu conflagration, worlds In
revolution.

The Power ot Silence.

If geologists are right.and I believe

they nre.there has not been a moment
of silence since this world began Its
travels, nnd the crashing and the split¬
ting nnd the uproar and tlie hubbub
nre ever In progress. Hut when among

the snpernals a voice cried, "Hush!"
nnd for half nn hour heaven was still,
silence was honored. The full power
of silence many of us have yet to
learn. We are told that when Christ
was arraigned "he answered not n

word." That silence was louder than

nny thunder that ever shook the world.
Oftentimes when we are assailed nnd
misrepresented thc mightiest thing to

say 19 to say nothing and the mightiest
thing to do ls to do nothing. Those

people who are always rushing Into

print to get themselves set right ac¬

complish nothing but their own cha¬

grin. Silence! Do right nnd leave thc
results with Cod Among the grand¬
est lessons the world has ever learned
are the lessons of patience taught bj
those who endured uncomplainingly
personal or domestic or political Injus¬
tice. Stronger than any bitter or sar

castle or revengeful auswer ls the pa

tlent silence.
The famous Dr. Morrison of Cholser

achieved tis much by his silent patlenci
tis by his pen and tongue. Ile had astb
ma that for twenty five years brough
him out of lils couch nt 2 o'clock ead
morning. His four sons and daughter!
dead, the remaining child by sunstroki
made Insane, the afflicted man ono

said. "At this moment Caere ls not ni

Inch or my body that is not filled wltl

agony." Yet he was cheerful, triutn

pliant, silent. Those who were in hi

pretence Bald they felt as though the;
were lo tlie gates of heaven. Oh. th

power of patient silence! ASscbylUI
the Immortnl poet, was condemned t

death for writing something thnt ol

fended the people. All the pleas In hi
behalf were of no avail until his brotfc

er uncovered the arm of the prisons
and showed thnt his hand hnd bee

shot off at Salamis. Thnt silent pie
liberated him. The loudest thing o

earth ls sllonce If lt be of the rlgti
kind and at tue right time. There wa

a quaint old hymn spelled In the ol

style and once sung tn the churches:
The race ls not forever got
Cy him who fastest runs

Nor the Hattel by those peopell
That shoot with the longest guns.

My friends, the tossing sea of Gallic
seemed most to offend Christ by th
amount of noise it made, for he sal

to it, "Be still!" Heaven bas bee

crowning kings nnd queens unto Gc

for many centuries, jot heaven nevi

stopped a moment for any such occu

renee, but it stopped thirty tninuti
for the coronation of silence. "Thei
was silence in heaven about the Bpa<
of half an hour."

Heaven nn Eventful Place.
Learn also from my text that heave

must be an eventful ami .active pia.
from the fact that it could afford onl
thirty minutes of recess. There bal
been events on earth nnd in heave

that seemed to demand n whole day i

whole week or whole year for celestl
consideration, if Grotius was rig!
and this silence occurred at the tin
of the destruction of Jerusalem, th
scene was bo awful and so prolong!
that the Inhabitants of heaven cou

eibl
ti'i-n

not have done Justice to lt In many
Weeks. After fearful beslegcinent of
the two fortresses of Jerusalem, Auto
ula and Blpplcus, had been going on for
a long while, ii Roman soldier, mounted
on tlie shoulder of another soldier.
burled Into tho window of the temple
a firebrand, and the temple wns all
aflame, and after covering many saerl
flees to the holiness of Cod the build
ing itself became n sacrifice to the
rage of man. Thc hunger of the peo¬
ple In tnat city during the besiege
ment was so great that ns sonic ont
laws were passing n doorwny nnd In-
baled the oil,,rs of food they hurst
open tlie door, threatening the motlier
of the household with destb unless
sin* gave them some food, nnd she took
them nside and showed them that lt
was lier own child she was cooking for
the ghastly repaSi Six hundred priests
were destroyed on Mount /.lon because,
tlie temple being goae, there was not ti

ing for them to do. Six thousand peo¬
ple in one cloister were consumed.
There were 1,100.000 dead according
to Josepbua Grotius thinks that this
was tlie cause of silence in heaven for
half an hour. If Mr. Ford was right
nnd this silence was during thc Diode
Can persecutions, by which Mt.mn

Christiana suffered death from sword
and tire and banishment and exposure,
why did not heaven listen throughout
at least one of those awful years'.' No!

Thirty minutes: Tlie fact is that the
celestial programme is so crowded
willi spectacle that lt can afford only
one recess in all eternity, ami that for
a Short space. Willie there are great
choruses in which all heaven can Join.

;h soul there lias B story of divine

prey peculiar to itself, nnd lt must
ho a *"!o. How can beaven get
through with all its recitatives, with
all its cantatas, with nil Its grand
marches, with all Its victories? Fter-

nity ls too short to utter nil tlie praise.
In my text heaven spared thirty min¬

utes, bul it will never again spare one

minute. In worship tn earthly church¬
es where there are many to take part
we have to counsel brevity. Fut bow
will heaven get on rai .div enough to

let ono hundred and forty four thou¬
sand get through each with his own

story nnd then one hundred nnd forty-
four million nnd then one hundred and

forty-four billion and then one hundred
and forty-four trillion? Not only uro

all tho triumphs of the past to be com¬

memorated, but nil tbs triumphs to

come. Not only what we now know of
<,od, but whait we will know of him
after everlasting study of the delila If

my text had snld there was sllenco In
heaven for thirty days, 1 would not
have been startled at the announce¬

ment, but lt Indicates thirty minutes.

Whj\ there will be so mnuy friends to

hunt up, so many of the greatly good
nnd useful that we will want to see, so

many of the Inscrutable things of earth
ve will need explained, so many excit¬
ing earthly experiences we will want
to talk over, and all the other spirits
nnd all the ages will want the name,
that there will be no more opportunity
for ces-.-.. ...n. How busy wo will bo

K<'pt In having pointed out to us the

heroes nnd heroines that the world
never fully appreciated.the yellow
fever and cholera doctors who died, not

flying from their posts; the female
nurses who faced pestilence In the laza¬

rettos; the railroad engineers who stay¬
ed nt their places In order to save the

train, though they themselves perished.
Hubert Coffin, the master miner, who,
landing from the bucket at the bottom
of the mine Just as he heard the waters

rush in nnd when one Jerk of the rope
would have lifted him into safety, put
In the bucket a blind miner who want¬

ed to go to his sick child aud jerked
the rope for him to be pulled ap, cry¬

ing, "Tell them the water baa burst in

and we are probably lost, bul we will
seek refuge nt the other end of the

right gallery." nnd then giving the com¬

You know beaven is much more of a

thirty minutes occurred. Its opula-
tlon has quadrupled, sextupled, cen

tuplctl Heaven has more on hand,
more of rapture, more of knowledge
more of Intercommunication, moro ol

worship. The most thrilling place wt

have ever been In ls stupid compared
with that, and. If we now have no timi

1 to spare, we will then have no eternltj
to spare, Silence In beaven only hall

Thnt Immortal Half Hoar.

My subject also Impresses me wit!
the Immortality of a half hour. Tba
half boor mentioned In my text ls mon

widely known than any other period li
the cnlendar of heaven. None of thi
whole hours of heaven ls measuret

off. none of the years, none of the cen

turles. Of the millions of ages pas
and the minions of ages to come no

one ls especially measured off In thi
Bible. But »he half hour of my text li
made Immortal.

nity thnt wi;3 ever measured by enrth
ly timepiece was measured by the idId
tte hand of my text. Oh, ?he half hours
they decide everything. I nm not ask
Ing what you will do with the years o

months or dayl of your life, but wha
of the half booral Tell me the histor;
Of your half hours and I will tell yoi
the story of your whole life on cart!

Pity. The right or wrong tilings yo

ar and the ignoramus, between the
Christian and the Infidel, between the
sulitt and the demon, between triumph
and catastrophe, between beaven and
hell. The most tremendous things of
your life and mine were certain half
hours. Tho half hour when In the par¬
sonage of n country minister I re¬

solved to become a Christian then and
there, tbe half hour when I decided to
lu¦come n preacher of tbe gospel, thc
half hour when 1 lirst realized that my
son was dead, the half hour when I
stood on tlie top of my house lu ox¬

ford street and saw our church burn,
the half hour In which I entered Je¬
rusalem, the half hour in which I stop¬
ped on Mount Calvary, the half hour
in which I stood on Mars hill aud
about ten or fifteen other half hours
are the chief times of my life. You

may forget the name of tlie exact years
or most of tlie important events of
your existence; hut those half hours,
like the half hour of my text, will be
Immortal, l do not query wlmt you
will do with the twentieth century, I
do not query what you will do with
this year, but what will you do with
the next half hour? Upon that bingos
your destiny, and during that some of
you will receive the gospel and make
complete surrender, and during that
others of you will make final and fa-
tal rejection of the full and free and
urgent and Impassioned offer of life
eternal. Oh, that tlie next half hour
might be the most glorious thirty min¬
utes of your (tutlily existence!
Far back In history a great geogra¬

pher stood witli a sailor looking nt a

globe that represented our planet, and
he pointed to n place on the globe
where he thought there was an undia
covered continent The undiscovered
continent was America The geogra¬
pher wlio pointed where he thought
there was a new world was Martin
F.chaim and fie sailor to whom lie
slur,veil lt wns Columbus. This last
was not satisfied till he bad picked
that gem out of tho sea and set it In
the crown of the world's geography
0 ye who have been sailing up and
down the rough Bens of sorrow ami sin.
let me point out to yon another con

tlncnt.yea. another world that you
may yourself lind, n rapturous world.
nnd that is the world a half boar of
which we now study! Oh. set sall
for it! Ileic is the sliip nnd here are

tho compasses. In other words, make
this half hour the grandest half hour
of your life and become a Christian.
Pray for a regenerated spirit Louis
XIV., willie walking In tlie garden at
Versailles, met Mansard, the great ar¬

chitect 'ind tlie architect took off his
hat before the king. "Put on your
hat," said thc king, "for the evening is

damp nnd enid." And Mansard. Cu.*
architect, the rest of tlie evening kept
on his hat Tlie dukes and niniquises.
standing with bare heads before the
king, exprawned their surprise nt Man

aird, but tbe king said. "I am make n

duke or n marquis, but only Cod can

make n Mansard." And 1 say to you

.iy hearers, only Cod by hil convict¬

ing and converting grace can make a

Christian, but he is ready this very
half hour to accomplish it

.¦Forever and Ever."

Again, my text suggests a way of

studying heaven so that we can better
understand it The word "eternity"
that we can handle so much ls an Im¬

measurable world. Knowing that we

could not understand that word, the

Bible uses it only once. We say "for
ever and ever." But how long ls "for¬
ever and ever?" 1 am glad that my
text puts under our eye heaven for

thirty minutes. As when you see a

great picture, you put a sheet of paper
into a scroll nnd look through lt or Join
your forefinger to your thumb and look

through tlie circle between, and the

picture becomes more Intense, so this
masterpiece of heaven by St. John ls

more impressive when we take ouly
thirty minutes of lt at a time. Now,
we have something that we can come

nearer to grasping, and lt ls a quiet
beaven. When we discourse about the
multitudes of heaven, lt must be almost
a nervous shock to those who have all
their lives been crowded by many peo¬
ple nnd who want a quiet heaven. For
tlie hist thirty -liv* years 1 have been
much of the time In crowds nnd under

public scrutiny and amid excitements,
and 1 have sometimes thought for a

few weeks after 1 reach heaven 1
would like to go oown in some quiet
part of the realm, with a few friends,
and for a little willie try comparative
solitude. Then there are thone whose

bearing ls so delicate that they get no

satisfaction when you describe the

Crush of the eternal orchestra, nnd they
feel like saying, as a good woman In

Hudson, N. Y., said after hearing me

speuk of tbe mighty chorus of heaven,
"That must be a great heaven, but
what will become of my pi,or head?"
Yes, this half hour of my text is a still

experience.

wide, so deep. Fut you ask. "Where
are the asylums for the old?" I an¬
