A QUIET CORNER WHERE MAIMED
AND AGED BOOKS ARE DOCTORED.

Delloate Opernilfons Are Often Necas-
sary For Injored Volumes and
§ich Inmenuity s Required ot
fimes=Ilow Book Sargcons Waorli

In every up to date puablie libeary
thete is n guict corner used a8 a bovk
hosplial, where worh, aeed gnd maine-
ol volumes are sent for treatment und
often suirglenl operations. The worcn
and ehildren of the lbrary—-that is, the
novels and juveniivs—are found In the
hespital the most frequently, anil often
they are beyond cure, But the skilful
Hbrary worker has all sorts of devices
for waking broken down books appeat
fresh and wew aznin, and often a re-
markahle cure Is effocted .

I o book were cast aside the minute
its boek was broken or were not glven
proper trentment when 2 lent becane
loose, the ihrary woeunld soon find Itselfl
doubling expenses for duplicates of old
volumes and with little money for new
works, Careful treatient, on the oth
or hand, will add years t the life of a
ook and witl materlally Jessen the ex-
penses of a public library.

This hospital Is fitted up o a vers
stoiple mhnner. There ave shelves upon
which the fnvalld books are placed
il rreatment cin be given them, Then
there are other savlves where they are
placed to convalesee and sometines o
reenin consclousness after @ serious
sureleal aperition, There pre operatiig
tables ml neat little Doxes in which
there are rolls of black percale il
yards of white percile, sheets of par
aflin paper. long sirips of thin but tne
quality paper, narrow rolls of gum d
puper, bundles of grass cloth, alls of
siring, sandpaper, coarse thread and
white mull

In snug little compartments i the
medicine, consisting of glue and paste,
Tho surgieal Instruments In o Hule
cuse consizt of a pair of fopreps @
small woolen paddie. o thin wooden
poard and phpors of needles.  Thei
there §s an iusiremient of torlure—a
heavy press which Is ally applicd
at the close of an opet .

There are sl sorts of complaints
amoeng the books, amlb the mest previ
Ient Is the broken lu T
from the ook nesun
ful position, such o= L
against other books, restioz o
odges or Iying fiat on 1= =ide, ¥
outs use of paste amd ghie often cures
thils cowplaint, but in sonw cases a del
feate aperation Is resorted to,

Then the cover s strippead entirely
off the back, aud the title Is carefully
cut out. Next the paper back of t
book is peeled off, A plece O pruuss
oloth s then applied and trmily 2l
tnto Its place. The old cover. with the
exception of the title, ls pasted on
agaly, nnd then the boek Is tied up
with stripgs amd left on the shelf o
recover a little. When strong enough,
a binck percale back is carefully fitted
over the old back. amd the old title is
pasted on the ontsiile,

Small fingers i s the complexion
of the bovks g nnd sandpaprer 12
psed a great deal on juvenile fetlon
tnvallde  The oidees of the book are
rubbed with this raugh gper, Ring
off theudirt and tfe vellow appoaranico.
Rough edges of leaves are frequent
also In thi= braneh of Heratire, These
feaves are earefelly timwed) off, and
n thin strip of nlee quality piper Is
pasted on to wmake a clean. regulsr
edge,

“Butting” s o methol of operating
that Is not used by all buok surgeons,
This conslsts in placing with the wood-
en paddie a thin lne of glue or the
edges of o torn leaf and thon pressing
them tightly together. It has been
detnonstrated thoroughly that this but-
ting holds the torn leaf Jnst os firmly
as and Is mwnch more sntlsfactory than
the old method of pasting gumrocd
transparent paper over the torn phiees

The leaves are o frequent
source of punoyance to the hook doe
tors. ‘The remedy for these bother
gome leaves I a hinze of percale or
papor, whicl holds the anraly page in
plice after’ the heavy press has Leen
bronght to bear o the buok. In such
eases the thin board s wownys used to
slip intp the velume, so that it will
keep its shape properiy

The operation which requires the
most skill Iz the sewing of the siznn-
ture or division of a beok baek
phice, The necdle and eoldifse thren
are pushed In and ont of the holes in
the signuture and the hilndi anid
when it becomes awkward to the
fingers the slender foreops ave used to
draw the needle In and oot
