Heans & Leading Article of et In
: the Flowery Kingdom.

Dr. Yamei Kin, a Chinese woman
@octor now studying in America, gives
some interesting facts about Chinese
food products. One surprising thing
Dr. Yamel Kin tells is that Chinese
soy I8 made from a sort of red bean
groumd up sud fermented. While fer-
menting It smells much llke sauver-
kraut, only worse. The fermented
product is shipped In large cases to
England, where It is mixed with vine-
gar and other products and is gold as
woreestershire sauce. The Chinese la-
borer lives on beans as much as does
the Boston typewriter girl. The bean
in China 18 more like our small round
cowpea. Thiaz ls ground fine, mixed
with water and a little salt. Then the
water I8 pressed out and the bean
cake is sold to the poor. This bean
cake may be cooked and mixed with
other things, fish, chickens, ete. 1t I8
highly nutritions, and esplains why
the Chinese laborer can endure-so
much on so lttle food. Vegetables are
eaten in quantities, and so are chickens
and ducks, Incubator ducks being
known in China 100 or 200 years be-
fore America discovered the incubator.
Fish Is popular, but very little meat
is caten. An animal ls never killed 1o
be eaten untll it is too old to work:
hence the Clhlnese do not llke beef,
considering it too tough. FPork is popu-
lar, and every family keeps one or
two pigs.

The Chinese are great cooks, and love
to give elnborate diuners. This Is the
chlef meauns of entertnining in China.
However, the dinner consists of sixty
courses, and it takes severnl hours.
The guests are seated at small tables,
and ten courses are served, Then the
tables are cleared and the guests enjoy
games, matching poetry belng a very
old pastime in China. A guest recelves
half a couplet and supplies the other
half. lmpromptu verse making Is an-
other favorite Chinese entertalument.

Rats and cats are not eaten save hy
the very poor In times of famine. The
birds' nests eaten nre those of the seu
swallow, which eats quantities of sea-
weed untll its craw Is full. Then it se-
Jects & high cliff and bullds its nest by
throwing the seaweed, which Is now
in a muellaginous state, from lts mouth
round and round untll a small, clear
ball is made. This ball is lined with
fenthers. The flshermen secure the
nests by means of loug poles. They
are eleaned and scraped untll they are
like clear gelatin. They are n great
dellency and only eaten by the rich.
They taste much like the Teeland moss
which we eat.—What to Eat.

An Americanized Kussian has pat-
ented a pew process of embalming
which consists In casting & solld block
of glass around the subject to be pre-
served, through which the fentures
and outlines of the body will be per
fectly visible. As no air can possibly
enter, the remalns ure expected to lust
tndefinitely till some shock destroys
the crystal block which incases thew
llke so many flies In amber. The In-
ventor bopes that the relles of great
men will be preserved In this way, re-
malning to aftertime in thelr babit as
they lived, with vast mausolemns
which to place them, entrance to,which
wlll be deemed an honor like that of
burial In Westminster or Santa Croce
The mechanieal process by which all
this 18 to be made possible and on
which the government has lssued n
patent is quite simple. The remaius
are firat surrounded with a conting of
sodium silleate, or wuter gluss, which
1s allowed to dry. When the water has
been sufficiently evaporated the sul-
ject 1s placed In a mold which Is to de-
termine the size of the glass block, and
molten glags I8 poured In til it Is
filled.

MAKING MATCHES.

Hand Labor and Slow Methods When
| the Indusiry Was New.
| The first really efficlent lucifer match
. must be put to the credit of Mr. John

Walker of Stockton-on-Tees, who In

the year 1827 placed them on the mar-
I ket under the name of “Congreves,” In
! compliment to Eir Willlnm Congreve,
the inventor of the war rocket. These
mitches were sold for a shilling a box,
which contalned, besides a few dozen
of the mutches, a little plece of folded
sandpaper, through which each splint
of wood had to be drawn before It
could be made to Inflame, An original
tin box, stamped with the royal arms
and bearing the word “Congreve,” 18
preserved as a curlosity in one of the
London musenms.

As in the case of all other industries,
this one was Initiated by hand labor
alone. The splints of wood were no
doubt originally dipped in the igniting
composition one by one, but subse-
quently they were tied up In bundles
and dipped en bloe, the workman glv-
ing each bundle a twist with his hands
go that the end of ench splint would
be free to move to a certanin extent
and absorb n little more of the com-
pound than It would If kept quite still
The next advance was to fix the splints
fn a frame so that each was separated
from its neighbor, and this frume, con-
taining about 1,600 matches, would be
bronght down on a marble slnb npon
which the composition was spread.
The tipped matches, still in  their
frame, would then be dried In air for
a few hours and afterward placed In
a heated chamber to complete their
desiceation. Manual labor Is now al-
most wholly dispensed with In the
manufacture of matches. The employ-
went of yellow phosphorus for the
charging of matches made the Indus-
try a very unhealthy one, and the
workpeople, if mnot in the best of
health, ran the risk of contracting @
terrible diseise known as necrosis of
the jawbone, the vulgar name for
which was “phossy jaw.” With Im-
provements In manufacture this evil
has now been eliminated.—Chambers',

WALKING IN CIRCLES.

Why People Lost In Fog or Forest
Do Not Go Stralght On.

It Is & matter of common knowledge
that when a man I8 walking bllndfold-
ed or is lost In a fog or in some un-
known forest or desert Instead of
walking stralght he has nlways a
tendency to work round In a circle. The
most commonly accepted explanation
of this curlous fact Is the slight In-
equality of a man's legs. The result
of one limb being longer than the
other will naturally be that a per-
son will unconsclously take a longer
step with the longer limb, and con-
sequently will trend to the right or
to the left, according as the left or
right {s the longer, unless the tendency
to deviation ls corrected by the eye.

This explanation 8 supported by the
fact that in the enormous majority of
cases the human legs are proved to be
of ynequal length. The careful meas-
urements of a series of skeletons
showed that no less than 90 per cent
had the lower ltmbs unequal in length;
85 per cent had the right lmb longer
than the left, while in 60 per cent the
left leg was the longer. The left leg
belng, therefore, more often the longer,
it s to be expected that the inclina-
tion should take place more frequently
to the right than to the left, and this
conclusion s quite borne out by ob-
gervations made on a nmumber of per-
sons when walking blindfolded. |

THE BANANA,

That Ripens on the Plant Is
Not Saultable For Food.

There s a vast amount of ignorance
prevalling among intelligent people of
the north concerning the growth, pro-
duetion and marketing of bananas.
Many people imagine that the natives
in tropieal climes step out of thelr huts
in the early morning and pluck and
eat bananas from the plant, the same
as they would oranges and other fruits.
Bananas ripened on the plant are not
gultable for food and would be much
the snme a8 the pith which 18 found In
the northern corustalk or elder. Ba-
panas sold In the United States, even
after truveling 8,000 miles In n green
state, are every bit ns good ns bananas
ripened under a tropieal sun. This Is
probably true of no other export frult.

The plant of which bunanns is the
frult I8 not a tree, nor ls it a bush or
vine. It is slmply a gigantic plant,
growing to a helght of from fifteen to
twenty feet. About elghteen feet from
the ground the leaves, ofttimes elght
feet long, come out In a Rhort cluster,
from the center of which springs a
buneh of bananas. These do not grow

with tlie bananas pointing upwurd nat- | pec

urally, and If the stem grew stralght
they would hang esactly as seen in
the frult stores and grocers' windows.

stem bends under the weight of the
frult, and this brings It into directly
the opposite direction, with the large
end of the stalk up and the fringes
polnting toward the sun.

A word of explanation concerning
gome banana terms. Each banapa la
enlled 1 “finger,” and ench of these 1t-’
tle clusters of flugers surrounding a
stalk 1s called a “hand.” ‘The quality
and value of each bunch depend on the
number of hands It has, Bome may
wonder how the frult is cut from the
top of a plant fifteen feet from the
ground. The native laborers cut the
stalk part way up s helght. The
welght of the frult causes the stalk
to slowly bend over untl the bunech
of bananas first nleely reaches the
ground; then the bunch ls eut off with
the ever ready machete nnd enrried
to the river or ralirond for shipment.
The plant at the same thue 18 cut
close to the ground. The banana Is &
very prolific producer of Itself, and
at every cleaning of the land It is
necessary to cnt down many of the
young plants, or “suckers,” as they are
termed, In order that they may mnot
become overcrowded up to a certain
limit. The fewer suckers on 8 glven
aren the larger the fruit they wlll pro-
duce.—Chlengo Chroniela.
