not tu l>c found lu worldly success, WM
lu embracing the offer of salvation
through Christ. The text is Mark xii,
34, "Thou art not far from tin* kingdom
of Ood."
What ls to you tbe saddest word In

all the English language? Edgar Al-j
lan Toe, that brilliant genius of Amer

lean literature, whose dissipations eu-

dungeoned bim In a chamber of ber-'
rors as ghastly ns that In which Thom-1
aa De Quincey was compelled to live

and whose raven of delirium treinens
Bounded bis death knell when lie bad

just reached forty years of age, has

made the word '-nevermore" awful In
Its significance, in it we hear the
Mack bird of demoniacal despair croak¬
ing a dirge. In it are heard the sobs
ol breaking hearts and are seen the
ghostlike horrors of a living charttel
bouse. "Nevermore! Nevermore! Nev¬
ermore.'" To many that word will al¬
ways he tbe saddest of all words.
Thomas Carlyle, the great Kngllsh

essayist and philosopher, the master of
mighty sentences and prose master¬

pieces, dipped his pen In the reddest of
ult Inks when he wrote the word
"ought." The great author of tbe just¬
ly famous philosophical dissertation
upon "The French He volution" de¬
clared tbat the word "ought" ls the
saddest of all words. It has in lt all
the harsh and reverberating voices
which run the gamut of remorse. Car¬
lyle's conception of the Imperial force
of that word "ought" had in it the
thunder of Sinai, and to tlie offender
recreant to duty lt still Bounded, mitt-
gled with the taunts of the fiends of
the eternal inferno, deriding and mock¬
ing the miserable sufferer with the re¬

minders of the bliss he might have en¬

joyed if he had done as he ought.
Some have declared that the saddest,
of sJI words is "gone," others "death,"
others "despair." Hut today I want to
call your attention to another word
which I think is the saddest word ever

uttered by man. It was that which

King Agrippa spake to Haul when on

tbe Homan tribunal of Caesarea Phi¬
lippi he said: "Almost! Almost thou
persuadest nie to be a Christian." Ali,
yes, King Agrippa waa so near the
kingdom of God that Jutft one ster-
forw rd wculd havt placed tbe Hourn.,
ruler at tho feet of Christ. Just one

Step more would have changed him
fTom a pagan Into a humble and re¬

pentant follower of tbe Nazarene. But
that one step was never taken. King
¦Asrlppa was "almost" persuaded to be
a Christian, but his "almost" never

brought him into safety and eternal
life.
Today I am going to try to help some

of you to overcome that suddest of all
words, "almost." I am going to show
some of you that, like the scribe of my
text, who came to question Jesus, you
are "not far from the kingdom of God,"
but I am also going to show you tbat
to be "almost" .saved and yet not saved
ls to be lost completely and utterly lost,

who were Imprisoned a few years ago
In the Iron bulk of tbe steamers bum¬
ing at the wharfs of Hoboken, in New
York harbor. Frantically they stood at

the barred portholes. Frantically they
stretched forth their arms through tbe
iron gratings.

They could hear
the calls of the would be rescuers hard
at work. But they were lost, entirely
lost, though there was "only one step"
between them and perfect safety.

Almost saved! Yes, you are. How

do I kuow it? I learn bow near you
have come to salvation as I look ut the
entries on those white pages sewed be¬
tween the Old and the New Testaments
of ihe family Bible. By this record of

| the family births and deaths I lind
your father was a Christian. Your

motlier was a Christian. Your sisters
and brothers were all Christians. I
find also thut your parents reconsecrat-
ed their lives for Cod's service when

they held you before tbe sacred nltar
on the day you were baptized. It is a

very easy matter for you to become a

Christian, with such a family history.
" 'Tis true," says some young man to

me, "I was born in a Christian home.
I am not near, however, but very, very
far from the kingdom of Cod. Why,
after I left my Christian home I seem¬

ed to be possessed not with seven

devils, but seventy times seven devils.
No sooner did I leave home and go
away from mother and father than 1

plunged into a life of dissipation. I
drank, I gambled, I blasphemed. I did
everything I ought not to have done,
and I left undone everything I ought
to have done* It ls said that when

I.yslmachus was fighting against the
Oetae he was entrapped by his ene¬

mies in the desert sands. His thirst
became so great that he offered bia
whole kingdom for a drink of water, as

Esau sold his birthright for a mess of
pottage. But no sooner had Lysl*
ruachus slaked his thirst than he cried:
'Ah, wretched me, who for such a

mementary gratification should havi
lost feo great a kingdom.' Though 1
have been brought up In a Christian
home, for the momentary satisfying ol

my evil desires 1 have stifled all those

pure influences of the past. I am like
a man who, to quench bis thirst, has

Gone more than to barter away a king
dom. I have bartered away my life.
Not so fast, brother; not so fust. Yoi

have flung yourself into the quogmll*)
of sin, but by your very words of de

spuir I know you are near to the king
dom. I bave bad In my time much ex

perlence witb youug men, and I hav.
sometimes found that, like the prodl
gul who left his father's home for tin
far country, many young men ream

In the best of homes bave flung them
selves Into the seething whirlpool o

sin. But these young men were Ilk

the prodigal aiso In that they came

back to their father's home after they
bud spent their all. The golden cords
of parental prayer are now tugging at
your heart. Vilest of sinners you may
have been; most heartless of wayward
boys may have bega your history, but
today Cod ls calling; your dead moth
er, your redeemed mother, ls culling;
your broken hearted father ls calling:
"Coine, come, come home! Oh, sinner,
come home!" Will you hear the cryl
Way off lu that far country of sin
"thou art not far from the kingdom of
God." Thou art not far from Christ,
but near, ou account of your early
Christian home training.

Don't Live Fur Yourxelf Alonr.

Almost saved! Yes, you are. I know
lt by the unhappy looks that are chla
eled lu the wrinkles of your face.
When you started out in life you
thought the height of a man's happi¬
ness could be estimated by the length
of his bank account, "iou thought the
worldwide area of his Joy could be al¬

ways circumscribed only by the hem¬

ispheric spread of his fame. Hut now

by bitter experience you know tbat
wealth and fame omy bring added
cares. You know that if a niau lives
for himself alone, If he does not seek
the higher Joys of the soul, if he does
not live for Christ, seeking also the
welfare of bis brother man, he can lind
no happiness on earth at all.

I can imagine a scene in your life
which brought its emptiness vividly
before you. Such scenes, varying in
their details, come to many a man, bid¬
ding him pause and consider what is
the true purpose of life. Let me see!
Where did this scene happen'.' In Chi¬

cago. You are a wealthy merchant.
You have conn- out on a visit to Los

Angeles, lt was in Chicago, as near

os I can make out. on a Saturday night,
the second week of .iunuary. The tire
was burning brightly on your offlce
hearth. 'Ihe table by your side was

filled arith papen. The employees,
working ten hours u day, sometimes
think the employer entering his offlce
at 0 or lo o'clock in the morning has a

very easy time. But long after tbe
busy baoblve of the modern dry goods
emporium bus stopped its hum, uud
the tired little cash girls have crowded
tbe streets, laughing, shouting, perhaps
smiling at tbs passersby, in juvenile
delight at being set fret; from toil, and
the bookkeepers have balanced the ac¬

counts, and the iron shutters have beeu
pulled down, and the clerks have clos¬

ed their counters, and the cashiers have
locked their safes, and the delivery
wagons haVS ceased their rumbling,
and the wornout horses have been fed
and blanketed In their stalls, and the
Btreet lamps have become as multitudi¬
nous a« the visible stars of the heavens,
the tired merchant works on. The
Wood In the tire place crackled and
laughed.

palsy, "Son, thy sins be forgiven thee."
And he arose. The loose muscles stiff¬
ened. The eyes became alert. The
blood again coursed rapidly through
the clogged arteries. He walked; yea,
the sick mau walked. He was healed
by being placed, a hopeless, helpless
Invalid, at the feet of Jesus Christ.
