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The derision of the Administration,
to purchase supplies for tho Panama
canal anywhere they eau be obtained
to best advantage, as announced bj
Boorala***/ Taft a few days ugo, can

leave no one in doubt as to the ini¬

quities of high tariff and the burdens
it has imposed upon tlie people of the
country. The question presented to

Mr. Taft as an official of tlie Govern¬
ment was, whether he would permit
the Government to be robbed in the

interest of the few, and applying plain
business principles to a business trans¬

action he decided in the negative. If

it is not right, therefore, for the Gov¬
ernment to Iv swindled by the few

who profit by high tari(T,ought not the

people, who have been so long robbed
by the policy which compels the pay¬
ment of high priees to maintain"home
industries" be able to see the way in

which they been imposed upon in the

past, and will they not vote in the
future with the party that is pledged
to relieve thom of these burdens?
The blow which President Roost

velt and his Secretary have given to
"excessive protection" by their action
in this matter can be seen in the fol¬
lowing extract from an editorial in
the Washington Post:
"The policy of excessive protection

scceessfully withstood all the logic of
John G. Carlisle and all the eloquence
of William L. Wilson, but can it wi'li¬
st and the blow dealt it by the Republi¬
can administration in buying abroad
ships and material required for the
construction of the Panama canal.'
Could Grover Cleveland have dont
more to discredit the present exorbi¬
tant tariff duties than Mr. Roosevelt
has done in exempting the govern¬
ment from theirexactions? Certainly.
he did not do as much So that end
when he was President, either term-
by the Mills bill of 1SS8 or the Wilson
bill of 1894."

Col. Robert E. Lee, Jr., of Fairfax,
grandson of the famous leader of tht
Confederate armies and his namesake
born during the war while his father.
Gen. W. H. F. Lee, was at the front,
has announced his candidacy for

speaker of the next House of Dele¬
gates of Virginia. The announcement
will, doubtless, be received with favor

throughout the State because of the
name he bears, but he is entitled to

thehonor.as well for his ability and fit¬
ness forthe place, universally accorded
him by the Press of the State and the

people generally who have had au

opportunity to pass upon his merits.
All things considered he seems to be
the man for the place and certainly
there can be no question as to a choice
between him and the Hon. W. D. Card¬
well, his only opponent so far, by the

people of Tidewater who remember
the fight he made against them on the
oyster question.

Hon. J. R. Caton, of Alexandria,
has retired from the race for Lieuten¬
ant Governor and in withdrawing from
the contest says, he does so, because
convinced that it is the desire of
majority at least of the Democrats of

Virginia to honor Hon. J. Taylor Elly¬
son with the office to which he aspires,
as an expression of their appreciation
of his distinguished services to his

party and State. The only other
opponent of Mr. Ellyson, Mr. C abell,
of Richmond, may be able to see later
with Mr. Caton, if he cannot accept
defeat as gracefully as he does, that
"Mr. Ellyson is entitled to this recog¬
nition by the Democratic party."

Gen. Lunsford Lewis Lomax has
been appointed one of the members of
the Gettysburg Battlefield Commis¬
sion, upon the recommendation of
Senator Daniel, but it may appear
later that the credit for the appoint¬
ment is due not to him but the Junior
Senator of Virginia. It is a small
matter, perhaps, and too insignificant
to be mentioned, it may be, when so

many extravagant claims are being
made for Mr. Martin, but the people
ought to know that he is not the only
Senator they have and it is given for
what it is worth to our readers.

The State Democratic committee is
expected to meet in Richmond during
the first week in June to fix all the
details of the primary, to be held to
nominate candidates for U. S. Sena¬
tor, Governor, Attorney General, and
Superintendent of Public Instruction,
etc. It is thought that the primarv
will cost the candidates f,rom $500 to
$1,000 each, since the committee has
no appropriation for such purposes.

A splendid fleet of sailing yachts
swept across a starting line at Sandy
Hook lightship at 12:15 p. m. Wednes¬
day and, with the queenly American
schooner Atlantic leading the way,
headed out into the broad Atlantic
ocean on a race 3,000 miles to the En¬
glish coast for a §5,000 cup offered bv
Emperor William, of Germany.

Among the interesting relicsdonated
recently to Mount Vernon is the wed¬
ding dress of Nellie Custis, which was
given by Marie Wothington Conrad, of
Louisiana. The dress is of white silk
and lace. A number of books which
had belonged to Gen. Washington were
also presented.

On May 1st a new order of the In¬
ternal Revenue Department went in¬
to effect, which provides that in the
future every dealer or individual who
buys a box of cigars will bp required
to destroy the box as soon as it is
empty.

Gov. Montague lias returned to
Richmond from Chase City practical¬
ly restored to health and will resume

his campaign for the Senatorship in a

short time.

The School Census.

Thia is tho year fortaklng thc quin¬
quennial census of tho school popula¬
tion of Virginia. Under the existing
State Constitution and statutes the
school census will include all persons
between the ages of Heven and twenty
years. Under the old law the school
census included all between tho ages
of five and twenty-one. It will thus
be seen that three years have been
taken from the old period of school
ago, and it is natural to expect that
the new census of school population
will not show any increase over for¬
mer figures. In fact, it will probably
show fewer children of school age in
the State than ditl the census of 1900.
We give below the sections of the

present law regulating the taking of
the school census:

.See. UM. Clerks of district boards
ttMake census of school population;
their pay..The clerk of each district
school board, during tho month of
.lune or July, nineteen hundred and
five, and every five years thereafter,
shall, in proper person or by deputies
approved by the division superintend¬
ent of schools, take a census of all

persons between the ages of seven

and twenty years residing within the
sehool district, and gather statistics
relating to the interests of education
in said district, according to the
forms furnished hy the superintend¬
ent of public instruction. Thc lists thus
prepared shall be submitted for care¬

ful revision to the district school
hoard as soon as may be afbrr their
completion, and shall at all times be
open to the inspection of any citizen.
When so revised they shall be sub¬
mitted, along with the other papers
of the district, to the county board at

its annual meeting, and immediately
thereafter delivered to the division

superintendent. For said service the
clerk or his deputy shall receive com¬

pensation out of the district school
fund at the rate of three dollars per
hundred of the children listed by him,
subject to abatement, on the discov¬
ery, before or after the settlement of
thc account, or errors or omissions in
thc list, or to a fine, by thc district
board, as provided in section fourteen
hundred and seventy-four."
"Sec. 14b3. Clerk to take census of

the deaf and the blind; his pay; su¬

perintendents to transmit consolida¬
ted reports to the school for the deaf
and blind..He shall, at the same time,
also take a separate census of the
deaf and the blind persons between
said ages residing within the school
district, giving the sex, age, and resi¬
dence of each and return a copy there¬
of to the division superintendent. For
this service bc shall receive a compen¬
sation similar to that allowed for list¬

ing other children, and out of the
same fund. The superintendent shall
consolidate the reports of thc county
and transmit the same to the superin¬
tendent of the school for the deaf and
blind."
The clerks of the different school

districts will please note the above
school law and govern themselves
accordingly.
