free from bias that a lair count will
be assured, whether favorable to the
candidate of their choice or not. The
better way, perhaps, in order that

they may be above suspicion, is to

have each candidate, as far as possi¬
ble, represented by someone conduct¬
ing the election. Surely all of the of¬

ficers ought not to he partisans of any
candidate.

The editor of the News-Leaderwith
others have been indicted for thc vio¬
lation of the Barksdale pure election
law in the recent municipal and legis¬
lative primary held in the city of
Richmond. The charge against thc
editor is that he paid £26.00 to Mr.

Goldstein to usc ins influence for his

friend, Col. George Wayne Anderson
He thoughtlessly,in other words, vio¬

lated the law in his zeal to help a

friend,and if a man of his integrity
and ability could be led astray in this

way others may bc who do not under¬
stand the law. The section under
which he was indicted is given,there¬
fore,for the benefit of our readers who
maj be willing to put up some cash
for the candidate of their choice in

the primary to be held August 2Sd.
lt is as follows:
"No person shall expend,pay.prom¬

ise, loan or become pecuniarly liable
in any way for any money or other
valuable thing (in behalf of any can¬

didate for office at any election), pri¬
mary or nominating convention held
in this Commonwealth. Any person
or candidate violating any of the pro¬
visions of this or the preceding section
of this act shall be subject to a fine ot

not less than $100 or more than fl,000
or be confined in jail not less than one

ormore than twelve months.''

About forty thousand voters peti-

urned the legislature to enact the
aw. The Methodist, Baptist and
L'hristian Churches by their ollicial
state bodies endorsed the law, and all
thc other churches favor it. It was

passed by a Democratic Legislature,
and signed by a Democratic Governor,
and will be found In the Acts of As¬
sembly 1902-3-4, page 220, lines 13-19.
It became effective April 15th, 1903.
The law is not a prohibitive measure

It merely provides thal before a license
to sell liquor in the country can be

granted, thc Court must be satisfied.
1. That the applicant will superin¬

tend the business and conduct an

orderly house.
2. That the place is one at which

police protection is afforded.
3. That a majority of the qualified

voters in the magisterial district favor
the sale of liquor at the place applied
for.

4. That the sale of ardent spirits at
that particular place will not be con¬

trary toa sound public policy or. in¬

jurious to the moral or the material
interests ot the community.

lt does not do away willi the local
option law, l>ut supplements that law.
The social club law is not a part of

the "Mann Law," and I am in no way
responsible tor it.
Along with the "Mann Law," there

was an amendment to the revenue

law doubling the tax on barrooms.
Thc following are some of the bene¬

fits which have been derived from the
law:
There are 767 fewer barrooms in

Virginia than before the law was

passed.
In consequence of the increased tax

on the saloons which remain, there
has been an annual increase in the
revenue derived from liquor licenses
of a little over 1107,500.
There has been a material decrease

in the criminal expenses in the district
affected by the law.
There has been a marked increase

in the security and prosperity of the
country districts.
But perhaps the most significant

evidence of the good accomplished by
the law, is the fact that not a singh'
case of a criminal assault upon a

white woman has been reported from
the district covered by the "'Mann
Law" since it became effective; nor

has there been a single lynching in
the country districts.

1 have not attempted to discuss the
merits of the law, but have merely
stated a few facts, which I believe
the people should know.
