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The anniversary of the birth of
General Robert E, Lee was generally
observed throughout the State on
Monday in varions Ways but in no
way better than it was in many of
the public schools of the State. Itis
right to honor his name and memory
by the suspension of business, at the
banquet table, in addresses extolling
his superb character and spotless life,
in parades by Confederate Veterans
and otherwise, as was done in many
places in the State on Monday, but it
is more important that the children
be taught early in life to revere his
memory, by learning more of the
cause for which he fought and in de-
fense of which he won his great name.
We know it is our duty to properly
observe the anniversary of his birth,
but the children need to be taught
the truth of history, and time will
pever dim the lustre of his great name
or obscure the justice of the Losi
(Qause, so long as appropriate exerci-
ses are held in our public schools iu
his honor on the day.

The intention of the Democratic
party to nominate Willlam J. Bryan
for president at the convention to be
held in Denver in July next was de-
clared on the floor of the U. 5. House
of Representatives Tuesday by Rep-
resentative Champ Clark,of Missouri,
and evoked continued applause,
mingled with cheers. His nomina-
tion, in fact, is now conceded by
most of the prominent democratls
throughout {he country, and the only
question now to be considered by
them seem to be, whether they shall
tall into line and give him their sup-
port or while claiming to be, *‘beuier
democrats than Ben Hill,”" try to
defeat him by giving aid and comfort
to the enemy.

The popular demand throughout
the State, for the election of com-
missioners of the revenue by the peo-
ple instead of having them appoint-
ed by circnit judges, seems to have
left no choiee to our legistators in the
matter. The most of them either
favor an amendment to the law to
that effect or have arrived at the
conclusion that they have received
instructions from the people iu this
respect, which they cannot afford to
ignore. If not pnanimous, at least,
in their views on this question, they
are discreet enough like brer rabbit
“ito lay low and say nothing.” It
will doubtless be passed upon favor-
ably before the Legislature adjourns

A bill reported favorably by the
Legislative committee, providing for
the execution of all State criminals
within the walls of the State peniten-
tiary, is certainly a step in the right
direction. The bill further com mends
itself to all sensible people, in enjoin-
ing newspapers, OF ANy person, from
publishing details of an execution and
in requiring them lo con fine them-
selues to mere statements of facts.
The prospect of being remote from
the scene of so gruesome a business
ought to be gratifying to anyone. A
newspaper that publishes the details
of hanging ought not to have a place
in any respectable home

The most sensational incident of
the present Legislature occurred on
Tuesday 8s to the appointment of
Judge William F. Rhea, to be a mem-
ber of the State Corporation Uom-
mission. The fight was opened on
him by Senator Noel, & republican,
and the charges made by him are
sweeping and include nearly every
crime in the political calendar. It is
believed that they are and can be
proven to be false, and the ultimate
confirmation of Judge Rhea's ap-
pointment is expected. The matter
is in the hands of a committee and a
thorough investigation is to be made.
