DEED UNDEYealth and decency,
and in these days of modern progress
the city of any importance without a
convenience of this kind is bebhind the
times. DeLand has a peculiar method
of disposing of its sewage, which is en-
forced by municipal law, Tanks are
furnished each closet by the city gov-
ernment, together with a box of muck
which is placed inside. The city
wagon goes around once a week and
gathers up the tanks, substituting
empty ones, and bringing a fresh sup
ply of muck to be used on the sewage
as: needed. A tax of 25 cents per
month is imposed for each tank ana
the removal of the sewage. The city
sells the sewage for fertilizing pur-
poses. While this system no doubt
cumpels some people to be more de-
cent about their premises than they
otherwise would be, it is rather un:
satiefactory, and probably more ex-
pensive in the long run than a sewer-
age system would be. Refined people
can have their back yards attended
to in @ more satisfactory manner than
a city hireling can, who is required to
eyade @ man'e premises whether he
likes it or not. A sewerage system
would be far more valuable to DeLand,
and perhaps a suitable one could be
devised, although DeLand is an inte-
