The astonighed diners beheld a scene
of rural beauty. The room had been
transformed by the use of scenery,
fountains, growing tield tHowers and
real grass into a bit of open country,

Beside each Lorse was o satin up-

the diner in the saddle was served. A
board fastened athwart the pomwel of
the saddle served ax a table,
