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' The seed cleaner described herewith
is adapted to be used in connection
with a thrashing machine to save the
expense and labor of transportiug with

permit its being swung to any desired
position. Within the spout is a series
of screens which have meshes of differ-
ent sizes. These screeus are united to-
gether in a manner to produce a shoot
of square cross section. This shoot is
of such size as to tit snugly into the
spout., A hopper is provided at the up-
per end of the spout and serves to di-
rect the grain through a feed tube into
ithe screen shoot, A regulating gate is
thung pivotally in the feed tube. This
gate may be operated Ly the sliding rod
on the spout to limit or cut off the How
of grain into the screen, The rod may
be secured at any desired position,

The grain is cleancd by towing down
over the lowermost screen. The refuse
passes through the meshes of the screen
and is collected in a bag bung beneath
the lower end of the spout, wlile the
graln flows on through the shoot into
any suitable receptable. By rotating
the screen shoot, screens of different
sizes may be brought into position as
desired. For instance, one screcn way
