The Banana Ix Seedless, Though No-
body Knows Why,

The banana- is seedless, or nearly so,
and has been for centuries, though
nobody knows why. I I8 propagated
by suckers and possibly had no seeds
when it was first found in its wild
state. The banana is a modified berry,
Cutting the fruit through the middle
you will sometimes see a few littie
brown spots, which are the rudimen-
tary segds,  Qccasionally the banana
does actually produce a few geeds,

slips,  The egeplant, which I8 a fruit,
botanleally speaking, Is oceasionally
seediess,  Thiz plant is able to pro-
duce developed fruit whether the blos-
soin 13 fertilized or not. . Horticultur.
Ists are endeavoring at t?m same time
to rid f29t plants of thorns, Somel
Goadizes daa Iemons are very thorny—
for, example, the high priced King
orange, which is the best of the man-
davins.  The first trees were brought
to the United States from Cochin Chi-
na. In Florida its thorniness has been
reduced by selecting buds from the
branches  with the fewest thorns.
Thorns are objectionable beeause they
puncture the oranges and lemons
when the branches are blown about
by the wiml, Efforts are being made
to get rid of the thorns on raspberry
and blackberry plants simply for con-
venlence in picking the fruit, The
thorns are meant by aature to protect
the plant from animals, Cultivators
select those plants which happen to
be thornless or nearly so,
