Ourifous Sights In Peking<Dispostug
of Perishable Wares,

Among the many curious sights o
' China none presouts o stranger aspect
| to our Awmerican eves than the bread
peddlers aud thelr methods of disposs
| ing of their wares. They carvy thelre
stock in trade about w xth them, elther
in oval boxes strapped 1o thelr backs or

| In two boxes depending from a yvoke

across the shoulders ov on trays held

] by a strap hung from the neck and car

rled in front of them, after the manner
in which the pleman of Simple Simon
fame is invariably pletured by all ortho-
dox illustraters of Mother Goose, In
the city of Tientsin these streot venders
offer three different Kinds of bread for
sale,. Two of these ave twisted in oval
ghape; the third is a thin, crisp cake
gprinkled with sceds of sesame, that
magie word which at once recalls to
our minds the wonderful tale of All
Baba and thd Forty Thieves, How
littie we ever dreamed when we lis.
tened speilbound Iun our childhood days
to the thrilling account of Ali Baba's
adventnres that we should ever hehold,
far less taste, the fatoful sesame, the
ngme of which proved so illusive to
our hero at the crucial moment when
bhe was confronted by the rock of diffi-
culty! But the peddler's hread is not
more curions than his method of sell-
fng it, for it is frequently disposed of
by raflle, for which purpose he carries
three dice, held in a dittle dish,

In Peking, the capltal of the Celestial
empire, the bread peddlers generally
come from the provinces, mostly from
Shangtung, They are called popo sell-
era, Their street ery, “Yao-chin-man-
ton? (“Can 1 sell you a pound of
bread?’y s often heard until late In
the evening, Thelr bread Is made of
wheat flonr and baked In hot wvg-
pors, distinguished from another kind
which is baked In hot pans. They also
sell several varleties of popo, or baked
goods, a special favorite with the Chi-

nese heing an oval oll eake made of the 1

very best four, usually eaten  with
pork, sausage or liver,

The Molhammedaons in Clhina have a
reputation for good bread and evident.
Iy wich to be known as pure food ad-
vocates, for in order to enable cus.
tomers to distingnish theie wares from
those of other venders they ornnment
their carts or hoxes with the Moslem
emblem, This consists of a vase con-
talning n hiranch of the olive tree, on

the top of which s perched the Mo
hommedan cap.  On each side of this
design 18 Insceribed the motto, “Pure
and True Islam.”
