PEANUTS AB FORAGE.

The general and popular eonception
of the valoe of the peanut ia more in
keeping with its sssociation as a side
light to the gireus than as & valuable
farm prod uet and farage orop, says The
Jonraal of Agricultare, However, the
peanut is & valaable leguminous plant
for the Bouth, where it has long been
Rrown in certain sections as a staple
market crop and where its valae as a
forage crop for farm etook is being
more apd more appreciated apd its
eulture for this purpose is be¢oming
more general,

The area devoted (0 peanut cultare,
according to the 19th census, increased
from 208.046 acres in 1880 1o 510,888
acres in 1889, or an inerease of over 168
per cent while the total produetion in-
oreased over 233 per cent during the
same period. The Arkposas Experi.
iment Station has grown peanots for a
serios of years and in a recent bolletin
has given asummary of iw ohserva-
tions on the culture and uses of she
plant for stk food togeiher with re-
commendations for growing the erop.
Partioular attention was given to the
Spanish peanut, & small but prolific
variety, which has been observed 1o
make a good growsh and given profita.
ble returns wherever the cowpea can
be grown with saceess. The numerous
estinates made by the Arkansas sta-
tion as regards the yield of hay from &
orop of peanats varies from one to
nearly three tons per aore. This hay is
usually worth at least $10 a ton =
may be considered a by-produet when
the nots are harvested for market.

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. THE POSTAL TELEGRAPH.

_ For some months the Postal Tele-
graph Cable Company’ bhas been
trying tovon 8 line of wires through
Florida. The Western Union has had
practieally & monopoly of the business
for many years. It has contracts with
the railroads over whose lines it runs
its wires and in retorn for telegraphic
service the railroads distribute materi-
al for the keeping up of the wires of
the company. :

When the Postal sttempted to enter
the Florid® fleld, says a dispateh from
Tallahaseee, the railroads, in secord-
ance with their contrastsa with the

estern Union, refused to give it the

me sdvantages in service that they
gave the Western Union. The firet dif-
fleulty that"she Postal met was in get-
tiog & right-of-way along the tracks
of the railroads for the placing of poles.
This difflealty was overcome by an act
of the last Legislature, which gives the
right to eondemn rights-of-way and
this was done. As soon as the company
was to begin wiring ite lines, ship-
ments of poles and wires were offered
for transportation to the Atlantio
Qoast Line. The railroad company re-
plied that while it would haal the

one station to another when they were
offered for transporiation, it declined
to furnish a train to distribote sthem
sloog the tracks as it had done for the
Western Union,

Ou somplaint of the Postal Company
agsionst the Coast Line the matter eame
up recently for a hearing before the
Railroad Commissioners of Florids.
The Postal charged the railroad with
diserimination in performing a service
for the Western Union that it would
net perform for the Postal and peti.
tioned the commiseioners to order the
diserimination of miterial to be stop-
ped and to preseribe a reasonable rate
for the performance of the service by
the railrosd company.

The commissioners have rendered a
decielon ip necordance with the request

of the Postal Company.

BERMUDA ONION SETS,

A Tampa newa item in The New
York Fruit and Produce sags: As the
| time for planting Bermuda onions is
|approaching the question of whieh is
| preferable, sets or seed, is being dis-
lcussed The acreage of onions will un-
doabtedly ve increased as those who
experimented last year are pleased
with results concerning Bermada sets,
Crenshaw Brosa, say:

“We handled through our seed de-
partment last eeason 2,000 bushels of
Bermuda onion sets, planting on our
own account for the market in the
neighborhood of 400 bushels, These
were scattered in different sections of
this State, an1 while we know from ex-
perience that Bermuda onions will ma-
ture quicker from #ets than from seed,
we do not advise that the crop will be
«wuperior. We found that the seed,
while maturing later, matared a much
more uniform crop. It is possible that
the sets being grown in the northern
sections of this country, then planted
in this State, causes the difference in
maturity. We expect as usoal to han-
dle a considerable quantity of Bermu-
da sets and we are also among the
largest importers of Bermuda,”
