The slogan s “11
cents or no eotton.”

At a meeting of the Farmers' union
men, he!d at Beottdale, about 136
bales of colton, which had been
brought fn for sale, was in evidence.
The minimim price fixed by the as-
sociation was not offered, and the
cotton was hauled back home.

A. G, Flake, a cotton buyer, made
a bid of 10.77, but it was refused.
The farmers were firm in thelr faith
that. to take less than the 1l-cent
minimum price would be disloyal to
thelr unlon and result in a dlrect loss
to each one of them,

and that with increased consumption,
cotton must go higher., Bince the
manufacturer fixes the price of his
goods, they are determined to stand
together to fix & rensonalle price for
the product of thel® lamr and ex-
penditures in making & crop.

Governor Terrell Approved the
Recommendation

OF THE PRISON COMMISSION

Cemmission Persuaded to Recdmmend
‘Another Respite Because of the
Fact That Appeal of,J. G. Rawlins
Is Pending Before Supreme Court.

Atlanta, Oct. 29.—Mililton and Jes-
s¢ Rawling, and the negro, Alf Moore,
Lowndes county murderers, have
again been respited by Governor Ter-
rell, the prison commission recom-
mended a further respite, and the
governor approved the recommenda~-
tion.

The respite gives the trio a lease
on life for 30 days from Nov. 2,

The prison commission was per-
suaded to recommend an additional
respite because of the faet that the
appeal of old man J. G. Rawlins,
who planned the murder of the Car-
ter children, is still pending in the
United States supreme court, and
uniil it has finally been disposed of
the commission does not wish to pass
upon the applications of Jesse and
Milton Rawling for a commutation of
thelr death sentence to life Imprison-
ment.

Dogs from the comvict eamp that
were put upon his track had the ne-
gro up a tree during the night, In
‘Turkey creek swamp, near Blue Wa-
ter, but Osecar Skelton, the man in
charge of the dogs, had no horse to
go into the swamps with, and no one
% ith him, and so the negro got away,
S¥eiton returned to the camp, leavs
ing the dogs on guard, .intending to
return to them .the next day with
more help.

When the party reached the swamp
the next morning they found where
the dogs had had BEdmunds treed,
and found several places where he
fought with the dogs, pleces of bro-
ken Mmbs of trees having blood and
hair upon them being found.

The negro outwitted the dogs in
some way, however, and by getting
into the run of the creek got away.

One of the dogs returned to the
camp thoroughly exhausted, but the
other “one has never shown up, and
it is belleved that in a fight Edmunds
had with the dog, afier leaving the
tree, the dog was killed,

New York, Oct. 20.—After Feb, 1
next the American Bank Note com-
pany will manufacture all Unlted
States postage stamps.
