How diffioulr It is to account for such dellcate sireamers ns the “prom-
inences” on the sun is better comprebended when we fully understand how
relentlesaly powerful ls the grip of solar gravitaiion. 1If the sun were A hab-

yoursel piilled down so forcibly Ly gravitation that you would welgh two tons,
assuming that you are an ordipary human being Yoir clothing alone
would welgh more than one lundred pounds.
