Wondera of Baalboae,
Baalbee, or Baulbek, ls the name
given a ruined eity iylog In anclent
Coole-8yria, forty-five miles northwest
of Damascus. There 18 nothlkg partic-
ularly remarkable nbout & rulned city
belng found in the Jocality mentioned,
but the size of the blocks of stone used
by the anclent buliders of this partic-
ular city Is something that has puzsled
the modern engineers since the day
when Baalbec wae flvst made the Mec-
ea of the orlental traveler. There are
immense stones on every wide of the
visitor to this ancient plle of ruins, but
the three most remarkable blocks—sald
to be the largest ever used in the econ-
struction of a ballding—are fu a wall
back of the temple of Baal. These lm-
menge stones ‘Are respectively sixty-
four, sixty-three and sixty-two feet in
length and each fs thirteen feet In
thickness, but the most wonderful
thing in conpection with them Is the
fact that they are at a place in the
wall twenty-five feet from the ground.
How these lmmense blocks of granite
were ever rafsed to such a helght is a
question that has never yet been an-
swered.
