Drainage Tax Deferred.

At a meeting of the Board of
Drainage Commissioners held on
this 4th day of April, 1906, the
question of directing the tax col-
lectors of the counties lying wholly
or in part in the Drainage District
to suspend the collection of the
Drainage Assessment was consid-
ered, and the following resolution
was adopted :

Whereas, The Tax Collectors of
those counties lying wholly or in
part within the Drainage District
have been restrained from collect-
ing a large part of the Drainage
Assessments upon the suits of sev-
eral corporations owning large
quantities of land in the Drainage
District, and

Whereas, Such restraining orders
materially affect the, collection of
the State and county taxes proper,
and

Whereas, the amounts collected
by the tax collectors under Chapter
§377. laws of 1905, known as the
Drainage act, will not be used by
the Board of Drainage Commission-
ers until the final disposition of
said suits in the court, and
Whereas, The Board of Drainage
Commissioners have no power un-
der said Act to suspend the collec-
tion of said drainage assessment
and will not undertake to instruct
the “tax collectors to suspend the
collection of the same to await the
determination of said suits, and
Whereas, The enforcement of the
collection of the Drainage Assess-
ments will be a hardship upon those
who are unable to institute suit to
restrain the collection of same and
also ooerates to retard the collec-
tion of the State and county taxes,
thereby depriving the counties of
funds for the administration of
their affairs ; therefore be it’

Resolved, That the Board of
Drainage Commissioners deem it
proper to advise the tax collectors
that the Board will consent to the
severance of the Drainage Assess-
ments from the State and county
taxes and that the collection of the
Drainage Assessments be deferred
until the final determination of the
suits aforesaid.
