g, to visit, iuspect and report their find-

‘ iug on the Hast Florida Seminary, situ-

‘ated at Gainesville, Fla,, beg to submit
the following report, to wit:  T[hat on
Friday, the 24th day of April, your com-
miftee visited the East Florida Seminary
at Gainesville, Fla,, and found that the
total number of studenls enrolled were
248; total number of miales, 1314 total
niumber of females, 117; total number in
attendance, 210; number of male students
111; number of femnale students, 99

Number of counties represented are 23,
which are as follows, towit, with number
of students frcm each county:

Alachua, 122; Marion‘ 17; Bradford, o;
Sumter, 10; Putnam, 8; Duval, 6; Levy,
5; Hillsboro, 5; Hamilton, 5; Orange, 5;
Nassau, 4; Columbia, 3; Suwaianee, 3;
Lake, 8; Citrus, 5; St. Johns, 2; Monroe,
2; Leon, 1; Volusia, 1; Madison, 1; Polk,
1; Dade, 1; Gadsden, 1; other States, 20;
Cuba, 4; Porto Rico, 1.

We further report, that we remained
all day with the scliool, heard the gen-
eral exercises, the students recite their
recitations, saw them in the drilling ex-
ercises, dinted with the faculty and the
students, and that we found the disci-
pline strict, and everything donnected
with the Beminary in excellent coudition
and order. The students were studious,
orderly, and acted in a gentlennuly and
lady like manner during our stay among
them. We are sure froon what we saw
that the Seminary has an able president
and an efficient and competent faculty,

- and desire to speak in the highest terms

of their ability,

We find, howevyer, that the buildings
are in a very poor condition;’ that they
are old, worn out and rotten from top to
floor, that the sewerage system is inade-
quate and in a very poor condition, and
for this reason the sanitary condition of
the Seminary is not what it would be if
the sewerage system were perfected We
also find that the drill and parade grounds
are entirely too small to meet the de-
mands of this school. In short, we find
fliat we have an excellent institution of
learning, ably managed, but pra tically
withiout the necessary buildings and
equipments to meet the demands of this
iustitution.

We further find that the citizens of
the city of Gainesville take a great pride
in this institution, that they are proud of
it, and that they stand ready and willing
to co-operate in the furtherance of its|a
needs, They have offered to purchase
and deed to the State a new site for this
institution consisting of ome hundred
(100) acres of land, situated three-quar
ters of a milé from thie county court
house. Your committee visited and in-
spected the proposed site, and find it
high, dry, level and in every respect suit-
able for the institution, and we would re-
spectfully recommend that the proper au-
thority accept the domation of this site,
and that the Legislature make a suf-
ficlently large appropriation for the erfec-

City Council Opposed 10 Disfran-|
chising Good Citizels.

UNFAIR—UNJUST —UNEQUAL. |

And Wants No Police Judge to
Add Additional and Un-
necessary Expense.

The city council convened in called
sesston yestenday at 11 a, m., to consider
some amendments which had been sug-
gested to our Senator and Representatives
at Tallahassee,

The council did not approve of the
the amendments, as is shown by the fol-
lowing resolution which was passed:

Whereas, It has begp suggested to the
city, council of the city of Gainesville,
that efforts will be made at the present
session of the Legislature to change the
charter of the city of Gainesville, so as to
provide for the issue of bonds for public
putposes to thé extent of only 15 per
cent instead of 20 per cent of the assessed
valuation of all propert) assessed for tax-
ation, which change in our opinion will
not be sufficient to carry on the improve
ments of the city as it should be done in
the future, and
Whereas, It is sought to prescribe
in said charter that ouly those owning
real estate, or the heads of fawilies,
whose wives own real estate, shall be al-
lowed to vote upon the question of the
issue of bonds, which provision in our
judgment is anfair, unequal and unjust
to wany of our best citizens who have
thousands of dollars of personal property
upon which they pay as much tax as
those who own real estate, and who are
just as much entitled to a vote in the
matter of the issuance of said bonds, and

Whereas, It is further desired to amend
said charter, 8o as to create a municipal

office to be known as Municipal Judge,

whose duties it shall be to try and de
termine all offenses against the ordinan-
ces of the said city, which provision in
our jndgment is unnecessary and a use-
less expenditure of the money of said
city, ns the duties which would be im-
posed upon the Police Judge are now dis-
charged by the Mayor of the city, with-
out additional cost or expense, therefore,

Be it resolved by the city council of the
city of Gainesville in body assembled,
that we disapprove of these amendments
which are sough! to be made in the
charter of the city, and we do hereby re
quédst our Senator and Representatives in
the Legislature not to embody such pro-
visions in the said charter, and that they
pass the bill amending the chapter 5104
of the Acts of the Iegislature of 1901, in
conformity with the request heretofore
made by this council,

Be it further resolved that the clerk of
the council be directed to immediately
forward a certified copy of this resolution
to the Senator fron: this district and to
each of our Representatives from
Alachua county,
