TO TAX PAYERS.,

Does the Saloon Help Business or
Does it Injure Business?

Editor STAR: The argument is some-
times heard that the abolishment of the
saloon will ruin the business interests of
the county, Of course there is really
nothing in it, but it is being used to a
fair advantage with some people, Let
us look st the matter as honest and fair.
minded men, There are ten saloons in the
county, each paying $1,000 license, mak-
ing a total of $ro,000. But, remember
that one-half of this money is sent out of
the county into the State treasury, One-
half of the remainder, or $250 of each
$1,000 is paid into the county treasury,
leaving $250 of each license to resuain in
the city or town where the saloon is lo.
cated. So that for each saloon, the city
or town pays out $750 in order to get
the sum of $a50 back, Is that good
business practice?

look at the question from another
standpoint, There are four saloons in
Gainesville, They make a clear profit of
about $10,000 each, or 40,000 for all four
of them, each year, The records show
that their barroom property amounts to
$5,200, Do you know of any other husl-
ness which upon an investment of §s,200
you can make a net profit of $40,000 per
year? Just think of such and abnormal
result, Who pays this $40,0000 The
average man helps some, the rich a very
little, but the poor man pays the greater
bulk of it. Now, let me ask a sensible
question: If this enormous amount of
money did not go into the saloons would
not it go into the hands of other mer-
chants? FKvery merchant or business
man who votes wet, votes against his
own business, Of course those who pay
this large amount of money for drink,
would, if the saloons were cloosed, pay
it for clothes, groceries, hardware, buoks,
dress goods, and all the needful and use-
