Just as the mob was preparing to
storm the jall some one suggested
that they go back and cut down the
dead negro. The suggestion was im-«
mediately acted upon, Rushing back
to the scene of the lynching, the mob
cut down the victim and carried the
body on a run back to the pubtic
square In front of the jall. Hay, store
boxes and barrels were collected. and
the corpse was thrown upon the pile.
A torch was applled and the flames
shot up.

When the mob had done everythiag
Its fury could suggest, it turned again
to the jall, In front of which was still
emouldering the human bonfire. A
fence rall was procured as a batterlag
ram and the mob charged the jall
door, Inside, guarding the prisoners,
were Sheriff R, D. Whitlock, several
deputies and a negro turnkey. The
sherift shouted to the mob to stand
back, or he and his men would fire.
The warning was unheeded, and as
the mob was almost upon the jalil
door a volley rang out from Insalde,
Several of the mob fell wounded and
dying.

This had the effect of dispersing
the mob, which was sullen and deter:
mined to resume the attack later on,
In the moantime troops arrived upon
the scene and restored order,

In the mob were many women, Near+
ly 200 men and women from Alv)n,
where the assault on the farmer's
wife was committed, were active
leaders of the mdb,

Danville is a clty of 26,000 and has
A negro population of between 8,000
and 4,000, The delegation from Alvin,
Ils, did not arrive until after May-
fleld had been lynched. He was
strung up by a mob composed almost
entirely of Danville people.

of Leo XIII lying in state in the basil-
fca of 8t.

The impressive ceremonies of Wed-
nesday were viewed by only a favored
few of the mobility, aristocrats and
the highest clergy, but Thursday the
doors were opened to the entire pub-
lle.

An or
dinary ekull in a frame of gold, 1ying
in & mass of red roses, could scarcely
have been more typical of death.

Except at sunrise, when the crush
threatened a panic, all those who
wished It had an- opportunity of enter
ing 8t. Peters. During the day many
of those who passed in stopped be-
fore the catafalque to say a hurrled
prayer. Hundreds of the women and
even some of the men carried chil
dren in thelr srms.

An Important political factor was
introduced into the ceremony by the
entrance into St. Peters of Itallan sol-
diers, who remalned there throughout
the day to preserve order,

The will of the dead pope was open-
at Thursday's meeting of the congre-
gation of cardinals. It consists of
thirty-six pages, in the handwriting of
leo XIII, and leaves all the property
of which he died possessed to his
guccessor for the use of the church.
To each member of his fawlly he¢
leaves a present to be chosen from
the valnable objects In his apartment.
Sigllar presents are bequeathed to his

physiclans, The total amount of the
property which he left is not yeot
known.

WASHING FOR OCEAN LINERS,
Work Which Calls for High Power
Laundry Machinery That
Saves Time.

Handling the “wash” or ocean lin.

sranch of modern laundry work, and

long step, and though the former are
still in use, they are really the weap-
ong of a civilization that existed when
the world moved slower than we of
the present day are wont to travel,
In this connection one may point to
the Chinaman who, becauss he has not
kept pace with modern ideas and im-
provements, is gradually losing h a
{dentity as the laundryman of the peo-
ple, and must ultimately be driven
from the washtub to other flelds of

activity.

The modern laundry has reduced the
| washing of clothes and household linen
to an exact sclence, and while one
may question Its reliabllity as
regards the handling of delicate
fabrics, It Is a marvelous time-saver,
and this very feature is the one which
appeals to the average American. It 18
not difficult to imagine how the “wash"
of the household can be “done-up"
quickly, but.when. it comes to hand-
ling the numerous pieces used by the
2000 people who compose the crew and
passengers of an occan greyhound, the
gubject gains Interest. The process,
though simple, is the result of much
study,

When a transatlantic liner, with,
gay, 2000 people on board, reaches port,
the “wash" quickly follows the passen-
gers ashore, Its size depends upon the
number of passengers carried and the
length of the voyage. It may range
from 8000 to 25,000 pleces, consisting

towels, ete, This, to use a laundry
term, is “plain work.” The quantity
matters little to the laundryman. His
first move is to sort the picces, then
sounting is done when they are tied
into bundles to be returned.

The geparate lots are put into wash-
ers holding a solution of soap and wat-
ar and bluing, heated by live steam.
T'he washer {8 a large stationary eylin-
der, containing a smaller perforated
'ylinder, which revolves first to the
right gnd then to the left a stated
aumber of times, so that the linen is
logsed from slde to side and recelves
the benefit of all of the water that is
forced through the perforations, After
the washing is completed the pleces
are placed in the extractor, and then
by centrifugal force nearly every drop
of molsture is whirled out of them,
The operation consumes about fifteen
minutes, and then they aro ready for
the mangle, or, in other words, ready
lo be ironed-—the final process.

The bed of the mangle is a  steel
steam-heated chamber, over which re
volve several rollers, covered with
wool and an outside jacket of canvas,
which Is waxed to prevent the fabrice
from sticking to the machine and be:
coming wrinkled or torn., The table
‘loths, or towels, as the case may be,
are fed into one side of the machine,
travel under the rollers, and then are
carried to the under side of the bed on
a sheet, which, when the edge of the
bed is reached drops them into another
sheet for conveyance to the women fol-
lers on the opposite side to which they
originally started. In cases where
starch much be uvsed, the fabries are
placed in a dry air chamber, and af-
terward dampened before they are fed
lo the mangles,

Some pieces can be washed, wrung,
and ironed in thirty minutes, while
others take one and a half hours, The
“wash’ from an ocean liner is usual-
ly returnel within twenty-four hours,
but when necessity arises the work
can be finished in less than a third of
that time. Some of the laundries han-
dling steamship and railroad work
have a weekly capacity of 700,000
pieces, and the business has become 80
well systematized that hardly one
piece is lost or misplaced, and few re-
quire a second cleanging.—New York
Times, '

Dust from Souffriere.

Although the surface wind was from
the east, the dust cloud from the erup-
tion of the Souffriere ¢f St. Vincent,
at 6.30 a. m. on March 22, reached
Bridgetown, Barbados, one hundred
miles to the eastward, by 9 a. m., 80
that its rate of motion was not less
than forty miles an hour, after having

¢

attained an elevation c¢f probably
three miles at least above the Souf-
friere, Its altitude above Barbados
was estimated at about eight thousand
feet, cr double the helght of the Souf-
friere, At several points the first fall
of dust was observed at 11.15 a. m,; it
increased until 1.30 p. m., then dimin-
Ished, and by § p. m. it had ceased. In
the neighborhood of Bridgetown the
fall was at the rate of about two and
one-half tons an acre; considerably
less at Bathsheba, fourteen miles to
the ncrtheast, while at Codrington
house, two miles north of the town, it
amounted to 6,52 tons an acre. Tak-
ing three tons an acre as the average
would give 300,000 tons for the whole
island. The May dust was a very
light gray, that of March very Jdark—
almost black, Dr, Spencer describing
the March dust cloud as of a deep
Prussian blue color.—Nature.
