MILLS HAVE CUT WAGES.

Cotton Factorles In New England
Announce 10 Per Cent Reduction.
80,000 Workers Affected.

About thirty-two thousand opera-
tives in cotton mills in Massachuselts
were notlified Wednesday of a ten por
cent reduction In wages. If It is fol
lowed by the step which |s usually
taken when the mill owners of Rhode
Island and Connecticut take similar
action, §0,000 men will be out of em-
ployment,

The notice of the reductlon was
posted In all the cotton mills of Wall
River, where 80,000 operatives are
employed, and also at Taunton, where
2,000 mill workerg are affected, The
roduction In Fall River goes Into el-

fect November 28 and that at Taun-
ton five days earlier,

The cutdown is attributed to the
unsettied state of trade, resulting
frone the high price of raw material,
and to a pronounced hesitation to buy
on the part of the usual purchasers,

Tho actlofi taken th Fall River is of
widespread importance, since a step
of thig nature In that city usually Is
followed by mill owners in sgouthern
and central Massachusetts, Rhode [s-
land and eastern Connegticut, where
a total of about 60,000 men are em-
ployed. It is thonght that no general
siriko will be ordered at this time oy
the Textlle Workers' Union, which Is
arranging to consider the situation.

It was learned that the reductlon
wag declded upon at a conference ot
Fall River men In Boston November
2. About eighty mills, owned by forty
corporations, are ropresénted in' the
organization, Most of the local mllls
make print cloths and coarser goods,
although a few of them are engaged
in the manufacture of fine goods. The
mills of Fall River, New Bedford,
Rhode Island and those at mumeorous
points in contral and western Massa-
chusetts, togecher with mills In east-
ern Conhecticut, mado a general ad-
vancd In wages early (h 1002, 'The
cottoti mills of horthern New England
did fot increasa@ thélr scale atd it Is
not congldered probable that the pres-
ent chango in southern New England
will affect the industry further north,
