Before the order went into effect, Mr.

General Wood's Men Make
Bloody Raid Upon Rebels.

THREE HUNDRED KILLED

in Five Days of Fighting Tws Thou.

A special from Manlila says: Three
hundred Morog are kmown to have
been killed and many others were car
ried oft dead or wounded as a result of
five days’ severe fighting in Jolo be:
tween the American troops, under Gen-
eral Leonard Wood, and the {nsur
gents. Major H, L. Scott, of the Four.
teenth cavalry, and five Amerlican prl-
vates were wounded.

General Wood landed near B8iet
lake, In Jolo, November 12, The Mo-
ros were goon located and fighting be-
gan Immediately and continued until
November 17.

Major Scott was taking Panglima
Hassen, the Moro leader, who had
been taken a prisoner, to Jolo, While
en route, Hassen asked to be allowed
to eee his family. His request was
granted, and thereupon he led Major
Scott into an ambuscede. where the
Amerlcan detachment was fired upon,
Major Scott was shot in both hands.
Hassen succeeded In escaping during
this unexpected nttack,

The fighting took place in a country
covered with rocks, The Moros were
driven across the country from Slet
lake to the town which ¥Fassen has
made his headquarters, and where it
was reported the Moros were 2,000
strong.

The rebel position was attacked in
the flank by the American troops, who
oceupled the town and inflicted a loss
of fifty kllled on the Moros. Iassen,
with a small party, surrendered, The
rest of the Moros went into the
swamps, out of which they wero driy-
en on November 16,.leaving seventy-
threo dead bebind them, On Novem-
ber 17 the American forces remewed
the attack on the remaining Moros, of
whom forty more were killed,

The rebs] forces have been literally
destroyed by these operations, and
General Wood gays the indications are
that there will be no extension of the
uprising, which was handled without
difficulty.

On November 18 General Wood
started onm an expedition against a
body of 2,000 Moros who are fa the
mountains back of Tablibl. No news
has as yet been recelved In Manila as
to the result of thls movement,

COLOMBIANS UNPACIPIED.

Press Continues to Criticise and Do
nounce American Government,

The press of Colombla continues to
severely criticise and denounce the
American government for its action In
sthmian affairg and the recognition of
the republic of Panama. This s shown
In a dispatch recelved at the state Jde-
partment late Saturday night from
Minlster Beaupre, at Bogota. Presl
dent Roosevelt, the United States con.
gress and the people are the targets
of violent denunciations.

A dispatch from Bogota says: A
man prominent in public affairs has
informed the correspondent of the As-
goclated Press that the Colomblan gov-
ernment would awalt the result of the
mission to Washington of General
Reyes before declding upon Its policy
a8 regards the new republic of Pana-
ma. The general opinlon is that there
will be war, but that the government
first will do Its utmost to effect a dip-
lomatic arrangement.

The belief is expressed in govern.
ment circles that the United States
senate wlll not approve of the action
of Presldent Roosevelt regarding af-
faire on the isthmus. All partiesg In
Rogota have offered their ald to the
government, and over 100,000 volun-
teers have tendered the!r services In
the event of the declaration of hos-
tillties,

TWENTY-SEVEN BURNED.
Italian mllroad-Hnm.': Meet Horrible

Death in Fire Which Puetroyed
ghanty Wherein They 8lept.

While more than a hundred Italian
laborers were asleep in a shanty near
Liliy, Pa, on the Pennsylvania vall
road, early Saturday morning, the
bullding caught fire and before the
foreigners could escape at least twen.
ty-seven were burned to death and a
geore or more seriously injured.

The men were employed by contrac-
torg on the Pennsylvania railroad im-

There were 500 men on the job, all
Itallans, and in the shanty which
burned were 125 of thege, The shanty
was about 100 feet long, one story in
height. Oné end was used for cooking
and eating, at the other end the men
glept In bunks, which were crowded.
There was only one door at each end,
and the windows were few and small

The fire I8 supposed (o have started
from an overheated stove. The bulld.
ing burned like tinder and the flames
were upon the men bofore any of them
wero aroused,

Then began & struggle for the out-
side and for life. They fought and
gerambled for the doors, the weaker
belfig crushed down and trampled,
Others were roasted to death,

Those who strove for the door ware
In the wildest sort of panie. They
fought and kicked, and among those
who escaped there are many who bear
marks of the flerce struggle which
took plate. A few got out of the small
windows minus clothing and with thelr
bodies cut from broken glass,

Many of thoge vhd did manage to
get out had thelr savings of years In
their trunks which they left behind In
the building. Remembering this as
soon as they got outside, they fought
Just as flercely to got back, A few
succeeded, but for the sake of their
money they gave up their lives. An
eye-witness says he does not believe
that a single man of those who refurn.
ed succeeded in getting out again,

In the ruins some of the corpses
were close bes!de the hooped bands of
thelr trunks, and melted gold and sil
ver which had been kept in those re-
ceptacles Indicated that they had fall-
en and died with thelr treasure In thelr
arms, The bodles were all practically
burned beyond recognition,

SOUTH'S GREAT BTAPLE.

Averages S8um of One Million Dollars
Per Day the Year Round,

Two millions of dollars a day Is a
snug sum for the total recelpts from
the sale of a single agricultural pro-
duct In a single country, even such a
country as the United States, says
the Atlanta Constitution’'s Washington
correspondent. This " Is the flgure
shown by the department of commerce
and labor, through its bureau of sta.
tistics, as the value of catton exported
from the 'United States in the month
of October, 1003.

The preliminary statement of the
bureau for the month of October shows
the value of cotton exported In the
month of October to be $60,283,412,
against $42,000,000 in October, 1002;
$46,000,000 In October, 1901, and $60,
474,437 in October, 1900, The total
quantity exported In October, 1903, as
shown by this prellminary statement,
was 694,640,872 pounds, being an aver.
age price of 10.1 cents per pound.

Thig figure of $60,000,000 receipts
for cotton in a single month is not
equaled In the hstory of cotton exports
except in the month of October, 1900,
when the total value of cotton export.
ed was $60,474,487. HEven the figures
of $60,283,412 for the month of Octo-
ber, 1908, are subject to a siight pros-
peciive Increase, as this preliminary
statement of the bureau of statistics
does not include the figures of certain
distant ports, through which small
quantities are exported.

It ghould not be understood from the
above statement that the value of cot
ton exports of the United States aver.
ages $2,000,000 per day the year round,
although they have averared $2,000,000
per day during the month o1 October,
Taking the entire year, it may ba said,
however, that the value of cotton ex-
ports now averages $1,000,000 per day
for each business day of the year,

It is authoritatively stated that the
general staff has just submifted to
Secretary Root a comprehensive plan
for the operations of the army in the
event of Its becoming necessary to
send troops to the lsthmus or to Co-
lombian terrltory. Regiments have
been designated for the duty and are
now being put In shape for immediale
foreign service. It Is understood that
the Sixttenth infantry, now at Fort
McPherson, Atlanta, Ga., 18 one of
those designated for this gervice in the
plans of the general staff,

Orders Kept Secret.

Of course the orders sent the va-
rious regimental commanders are con:
fidential {n thelr nature and It is not
possible to get official acknowledgment
of what regiments have been chosen.

Monday the navy department decld:

water3, probably the Castine and Ma-
rietta, The purpose In ordering Ad:
miral Evans, commanding the Aslatic
squadron, to proceed immediately with

proceedings on our part. Honolulu l#
much nearer South American waters
than Manila or any point to which the
squadron would ordinarily be sent.

The Panama people have no fear of
molestation at the hands of Colom.
bis so long as they enjoy the protec
tion of the United States, and they are
apparently paylng ne attention to the
Colomblan threats, It is known, how.
ever, that they entertain some fears
that the officials of this government
may urge them to pay Colombla some
part of the $10,000,000 canal money as
salve for the wounded feellngs of the
Bogota government. Monday the Pan-
gma people Gaused It to be announced
that when they got thut ten millfons
they would Invest $9,000,000 of it In
United States b®nds, using the dther
$1,000,000 to get their government in
good worklng order.

It 18 not likely that there will be
material developments of any kind un
til after the arrival of General Reyes,

inducing this government to change Its
attitude. While he is doing a good
deal of talking about breaking oft dip-
lomatic relations with the United
States and about another Boer war, It
is the bellef In officlal clrcles here
that Panama can be induced to avert
such a catastrophe by the judiclous
use of Amerlcan dollars.

Thirteen miners were killed and
great damage was done by an accident:
