Russians Lose Another Vessel,

Another Russlan war vessel and
crew have been hurled to destruction
by a mine at Port Arthur, says an As
goclated Press dispatch from Che Moo
Wednesday as the torpedo boat de
stroyer 8korrl was entering the harbor,
ghe struck an unplaced mins, An ex
plosion followed Instantly and the
boat was literally blown to pleces. The
boat carrled a crew of 38 men, of
whom only four escaped, and they
were badly wounded. The men who
lost thelr lives were literally torn to
pleces. It 1s sald that the harbor Is
full of floating mines which have been
dfsplaced by the rcpeated attacks of
the Japanese, and that Russian war
ships are forced to move with the
greatest caution to aveld belng de
stroyed,

Russian Meadquarters Selected.

A St, Petersburg speciai says: The
first headquarters of the Manchurian
army after General Kuropatkin's ar
rival will be at Liao-Yang. The gen-
eral selected that point instead of
Mukden from whoence to direct the op
eratfons. Llao-Yang is ten miles west
of the rallrcad, be'ng connected with
the maln road w.th a special llne,
which will be completed by the time
General Kuropatkin arrives. [t aas
many advantages over Mukden, being
& point whence both tne telograph
line and the Pekin road go to the Yaln
river,

While the Russ'ans are mobilizing
for the purpose of working out an
oftensive mlilitary problem, they will
be prepared to move heavy forces In
any direction to meet the Japaneso,
whoeo eommand of the sea gives them

_ great freedom in selecting the'r polnts
of attack. If the Japanese land n
force on the coast of northern Korey,
General Kuropatkin will move his
quarters farther north, aiong the rail
road. If there Is fightinz along the
Yalu, which now seems probable, he
will go forward to Feng-Hun-Cheng,

Great preparations are belng taken
to guard agalnst surprises, The Jap
ancse always have shown a preference
for night attacks, and most rigorous
orders have been fssucd to keep up a
continuous advance of sccut'ng parties
and to have heavy plokets out at
n!ght. General Kuropatkin Is now
near Omsk, Siberia. He is making
fast time, averaging over 532 miles
per day, everything belng sidetracked
to get him to Mukden by March 26,
the only stops, except to change en
gines, bo'ng occasionally to Inspect
passing troop trains.

Mississippi Congressman Compares |

Lynchings in Thisg Section and
Those at the North in Plain

and Unvarnished Terms.

A Washington special says: In the

house Wednesday during the discus-
slon of tha postofice appropriation
bill, Mr, Spight, of Misslsslfipl discuss-
ed the negro question, He sald he de-
sired to vindicate the south from the

e¢aarge of barbarism. In the south, he

said, the negro had been denled the
right to vote and to hold office, but
not the right to work for an honest
living as had been done (o the north-
ern states,

“We sometimes kill them for ont
rageous crimes,” he said, “bul nevor
becauge they want to work'’

As for lynchings, he said,
times they have unnecessarily occur-
red in the south. He referred {o the
Wilmington, Del, lynching last year,
and to the subsequent attacks on the
negro settlement, This never occur-
red in the south, he sald.

“When the gullty wretch has paid
the penalty of his awful crime, that
is an end of it,” he continued; “the
mob is satlsfled and does not wreak
indis¢riminate vengeance upon the in:
nocent because they belong to the
same race as the criminal”

He sald that unlike the people of
the north, the people of the south
“don’t go out with a torch in one hand
and a gun In the other, and, pointing
the gun at defenseless women and
children, shoot them as they flee for
thelr llves.”

He sald this had occurred I New
York elty In 1900 and he referred to a
number of lynchings which had occur
red 'n the north, including those at
Danvills, Ills, and Bpringfleld, Ohio,
and sald “such race prejudice finds no
place in southern hearts.”

“So far as [ am concerncd,” said
Mr, Bpight, I am opposed to mob vio
lence as a general proposition, I do
not think that lynchings for any other
crime than the nameless one agalnst
womanhood ought ever to occur, In
all others the courts of the country
are -ample and generally, with us,
swift to punish,

“But in the one class of cr'mes so
brutal and destructive of all that is
dear to an enlightened people, no one
with a spark of manhood In him can
doubt that instant death to the perpe
trator should follow uypon the ascer
talnment of the gulity facts,

Washington and Roosevelt,

Mr. Splght spoke of the attempt of
certain white persons to put the negro
on a social equality with themselves,
and referring to the occasion when
Booker Washington dined at the white
house with President Roosevelt, sald
that “this one Incident had done more
to Inflame the passions of the negro
and give him a perverted idea of his
Importance and his near approach tn
soc!al equality than anything that had
been done for the last ten years. He
sald Booker Washington had sat down
to dinner with the president “as gra-
clously as If he had been™he governor
of New York.,” He was, he continued,
sorry that Booker Washington dl/d not
have more sense and self respect than
Lo accept the invitation, It would have
been Infinitely more to his credit had
he declined. “The more the negrois
are put on a social equality,” he vig-
orously asserted, “the more dangerous
becomes their position and the surer
death by violence will overtake them
sooner or later.”

Mr. Spight referred to the arrest In
Indianola, ¥iss., of white agents of a
Cincinnati plcture company, who were
selling the negroes indecent plctures.
In his oplinion, the agents should have
been lynched.

The Spaunish gov
ernment guarantecd ¥ per cent on an
Investment of $5,000,000, in the road.

DUKE OF CAMBRIDGE DEAD.

Was Cousin of Late Queen Victoria
and Prominent in Military Affairs.

Victoria, and was born March 26, 1819,
The duke died peacefully at Gloucestar
house, his Georglan resldence, in Park

The king and queen went to Glou-
cester house Thursday afternoon to
offer their personal condolences,

It s not generally kpown to the
present generation that the duke's
wife was a Dburlesque actyess and
dancer named Farchrother., She wag
very well known in 1840 or there-
abouts and made a great sensation in
playing In burlesque at tne Lyceum
theatre, B8he dled in 1800, Nelther
the peerage nor other reference books
mention her marrlage, which was not
recognized by Queen Victorla,

The Duke of Cambridge Is supposed
to have been wealthy, On the death
of his father parllament gave thoe
duke an allowance of 60,000 poun.is
($300,000) per annum, A8 commander
In chief the duke recelved a salary
of $22,500 until 1887, and thereafter
$33,160 yearly. As colonelin-chief of
the Grenadier Guards the duke re.
celved $11,000 per year, while numer-
ous other appo'ntments brought him
In good revenues.

PENSION DOOR AJAR

Most Important Ruling Made |
by Commissioner Ware,

OF WIDESPREAD IMPORT

Treasury Will be Thrown Open After
April 13th Next to All Federal

Claimants Beyond 62
Years of Age.

Commissioner of Penslons Ware,
with the approval of Secretary of the
Interior Hitcheock, promulgated the
most important pension ryling Wed-
nesday that has been issued 1o a long
time,

It directs that beginning April 18
next, If there {8 no contrary evidence
and all other legal requirementa have
been met, claimants for pension under
the general act of June 27, 1890, who
are ovor 62 years old, shall be consid:
ered as disabled one-halt fa abllity (o
perform maunual labor and shall be
entitled to 86 a month; 65 years to §8;
over 68 to years to $10, and over 10
yoars to $12, the usual allowances at
higher rates cont'nuing for disabili-
ties other than age. This order will
not be retractive,

Commissione® Ware, just before
leaving for a trip south for his health,
sald the order would save both the
old soldlers and the government @&
good deal of money and time. He sald
It was based on the Mexican war pen
glon leg'slation of 1887, approved by
President Cleveland, which placed all
the Mexican war veterans on the pen
slon roll thirty-nine yoars after the
close of that war,

“It would seem that If thirty-nine
years after the expiration of service a
Mexican war soldler was entitled 1o
a pension at 62 years, and no other
roquisite for drawing a pension should
oxlst except age, that to soldiers o1 the
civil war, who fought vastly more and
longer at least, as good a rule ought
to apply,

“The order could not have been Is
sued earller because It {8 only now
that the thirty-nine years fixed by the
congressional limit has been reached
The civil war ended April 18, 1865
Hence the thirty-nine years would ex
pire on the 13th of next month,"”

Mr. Ware sald the order would save
the government at least $300,000 a
vear. lle was not able to say what
expense the bill would entmil In the
shape of additional payments.

"The exten{™To which it will aug
menf the necessity for further appro
priation cannot be told,” sald
Ware,  “It will, without doubt, In-
crease the payments to some_ extent
but no ono Is able to fix the améunt

the proper element of conslderation
I do not think, however, that the in:
creased oxpense in the long run will
be very notlceable, because the death
rale Is also to be considered, and there
s also to be considered the fact that
the ones to whom we give the pens'on
without proof other than taelr ages
would have proven themeelves anyhow
under former cfrcumstances as entl
tled to the penslon by reason of their
disabilities."

Also the question of how to lmprove
upon the flavor and quality of the
flesh came fn for a share of study,
Books upou the subject of frog ralsimg
were sent for even to London, but no
one lhad ever thought to make this
humble creature the subject of a hook,
80, 0f course, no such work could be
found, A year or more passed before
mueh profit conld be realized, then
lttle by little the froggery begon to
thrive, Mr, Combs' study was re-
warded by haviog uo more dend frogs,
nlmost every egg turned into a tad-
pole, and thence Into a table delleacy,
That was years ago; each year since
that time has seen some fmprovement
and some new Glscovery; now, how-
ever, the Industry, having censed to
be an experhment, Is running on a
gmooth busls with little or no trouble
to the owner, who onee more has time
to devote part of hix attention to other
enterprises,

It 1s surprising to note the curlosity
shown by San Franclgeans, in the
enterprise, which Is toereased by the
extreme eccentricity of the frog
ralser, Never to any one's knowledge
during all the many years of ls ex-
fstence has any stranger passed the
bulldog at the gate of the froggery.
The place Is hedged In by barriers on
all sides, bigh fences, with screens,
bolts, locks and mavy quaint deviees to
frighten away all eurlous would-be dis-
coverers of Its secret,

For the accommaodation of the frogs,
Mr. Combs has three ponds about forty
feet In length, twenty feet In width,
and from three to five feet In depth,
There Is also an acre of sandy soll, a
portion of made marsK, and a tangled
growth of mixed wild shrubbery pro-
vided for them, In this way they have
many of the conditions they would en-
joy in a wild state, yet they have also
the advantage of ready food. On sun-
ny days the banks of the ponds ared
filled with hundreds of the shigy erea-
tures.
