Four and probably more lives wet
lost in an explosion which took plat
at Chicago Thursday evening during a-

fire in the Northwestern grain elovi
tor at Cook and West Water street
Three of the dead are firemen and
the body of another fireman is thought
to be buried in the ruins of the elevi
tor

half a mile

The roof was raised high iu tile air
and the valla came down with a crush
The force of the explosion was sogreal
that the eastern wall was hurled intc
the river the west wall was tumbled
down upon the heads of tho unfortun-
ate men below and the roof was torn
into fragments and distributed for
blocks around

Every window in the vicinity of the
elevator was shattered by the concus
ion dozens of persons were struck

by flying debris and several small
fires resulted from falling timbers that
were still in flames

At Jefferson street and Carroll
ivenne many blocks distant a great

turning mass of wreckage fell upon
our wagons loaded with hay and set

hem on fire The elevator was of
composite construction the lower

portion being of brick and the upper
part of frame covered with corrugated
ron

Dozens of men lay injured in tho
withering heat some not seriously

harmed and pthers in the throes of
death It was dangerous work to get
hem out but it was gallantly aud
sickly done and all of the slightly
injured were removed The dead were
