RAILROADS HAUL NO PASSENGERS.

The State Health Board Takes Desper-
Mensures to Keep Out the
Yellow Never.

Mississippi has at last struck the
final blow against railroad transporta-
tion in that state so long as the yellow

fever epidemic continues.

A rigid rule just adopted by the
state affects adjoining states and
strikes a body blow,

This latest order is the most pan-
icky, the most stringent yet issued.
Oitizens of Mississippi are now pre-
vented from traveling from one town
to another and half & dozen railroads
entering the state of Mississippi
through Alabama have been practical-
ly compelled to discontinue the run-
ning of trains of any kind.

The situation with the railroads
grows more serious each day and it is
now practically impossible to reach
Memphis, Meridian, Shreveport, Little
Rock or other points on or near the
Mississippi river and in the northern
%n't of the state by the usual routes.

y the order of the state board of
health only one or two roads can
bandle passengers or freight going
through Alabama and there roads run
through the latter state.

The Southern railway officials lo-
cated in Atlanta, Ga., received the
following advice of the latest quaran-
tine of the Mississippi state board and
the same has been distributed from
the offices of Assistant General Super-
intendent Thompson and Assistant
General Passenger Agent Hardwick to
the agents of the company:

‘'No passengers shall travel from
one town to another in the state of
Mississippi on the following roads en-
tering the state of Mississippi from the
state of Alabama: The Memphis and
Charleston, Kansas City, Memphis
and Birmingham, Southern railway,
Alabama Great Southern and Mobile
and Ohio,

““No persons shall come into the
state of Mississippi from places hold-
ing non-restricted intercourse with
Alabama on the above named roads.”

‘“No baggage, freight or express, ex-
cept that named in general modified
order of October 24th, will be permit-
ted to be brought from one town to an-
other on the above named railroads in
the state of Mississippi, and no persons
or baggage without the state will be
allowed to come into any of the towns
on the above named railroads in the
state of Mississippi.

“In accordance with above we have
discontinued all passenger accommo-
dations in the state of Misissippi.”

GOVERNMENT GETS MONEY AD-
VANCED TO UNION PACIFIC,

—

BONDHOLDERS OFFER FULL SUM.

A Brief History of the Relations Be-
tween Uncle Sam and the Union
Pacific Rallroad.

A Washington special says: Al-
though the government officials de-
oline either to affirm or deny the re-

rt of its acceptance of _t'he new
proposition of the reorganization com-
mittee of the Union Pacific railroad,
there is no reasonable doubt of its ac-
curacy. This proposition is under-
stood to be an increase of the original
guarantee bid of $50,000,000, equaling
the full amount of the government's
olaim against the Union Pacific road
proper, which on October 1st aggrega-
ted $58,067,398.

As to the Kausas Pacific road, the
committee withdraws its guarantee
and consents to a postponement of the
gale to any date to suit the convenience
of the government. The debt of the
Kansas Pacific to the government ag-
gregates nearly $13,000,000,

The net result of the new arrange-
ment so far aé councerns the Union
Pacifio i# regarded by the oflcials as
Lighly advantageous to the govern-
ment, as it secures all that it has ever
olaimed to be due it and renders it
practically certain that a very large
share of the debt of the Kansas Pa-
cific will be realized whenever it may
desire to consent to its sale,

The agitation began in the senate in
the closing days of the extra session,
and so vigorously pushed by Senator
Morgan, Senator Harris, of Kansas,
and the other democrats, has borne
fruit. Under the arrangement enter-
ed into by the legal representatives
of the government and the reorgani-
zation committee representing the
first mortgage bondholders, the prop.
erties involved were advertised to be
sold on November 2,

Under this arrangement the reor-
ganization committee agreed to make
a bid for the property which would
bring to the government for its share
about $46,000,000. The terms were
such that there could be no hope of
competition and the sum now repres
sented therefore all that the govern-
meént could porsibly have received.

Of course if the government gets its
just dues there can be no objection to
the sale. The syndicate first raised
its guarantee to $50,000,000 and now
has made it the full amount of the
government claim, £58,067,398,

Some Brief History.

Briefly stated the relations between
the government and the Union Pacifio
are these;

Thirty-three years age the United
Statos subsidized the Union Pacific
railroad company for a line from Oma-
ha to Ogden, a distance of 1,088 miles.
It gave to the company 17,000,000 acres
of the public domain on Which the com-
pany has already realized over $30,00¢-
000. It gave to the company $38,000,-
000 in bonds and paid interest on these
bonds for thirty years, with the un-
derstanding that when the bouds ma-
tured the company would reimburse
the government for its advance,

The principal of that bonded debt
to the United States, after deducting
the government transportation and
other payments made during the in-
terval now reaches $70,777,408, and
the government holds in the sinking
fund $17,062,000, leaving the net debt
of the Union Pacific to the govern-
ment $53,715,408,

From its inception the Union Pa-
cific has been wastefully mismanaged;
the rights of the government as a
creditor have been ignored; §113,000,-
000 has been wrongfully taken from
its treasury and, to make a long story
short, the property was, in 1894, in
anticipation of the maturity of the
government's lien, wrecked,

A syndicate of bankers wus formed
to get possession of the property, A
groﬂt of $54,000,000 was figured ont

y the syndicate whose plau of opera-
tion was to buy, acquire or dissipate
all liens prior to that of the govern-
ment; to settle the government's lien:
then to readjust the equities of \'he’
junior security holders and to reor-
ganize Union Pacific finances, It is
for this syndicate that the reorganiza-
tion committee has heen ucting,

Agricultural statistics, according to
the New York Tribune, show some in-
teresting industrial movements in the
United Kingdom, which are mostly
uniform {n Great Britain and Ireland.
In both the present year shows an in-
crease over last year in wheat acreage
and a decrease in barley, oats and po-
tatoes. The increase in wheat is more
than 200,000 acres. That still leaves
the total far less, however, than it was
a few years ago. The total in the
whole United Kingdom i{s now 1,930,-
041 acres, while in 1892 in England
alone it was 2,102,969 acres. The in-
crease at present recorded is promis-
ing. It is greater than the decrease
in all other grains put together, indi-
cating that some potato-land, grass-
land or other is being devoted to
wheat. There Is reported a consider-
able decrease, in both parts of the
Kingdom, in permanent grass-land,
while the acreage of clover and rota-
tion-grass has increased in Great Brit-
ain and diminished in Ireland. Turn-
ing to live stock, an increase in the
number of cattle is seen, but it is
vastly greater in Ireland than in
Great Britain. In fact, Ireland s
getting ahead of Great Britain as a
cattle country; is far ahead now, pro-
portionately. She has fully 40 per
cent. of all the cattle fn the United
Kingdom. In sheep a decrease is
noted in Great Britain and an increase
in Ireland; which is strange, for the
former is certainly better adapted to
sheep culture than the latter. The re-
vival of Irish woolen manufactures
has, no doubt, much to do with it. In
swine a considrable decrease s re-
ported -all around, and it is to be ob-
served that Great Britain {s more
given to hog-raising than Ireland, she
having 64 per cent. of the whole num-
ber to Ireland's 86 per cent. The
general showing seems to indicate that
Ireland is making better agricultural
progress than Great Britain. She i3
making her products more varied than
they used to be, and of a more profita-
ble and trustworthy character. The
shortage of crops from which the isl-
and is sald to be suffering this year
is probably not serious, and at worst
will prove only temporary. The clear-
eet Indications are that a good meas-
ure of permanent prosperity is return-
ing to the Emerald Isle.
