Early Dictionarles.

The first dlctionary recoréed In MNt-
erary history Is the standard Chinese
dictionary, compiled by Pa-Out-She,
who lived about 1100 B, C. It cou-
tained 40,000 characters, each of which
stood for a word, mostly hicroglyphic
or rude representations resembling our
signs of the Zodiae. This was four
centuries before writing was employed
by Western people. Anticlides, a con-
temporary of Alexander the Great,
published a Greek dictionary of the
words in anclent writings 830 B, C.
Another Chinese dictlonary was pro-
duced about 150 B. C., and Varo's
Latin compilation dates back to 116
B. C. The earliest attempts at the
compllation of an English dictlonary
were made by Bullokar in 1616, and
by Cockerham In 1623, although a
glossary of old English words was
prepared in or about D75,—San Fran-

ONE HUNDRED LEFT DEAD.

A Desperate Fight at Cape BSan Juan
Lighthouse.

The New York Herald has the fol-
lowing from Cape San Juan, Porto
Rico, August 11, -
There was a two hours’ fight before
daybreak Tuesdsy. Eight hundred
Spaniards attempted to retake the
lighthouse which was guarded by
forty of our sailors commanded by
Lieuntenant Atwater, Assistant Engi-
neer Jenkins, Ensign Bronson and
Gunner Campbell,
The Sp-nrlrds were driven back
with shells from the Amphitrite, Cin-
cinnati and Leyden. Refugees report
that 100 Spaniards were killed.
The Spaniards opened with a ma-
chine gun at a distance of three hun-
dred yards. The Leyden, Ensign
Crosley commanding, rushed within a
hundred yards of the shore and pour-
ed one-pounders into the Spaniards.
Captain Barclay, of the Amphitrite,
used six-pounders, and the Cincinnati
five-inch guns, ‘
The ships landed 250 men during
the fight and reinforced the light
house. A machine gun, rifles and
ammunition were left by the retreat-
ing Spaniards,

l.ong Terms of Freach Promiers.

Of the French Ministries called into
existence during the Third Republic,
the Meline Cabinet, which after a crit-
ical delay has been succeeded by M.
‘Henri Brison and his friends, broke
the record by ome day. The Meline
Ministry dated from April 29, 1806, and
lasted until June 15, 1898, covering a
period of two years, one month, and
seventeen days. Up to this time the
record had been held by M. Ferry's
second Ministry, which existed from
February 21, 1883, to April 6, 1885, an
existence of two years, one month,
and sixteen days. The Ministry with
the shortest record Is that of Roche-
bouet, which entered into office on
November 23, 1877, and left it Decem-
ber 13 of the same year. A pecullar
comparison is offered If one places
side by side the long term Premliers
of the Third Republic with those for-
mer Ministries of France In the time
of royalty. Richellfeu was premier
for eighteen years. Mazarin held of-
fice for nineteen years, and Colbert
for twenty-two. While over in Spaln,
Ximenes maintained the Chancelerie
at absolute power for twenty-one
years. Among the Ministers who have
gerved the greatest number of times
in the French Cabipet of the Third
Republie, M. Hanotaux 1s the only one
who has always held the same port-
folifo—that of Minister of Foreign Af-
fulvs. He has presided over the des-
tinles of the Qual d'Orsay under four
Ministries, his time of office lasting
three years, six months and fifteen
days. After M. de Freycinet, he bas
served the longest period. M. de
Freycinet has been in the Ministry
nine times and has exercised the func-
tions of his office during eight years
six months and twenty-seven days.
Jules Ferry was Cabinet Miaister for
three years and five months, M, Con-
stang for three years, four months
and six days, and M, Bourgois for
threo years and two months.~New
York Times.
