Death of Mr. Blanding.
Horatio Blanding, a former citizen

of this place and whose former resi-
dence was on South Main street,
died at his home in Attleboro, Mass.,
Saturday April 19th, aged 73 years.
Mr. and Mrs. Blanding lived in Cres-
cent City several years and were
well and favorably known to our
people. Both were In delicate health,
but. Mr, Blaning, particularly, suffer-
ed from a form of paralysis which
rendered him almost helpless during
the later year of his residence here.
He went to Attleboro, Mass., his
early home,' a year or two after the
big freeze, where he became abso-
lutely helpless. Death comes to him
ata ripe age, but his latter years were
filled with so much of suffering and
helplessness that it can only be re-

garded as a welcome relief.

Back from . Cuba.
S. L. Ben h a n i returned from Cuba,

last Sunday and will remain here for
the next three months To the
News Mr. Benham stated that he
had made great progress in the de-

velopment of the lands of his colo-

ny during the past winter, when
many hundred of acres of orange
and other fruits and nuts trees had
b en set out. Ho also states that he
has interested various people in the
colony and that many purchase of
land had been recorded; that it was
only a question of a little time when
Queen City (the name by which his
colony is known) will "be a thriving
settlement.

"Any man who is willing to work,"
said he "can make a livine there.
Nature has done everything in the
way of soil, sunshine and water; all
that a man needs to do is to work."
Speuking of the climate Mr. Benham
says that during the past winter he
has worn an overcoat much 'of the
time, and at night he slept with
more covering than was his custom
in Florida. The mercury does not
go much below 56.

Mr. Benham brought home a great
variety of tropical fruits samples.
He stated that there was no time in
the year when one need go without
fruit.

In his opinihn the man who has
the capital to set out a cocoanut
grove and wait on it for five years, Is
the man who is going to have a gold
producer in Cuba.

He also thinks that the new gov
ernment will make no difference to
foreign capital as it is generally sup-
posed to be managed from Washing-
ton. That the Island will either
soou have free trade with the states,
or be admitted to the union.
