Rev. S. S. Marquis, rector of St

Josepli.s F.piscopal church, Detroit,

contributes the following article to

tlie Detroit Sunday News-Tribun- e on

tlie topic of "Why do men not go to

Church?''
"Why do men not go to church?
"Suppose the church were a fault-

less institution. In that case
have to look for the reasons

why men do not go to church in men

themselves. On the other hand, sup-

pose the men to he perfect ; and in

that case we would have to lay the
entire blame upon the church. But
perfection is to be nltiibuted neither
to the church nor to the men who
Slav away from it. This being true,
we "inn v reasonably look for tilings in
each which tend to keep ihem apart.'
As a rule the mi-- w ho do not go to
church place the blame for their ab-

sence entirely upon the church. On
tlie other baud, the church places
the blame upon the men tliemsi Ives.

If both would face the matter more
honestly and seriously there would
be more men In church than at pres-

ent.
"I frequently try to put mysell in

a laviiian's place. I try, as best 1

can, 'to look at tlie church Irom a lay-

man's point of view. I put to mysi It

the (pies' ion. If you were a layman
would you go to church? Would you
give it your enthusiastic suppori?
To that question my answer is, I

would feel myself something less
than a man if did not do my share
in supporting and furthering the
moral and religious lite of tlie com-niuni- tv

in which I chanced to live.
-- The moral and religious life of a

community can no more be left to

chance, or unorganized effort, than
can tlie educational-lite- II we are
lo have an educated community it

stands to reason thatwe must have
schools organized effort toward edu-

cation. Tlie man who would lake
the advantages offered by the public
schools, who would send his cliildreii
to them and al the same time refuse
to support them, we would set down
as an unworthy citizen. He is noi
ao honorable man. He is reaping
benefits for which others are paying.
Kducationally he is a dead beat.
Now, moral and religious education
can no more be left to chance or un-

organized effort than can secular
education. There must be somesucli
organized effort in this direct ion as
the church is making. It exerts an
influence which advances the moral
and material welfare of the commu-
nity. The takes in-

directly the fruits of the church's
work. He lets others support tlial
which benefits him and be gives
nothing in return. He dodges a tax
which lie is as much morally iiouihi
In tiav as his school lax. or the as
sessment upon hjjn for the mainten-
ance of streets and sidcwIHks. He

takes moral and material peiu-in-

for which lie pays nothing. lie is
religiously a dead-bea- t. Only yes-

terday I heart) a minister say that in

the last vear he had To funerals
seven if which were in church lami- -

remaining sixty-thre- e weie
in families which wt.re.in no way di-

rectly supporting: the work of
This is true of almost every

church and minister they con-

tribute in the way of moral and ma-

terial beilelits and of servfee to more
people who do not personally or f-

inancially aid them in their work
than people who do. In. short, re-

latively a few people are supporting
the moral and religions wink done
by the church the great majority
take the beuetiis and give nothing in
return. I think it I were a layman I

would not want to be a moral ami re-

ligious dead-bea- t. I would not want
to be a sponge in these matters.

port, if 1 were a layman. I have my
idea as to what a church should be.
