OLD AND NEW COINS.

Interesting; Facts About Colnsvc mt
the Different Mints.

The director of tiie mint Is culled on
to answer such a wide runge of ques-

tions concerning the valueB of old aud
new coins and medals that he has
found it necessary to issue circular!
covering matters of this sort. They
tell some Interesting facts. It appears
that the mint does not buy old coinf or
paper money except some rare colonial
coins in fine condition, which are de-
sired for the mint cabinet Mutilated
or uuvuvent United States gold and
sliver coin is purvhased as bullion.
The mint has no pattern pieces for sale.
The government pays no premium for
the return of any of Its coins or pa-

per money. New coins cannot be
struck until authorized by an act of
congress. The mint supplies United
Status coins ouly and not of any past
date. The fifty dollar goldpiece and
the half dollar and quarter dollar
pieces in gold were struck by private
parties on the California coast during
the 1840 period and not by the United
Stutcs government.

The coinage of the following coins
ceased in the years named: Half and
1 cent, copper, in 1857; 1 cent, nickel,
1804; half dime and 3 cents, silver, and
2 cents, bronze, in 1873; 20 cents, sil-

ver, 1878; trade dollars, 1883; $1 and
$3, gold, aud 3 cents, nickel, 1889.

The Columbian half dollar was coined
in 1802 and the Isabella quarter In
1803. The Lafayette dollar was struck
in 1800, the date on the coin (1900) be-

ing that of the unveiling of the memo-

rial.
There are certain markings on every

United States coin that enable the
place of Its coinage to be located.
Those struck at the Philadelphia mint
have no mint mark, but those struck
at all other mints are distinguished by
a smull letter on the reverse, near the
bottom. These letters are C for Char-
lotte, N. C, discontinued in 1801; CC
for Carson City, Nev., discontinued In
1803; D for Dahlouega, Ua., discontin-
ued in 18(11; O for New Orleans and S
for San Francisco. The coins of the
United States now authorized by law
arc: In gold, double eagle, eagle, half
eagle, quarter eagle; in silver, half dol-

lar, quarter dollar aud dime; minor, 5

cent, nickel, and 1 cent, bronze. A per-

son may buy a proof set of gold coins
from the mint for $38.50 and a proof
set of sliver aud minor coins for $1.50.

When the business of the mints Is
sluck medals mny be struck from dies
furnished by Individuals, public Insti-

tutions and Jucorporated societies ut a
charge sufficient to cover the cost of
the operation aud the value of the
metal.
