For a Better School.

On Saturday, August 5th, the vot-
ers in Election Precinet No. 1 will
be ealled npon to decide whether or
not this precinet” shall be made o
special tax sochool distriet,

It & majority of the qualified elec-
tors vote yes, then it will be possi-
ble, in another year, to have n first-
class lilgh and graded echool in
Crescent City for whites and a longer
term and better sehool for the color-
ed people.

The precinet wonld reveive the
same amount of money na it now
does from the state nnd county, and
in addition. there would be levied
and colléected two mills on the as-
sessed real and personal property in
the precinet, for school puorposes.

It is estimated that this two mill
special levy for school purposes
would yleld about #5000 annually,
of which amount $100 would be paid
by the A. €. I. Rallrond. The cost
to individuals wonld he 20 gents on
ench  $100 of assessed valuation.
Thus, & wnn whose home is nesessed
at $300 would pay 6 centa for his
home sehonl.

Thiis school levy caunot be wmnde
effective the coming school yenr, and
in cnse the vote is favorable the |
special tax will not be due until the
spring of 1907, By that time it is ex-
pected that every arrnngement will
have been completed looking to &
hiigh eluss school in this place,

Through the genvrosity of Mr. Coe
D. Smith and Hon. Kdwin Gllbert,
our town has what is possibly the
best pablie schiool bulding in the
entire state.

By carrying this election for
special tax school district, the peo-
pla will have completed the work
these good men began.,

Then Crescent Clity will assume
importance as an educational center.
We will have done our full purt to-
ward securiug for this pretty place a
complete public school. An insti-
tution where onr boys and girls
ean secure all that they will need to
fit them for entrance upon the higher
institutions of learning. All that
they will need to fit them for the or-
dinary business affairs of life.

The prospect is wuorthy the effort
of every father and mother in this
gection.

The News is pleased to state that
the voters generally appear to favor
the plan, and it Is wore than likely
that the specinl tax distrlet will
have o lnrge majority of the vote.
