|Gen. Bullock's Life Record.

Gen. Robert Bullock, whose death
joeourred at Ocala Inst wesk wisa
laotable fignre in the history of

Florids.

Goen, Bulloek wae born in North
Catuling Decemnber 5, 1828, moving
[t Florida o 1844, In his early life
| e wis o sehool teacher. He began
| lis publie eareer in Florida in 1849,
whin he was olected elork of the
UCireuit Court of Marion county,
| whieh position be beld for six years.

Hee then sngaged in business for s
veunr o 1850 Gov, Brown commis-
| sloned Li to organize an indepond-
Peik cotipany of wounted voluntesrs
|t servi ps A protection against In-
dini incursions, he fllling the position
of ite enptnin for eighteen months,
when it was considered safe todis-
buueh the company. He then return-
vl to Ocaln and read law, belug ad-
|mim_—d to praetice in 1861. He prac-
| tired hls profession for & vear, and
wis  then  comuissioned by Gov.
Milton to ralse & eompany for the
Civil War, which became n part of
the  Seventh  Florids  Regiment,
| Gen. Bulloek fought in the Kentucky
cwmnpiign with Gen, Kirby Swmith,
hetng snon proinoted to a eolonsley,
Hewns in the battle of Chickumau-
sivand at Missionary Ridge, at which
latter place he was captured. He
was o prisoner on Johngon's Island
fronn Novembaer 1, 1864, untit Mareh,
I8GL, 1Ie was in many other battles
wid ronched the rank of brigadier
genernl. He wius wounded at Mur-
tresshore in December, 1864, and dis-
abled for farther service, When he
recovered he resumed the practice of
his profession in Oecaln, being Iater
nppointed judge of the Cireuit Court,
It was ousted by the reconstruc-
tiow in 1868, He was the Demoerat-
e nominee for Lieatenant Governor
i 1572, nud o Tilden elector in the
campaipn of 1876, In 1880 he was
eloeted elerk of the Cireuit Court for
Marion county. He ably represent-
wil the Becond Congressional Dis-
(trict in the Fifty-first and Fifty-
second Congreases, retiring from pub-
[lie lie in 1882, Later, however, he
wiks agnin called to the Cireuit Court
cierkship, Gen. Bullock had the dis-
tinetion of being the oldest voter in
| Marion county.
