Frank Wideman of Stetson University
Wins in Contest.

Students from four of the leading col-
leges of the state met in an oratorical
contest on prohibition at the high school
auditorium Thursday evening, the rep-
resentatives being the best limber that
could be secured from the schools.

The University of Florida was repre-
sented by P. C. O'Haver; Stetson Uni-
versity at DeLand by F'rank Wideman;
Sutherland College by H. C. Harden, and
Columbia College at Lake City by A.
Knight.

The subject of Mr. O'Haver was "The
Sociological Idea of Prohibition in Flor-
ida," while Frank Wideman, formerly
of Gainesville, spoke on "The Legal
Phase of Prohibition," and so well did
he handle his subject that he was de-

clared the winner in the contest. A.
Knight of Columbia College spoke on
"State-wid- e Prohibition" and Mr. Har-
din upon "The Time for Action."

The college men began the study of
the prohibition subject last winter, and
these men put the results of their work
into an oratiou which was to be deliver-
ed In competitive comparison, hence the
result of their efforts may have some ef-

fect in the coming campaign.
Mr. Wideman, the winner, will deliv-

er the same oration over the state of
Florida in connection with the Stetson
quartet, which is to work under the di-

rection of the Anti-Saloo- League of
this state.

LEGISLATORS.

Hilburn for Senate McKenzie
and Middieton for the

House.
The campaign lor the legislative can-

didates in I'ulnam county wound up with
a monster meeting at the court house in
this city Monday night, when forceful
addresses were made by Messrs. Sipprell,
Middieton, Russell and McKenzie, can-
didates for Representative, and by
Messrs. Wall and Hilburn, candidates
for the Senate.

Every scat in the court room was filled
and many stood throughout the more
than three hours ot speaking. J. IN

Blackwell, chairman of the county
school board, presided and introduced
the candidates in the order named, later
speaking himself in the interests of the
proposed special tax school district for
Falatka.

James M. Chesser of Hollister, who
failed to qualify for the primary, also
spoke to the many who remained to
hear him, his address being tillea witn
incidents of his early life which greatly
amused the audience.

It was nearly midnight before the
lights went out and candidates and au
ditors went home to catch some sleep
before the battle of the ballots.

The voting on Tuesday was heavier
than many anticipated, and yet in some
of the country precincts the voting was
light.

The first nreclnct to be heard from
with results was San Mateo, which came
in soon after six o'clock Tuesday eve-

ning. Then came the Palatka precincts
in quick succession, all showing Henry
S. McKenzie well in tne leaa ior repre-

sentative- with Middieton and Russell
alternating as second in the various
wards but always second. In his home
ward Mr. McKcnzie's remarkably heavy
vote of 72 was not only a remarkable
manifestation of confidence but is with
out parallel in the record of returns.

By nine o clock enougn precincis nau
been heard from to make it certain that
McKenzie and Middieton had been
elected. It was also known that L. C.
Stephens had been county
commissioner from the Palatka district
over J. L. Burt by the close margin of
18 votes.

The Senatorial race was not settled
until the very last precinct had been
heard from at noon on Wednesday,
when it was seen that Mr. Hilburn was
elected by the close margin of 23 votes.
The interest in this race was intense.
Mr. Hilburn only went out of Palatka
with some 50 odd votes to his credit,
and his friends never felt a moments se
curity for him, knowing tne sirong
probability of Mr.- Wall securing a

heavy vote In the west county precincts.
It was by these precincts giving Mr. Hit-bur-

a larger vote than he had been led
to believe likely that saved him.

It seems that the old man had saved
up some $25 in money, a part of which
he had loaned Gladden. When the old
man made a demand on Gladden for the
loan, the negro couldn't pay and this
made the old man angry. It is the only
circumstance in their relations that
would furnish a motive for the crime.

Gladden was found in his bed Satur-
day morning with his skull crushed and
lying in a pool cf blood. Porter was
also bespattered with blood. The only
light in the room was a lantern and this
was also spattered with blood. Blood
was also on the furniture and walls.
The victim had been killed with some
heavy instrument, evidently a hatchet.

Porter had borrowed a hatchet a day
or two before, but it could not be found
after the murder. All the circumstances
pointed to Porter as the murderer,
though he strenuously denies his guilt.
He was arraigned before Justice Jno. E.
Marshall on Saturday and held for trial
in the circuit court and is now in Jail.

Porter is a man some 70 years of age.
He has been a charge on the county for
some time and came here from the
neighborhood of Edgar. His wife, ,

divorced him some years ago, be-

cause of his ungovernable temper.
The old man says be is not guiltv. but

tells the sheriff that if he don't believe
him to hang him right away and get
him out of nis misery. The old man
has threatened suicide several times, but
it is thought these threats were only a
"bluff"

Gladden, the victim, has a mother
living at Crescent City. He was buried
at county expense.

Dr. Crill Visits Pensacola.
The bankers of Florida gathered at

Pensacola for their seventeenth annual
session last Friday morning. The con-
vention was held in the convention hall
of the new San Carlos Hotel, and was
attended by leading bankers from all
parts of the state.

The address of welcome was deliver-
ed by Hon. Frank Reilly, mayor of the
city, and the response was by Dr. E. S.
Crill of this city. The Pensacola News
says of Dr. Grill's address:

"Dr. Crill made a happy response to
the words of the mayor. " He started out
by saying that he had not visited Pensa
cola in twenty-fou- r years, but that he
was able to say that the spirit of progress
was firmly entrenched here. He com
plimented warmly the many evidences
of civic improvement in the city, and
said that it meant Pensacola was deter
mined to take a place in the front ranks
of this onward march of the south.
