The recent primary in Flotida pro-

duced, in some circles at least, some

very unexpecied and surprising resulig
One of these resulis was the voue for the
United States senator.

It was generally expected that Senator

Talialerro would lead the ticket and if

he had been nominated in the Ffrst pri-
mary no one would have been greatly
surprised.

The fact of the senior senator's long
and uselul service to Florlda; the fact
that his forces in the State were thor
oughly organized and that his finaocial
respurces were sullicient to make possi
ble the most complete and exhaustive
campaign; the [act that his chiel oppo-
nent, lormer Governor Broward, had
two years previously suflercd defeat and
that he entered the present campaign so
late and, apparently with so little enthu.
stasm, that even his friends regarded his
chances as almost hopeless; the fact
that the former governor is & man ol
very limited financial resources and that
there were no large interests which
could be depended upon to come 1o his
support—all of these things combined to
make the result of the first primary both
wncxpected and  surprising.  No
Imugined that Governor Broward would
receive as large a vole in the first pr
mary as Senator Tallaferro, much less
lead the ticket, as be seems now to have
done by the small majority of 69
voles,

Less than seven years ago, few people
outside of Duval county (where he had
served as sherdff) had cver heard ol
Broward in the politics of the sie,
His name had appeared in the newspa-
pers as the filibuster master of the Three
Friends, who had made several succes:«
ful runs  with urms and supplies for the
Cuban army.

MEMORY IN FISH.

Btriking Results Shown In a Test With
Gray Perch.

Even the flshes of the sea have ple-

fures on memory's wall. Experiments
have been made with severnl fshes
ns to thelr faculties for remembering,
but the wost striking results bave been
obtulived with the gray perch, which
Hves chlelly on small siivery bued
sardines, Some of these were inken
and colored red and were then puot
luto’ the ok where the perclh was
with severul silver colored surdines
OFf course the normul sardines were nt
onee selaed und eaten, but It was ot
untll hungry tbat the perch made a
tentatve meal of ove of the red col-
ored vietiws,
On recogulzing the sardine flavor,
bowever, be promptls demollsbed the
remalpder.  Later the perch devoured
the sardines irrespectlve of color, 1hus
showlug vot only traces of & memory,
but also the power to differeutinte
olor,

Subsequently sardines colored red
aud blue were placed lo the .ank 1o
gether with the silver ones. The sate
Cene wuas repeated, rhe blue sardipes
not belng attucked untll the others
were satén and bunger compelled Ip-
vestigntion of the vewcomers, After
this Iutroduction the perch ate the sar-
dioes of ail three types withour any
difficulty.
Some spines of the sea nettle were
then fastened to the blue sardipes
Thege were at once avolded by the
perch, which promptly kg out of the
wiuy of the vewemmners, This showed
traves of mwemory, ws the resulis of
contact with 1be swen nettle were shown
il recopiized, —Chicngo Tribune,
