Was admitted 1o the bar in Tazewell
county, Hlinois, Oct, 17, 1551 Prac
ticed his chosen profession in Missouri,
Kansas, linois, Texas and Florida,
Came to Florida in 1872, and in 1882 lo-
cated in Patnam county, where he en
gogoed inthe practice of law until a fow
years ago, when he moved to the pro-
wressive little  town: of Hastings, St
John's county Fla., where he became
interested in agriculture; howewver, he
continued the practice of law up to the
lime of his death,

He was a member of the Constitution
al Convention of the Stute of Florida,
held in 1585, and also served one term
% State Senator from Puinnm County,

He departed this life at his home in
Hastings, Fla,, June §th, 1910, at the ad
vanced age of 52 years, .

Alaj. Fowler was a man of great abili:
1. being blessed with gond health and
a strong mind up to the time ol his
death,  His whole lfe was charaeler
ired with grent encrgy and persever:
enee.

In the practice of his profession e
wis flways nelve and attentive 1o iy
Lusiness. In the trial of cases, he was
Jmost invarably ready for trial and sel-
dom ever asked for the continuance of o
CHSe.

I'rom the poverty of youth he rose
to the higher walks of men and took
rank In the legal profvssion as one of
the ablest attoracys of the state.
