Tampa, Fla., Jan. .Presenting
the varied beauties and resources ot
semi-tropi- c Southern Florida, and re-

viving its romance-writte- n past as
well, the tenth annual carnival ot Ye
Mystic Krewe ot Gasparilla, named for
one of the fiercest pirates of American
history, will be held In this city from
February 12 to 16, Inclusive, attract-
ing a host ot health and pleasure-seeker- s

from th "frigid zone" above the
northern boundary line of the Para-
dise of Flowers. It is confidently ex-

pected that all attendance records for
Florida events 'will be broken during

'

the five-da- period of festivity, and
among the visitors will be many nota-

bles of America and foreign countries.
President Wilson is among those be-

ing urged to attend.
' The twelve counties of Southern
Florida, owing to their varied re-

sources, have weathered the period of
depression resulting from the sudden
outbreak of the European war and
financial regulation at Washington in
a magnificent manner, as shown by
the general demand for the holding of
'a "prosperity celebration" in Tampa.
These counties appear to best advan-
tage during the month of February, at
which festivities of the tourist and
fruit and vegetable shipping season
are at their heights, and the words of
greeting to the visiting thousands will
be "Depression Is an unknown expe-

rience here." Therefore, the Gaspa-
rilla Carnival will be promoted on a
grander scale than ever before.

then but they were forced to beat a
quick retreat by the men in the garri-
son known as Fort Brook. These
hardy soldiers, some ot whom fought
in the War oft 1812 and against the
Seminole Indians, put the pirates to
flight without a battle. The comman-
der of Fort Brook, not being a naviga-
tor, followed the pirates into the Gulf
and retimed by throwing shingles into
the waters, being enabled thereby to
come back over the course taken in
going out. For ten years past the
ghostly figures of the pirate crew have
fallen upon and taken the city, but In

the cause of peace and pleasure, and
not In the quest for blood and gold.
The landing of Gasparilla has, there-
fore, become a'most as widely known
among the children of America as the
landing of Deito, which is also por-

trayed during Tie Carnival. The Car-

nival is one cf the most brilliant so-

da! events cf the South each year.
Cwiug to tht increased interest In

the inuister carnival pageants, the
number of allegorical and historical
parauas will necessarily be increased
this year, and scores of floats of
marvelous bear.'7 will be entered,
rlcneuvers ' by warships, aeroplane
f!;hts, regattas, day and night fire-

works displays in the bay and river,
a beautiful exhibition of South Flori-
da products on the court house square
and other features are being arranged
for the entertainment of the visitors.
The carnival will excel the tetes of
Southern Europe In uniqueness, if not
In splendor, and every visitor will he
well cared for by the populace.

Armistices In Trenches.
A German officer attached to the

great general BtatT In a dispatch, a copy
of which has reached London, men
tlons a curious system of arranging un
official armistices which bas lately
grown up between the allies and the
Germans facing each other day and
night nt close quarters In the trenches
Jn northern France. He almost makes
one believe that the French and Ger
mans, after weeks bf tntrenchment
within a few yards of each other, have
lost their animosities and regard the
great siege battle north of the Alsne as
a sort of friendly match away from
home.

"From noon to 2 o'clock In the after
noon," be says, "both sides in the
trenches call an armistice. It is a strict
agreement, quite unofficial, between
groups of men in the front tiling lines.
and It has been honorably kept so far
by both sides,

"When a soldier has to leave the
trench for some reason or other he
raises the butt end of bis rifle Id the
air as a sUmal to the enemy. The
enemy answers the signal In the same
manner, and there is a mutual agree
ment to leave the trenches at the same
time. The understanding In that the
Cermnti or the Frenchman shall be
allowed 10 leave the trench without be
nr fired on. If the enemy should

break the armistice nnd tire on our
man we would reply Instantly and
kill the corresponding Frenchman as
be was leaving the trenches. This
agreement with the Frenchmen works
amicably, but with the English we
bave not attempted It
