Citrus growers should remove all
the dead wood from their trees in De-
cember and January. This is the best
season of the year for pruning as the
trees are more nearly dormant than
at any other time, and if possible, pru-
ning should be done in this season if
the best results are to be expected,
says the University of Florida expe-
riment station. This is specially true
where the trees contain any amount
of dead branches or weak growth.
This dead wood harbors the melanose
fungus and it should be removed from

A great many trees have suffered
from attacks of withertip the past
season, which is directly responsible
for a large amount of dead wood in
them, and all trees in this condition
should be thoroly pruned as soon as
possible. This will prevent a contin-
uation of withertip in the spring and
will remove an active source from
which melanose may spread at a later
date.

All rubbish and drop fruits in the
Trove should be taken care of, either
buried so they will not be brought to
the surface when cultivating or re-

moved from the grove and burned. In
groves where melanose has been se-

vere the nast season the trees should
be thoroly pruned at this time and a
thoro application of bordeaux mixture
made before the new growth comes out
in the spring. This will serve as a
clean-u- p spray.

In pruning, clean, smooth cuts
should be made, and no projecting
stubs left. Where large cut surfaces
are exposed, they should.be painted
