DECEITFUL THERMOMETERS,

Tuesday morning wee thought to
be the coldest of the season, Ye
Col. Pepper's sbandard self-registor-
Ing thermometer showed that the
minimum temperature at Punta Gor.
da wad 80 degreed Fah. above zero.
Other thermometers about town reg:
istered as low as 28,

Nocatee, this slde of Aroadla, re.
ported a minimum of 2; Bowling
Gireen, north of Areadla, reported 20;
Lakeland 26; Seffner and Plant City
24; Tawpa 80; Bustis, In Lake coun-
ty, 160 miles north of Punta Gorda,
wired that the minimum was 20,
According to these figures It would
appear that ti.e further north you go,
the warmer it becomes. In fadt, a
nice old gentleman from Iowa, com-
ing in un the train Tuesday aight,
said that when he left his bliszard-
blasted country, the temperature in
Towa was 26, and when he got here
it was 20 at Lakeland, Now, we are
inolined to belleve that some of the
South Florida thermometers are ed-
ucated ; some may be tralned to ald
speculators in oranges, while others
are taught to couslder the Interests
of dealers in real estate.

But the real truth of the matter ey~
idently lies in the fact that there is
no uniformity in the methods and
means of lnd ng, taking and re-
cording temperature. All sorts and
makes of thermometors are used and
there is ne uniformity in the hight
above ground at which they are
placed. The strawberry grower at
Lakeland puts his instrumeut on the
ground or a few inches abo ve it; the
orange grower of Punta Gorda hangs
his on a tree two to five feet from the
ground, while Prof. Hass-Hagen, of
the signal station, Tampa, has bis
t hermometer some sixty feetup In
S0 air, This difference in altitude
shows a difference in temperatuce
which Is real and not Imaginary, for
it is well known that during & eold
spell there is a stratum of atmos-
phere about 18 inches above ground
that is wa¢mer than any other,

Still another thiug may eause the
apparent or actual difference in the
tempeorature of several places, and
that is the fact that vhe cold may not
come In & wave, but In & multitude
of streaks (or raya), so to speak. For-
osts and elevations of land may fin.
torpose to broak the supposed wave
Into currents, and bodies of water do
actually absorb much of the cold
from the ehilling weot and northwest
winds,

Henoe, places situated like Punta
Gorda, on the sonth side of a bay, or
Lakeland, Eustls and Leesburg,
amidst thelr lakes, or other loeali-
ties shielded by immense forests
from the northwest blast, will Inev-
itably show a warmer temperature
than other places in the same lati-
