Edniinster as already told in
these coulmns has just returned
from an extensive trip through
the middle North, and in writing
to a friend in Bunnell describing
some of the impressions ot the
journey says:

"In answer to your request for
a statement from me as to the
comparative possibilities and valu-

es of Florida farming land, as, to
the lands of Illinois, Iowa, South
Dakota and states from which I

have just returned after a more or
less careful study of conditions, I

submit the following:
"The lands of the middle west

are in a very high state of culti-
vation and have reached their
limit. These lands sell from $150
to $300 an acre and produce an
overage of 50 bushels of corn per
acre which sells for 50 cents per
bushel each year or say from 20
to 35 bushels of wheat per acre
which sells for from 90 to M.2'
a bushel. 1 only mention these
two crops to save space as they
are typical. This being the ease,
as a Florida farmer, I marveled at
the prosperity. But I found that
all the farm owners were people
who had acquired these lands eith-

er by homestead or they or their
ancestors had bought them at
cheap prices, 15, 20, 30 or 40 years
ago. Now, I contend that the
value of the land should be based

ing season is longer and we can
raise legumes, such as cow peas,
soy beans and velvet beans which
are very high in feeding value at
the same time enriching the soil,
while corn, sugar cane, sorghum,
millet, etc., do well. At this rate
these crops are better here than
in any state I visited, especially
the Japanese cane, which will pro-
duce upwards of 20 tons to the
acre. These crops are all stock
feeds and ensilage.

"The silo is saving the farmers
in the middle West and it will

prove the making of us here is
my belief. St. Johns county land
will produce double the amount
of ensilage of any county in the
middle West, and all that is nec-

essary to bring the successful far-
mers from the high-price- d lands
of the middle West to our cheap
lands of Florida is to be able to
show them that the cow and the
hog enn be produced along with
our staple crops. When this is
done we can't keep them away.
Great damage has been done the
strtc by unscrupulous land sharlu
selling worthless lands to the man
who .if properly placed would
have succeeded and been a boost-
er for the state instead of a knock-

er, and I found these in every
place I visited. But I know, as a
Florida farmer, that we have the
best possibilities of any state in
the Union, because of our climate.
In the Illinois vally I just had to
give up. The thermometer rang-
ed daily from 95 to 112 and the
humidity was so heavy that it was
almost impossible to breathe. How
my mind would turn to the good
old ocean breezes, and I register-
ed a vow that nothing .but busi-

ness would ever take me into the
hot summer or the cold winter of
the middle Western states again.
Notwithstanding the delight I
got from the beautiful rolling
country of Iowa and South Da-

kota in all its perfection of culti-
vation and improvement.Florida is
good enough for me. W. B.

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bell shaped microscopic vegetable,
the pest bacillus, it occcurs in man
in three forms; the pneumonic,
which has a death rate of ibnost
100 per cent; the septicemic,
which is nearly as fatal, and the
bubonic in which even with the
most modern methods of treat-
ment the mortality is about 50

per cent. It is a disease of com-

merce, spreading around the globe
in the body of the ship-born- rat.

It is estimated that every case
of human plague costs the munic-

ipality in which it occurs at least
$7,500. This does not take into ac-

count the enormous loss due to
disastrous quarantines, and the
commercial paralysis which the
fear of the disease so frequently
produces.

The disease is now treated by a
serum discovered through the
genius of Yersin. This is used in
much the same way as is diphther-
ia antitoxin.

Plague is transferred from the
sick rodent to the well man by
fleas. The sick rat has an enormous
number of plague bacilli in its
blood. The blood is taken by the
flea which, leaving the sick rat,
seeks refuge and sustenance on
the body of a human being to
whom it transfers the infection.

Since the plague is a disease of
rodents, is carried from sick ro-

dents to well men by rodent fleas,
safety from the disease lies in the
exclusion of rodents, not only ex-

clusion from the habitation of
man, but also from the ports and
cities of the world. Those who
dwell in rat-pro- surroundings
lake no plague. Not only should
man dwell in rat-pro- surround-
ings, but he should also live in rat-pro-

surroundings. The day is
past when the rodent served a use-
ful purpose as the unpaid city
scavenger. Rats will not come
whet'o there is no food for them.
Municipal cleanliness may be re-

garded as a partial insurance
plague. The prayer that no

plague come nigh our dwelling is
best answered, however, by rat-proofi-

the habitations of man.

pon against the pestilence which
