Florida's Legislature has framed - and
enacted a statute for the purpose of pro-
tecting our game, and we publish it for the
benefit of the Gazette-News readers and

their friends.
DEER.

Section 1. That is shall be uniawful forany
person or persons, except on theilr own en-
claesed premises,to hunt,chase, kill or other- |
wise molest any wild deer in this State, |
except during the months of Oc¢tober,
November, December, and January of each
year. Anyone volating this section shall be }
gulity of a misdemeanor, and, upon cony le- |
tion, shall be fined for each deer killded not |
more than one hundred dollars, or not less |
than twenty-five, or be imprisoned in the
county jail at hard labor not more than |
six months, nor less than three months.

Section 2. That no person or persons, firm
or corporation shall sell, expose for sale, or
have in his, her, thelr or its possession for
sale at any time any wild deer venison, or
deer hide or hides, and it shall be unlawful
for any person or persons, flrm or corpora-
tion to ship or transport any deer, venlson
or deer hide or hides In this State at any
time, and it shall be unlawful for any com-
