W. H. Fortson, the grocer, occu-
pied the McCullough cottage adjoin-
ing and as it was badly scorched ard
in immanent danger his household
effects were carried out and sustain-
ed considerable damage.

A strong wind was blowing from
the north and at one time it threat-
ened the buildings on toward the
ocean. This would have included
Keating’'s Casino and then a large
number to the south would have gone
up in smoke.
