'REV. DR. TALMAGE.

THE NOTED DIVINE’S SUNDAY
DISCOURSE.

Subject : ““New Ground.”

Texr: “Lest I should build upon another
man's foundation.”—Romams xv., 20.

After, with the help of others, I had built
three churches in the same city; and not
feeling called upon to undertakeé the super-
human toil of bduilding a fourth churoh,
Providence seemed to to this place as
the fleld in whioh I could enlarge my work,
and I feel a sense of relisf amounting to ex-
ultation. Whereunto this work will grow I
cannot prophesy. It is inviting and promis-
ing beyond anything I have ever touched.
The churches aro the dest institutions
this world ever saw, and their pastors have
no superiors this side of heaven, but there is
a work which must be done outside of the
chm'ohm;I and to that work I join myself for
awhile, “Lest I build on another man’s
foundation.”

The church i8 a fortress divinely built.
Now, a fortress ia for defenss and for drill,
and for storing ammunition, but an army
must sometimes be on the march far outalde
the fortress. In the campaign of conquering
this world for Christ the time has come for
an advance movement, for a ‘“‘general cn=

ement,” for massing the trooss, for an
vasion of the enemids’ dountry. Confildent
that the foris are well manned by the ablest
ministry that ever blessed the church, I pro-
pose, with others, for awhile, to join the
cavalry and move out and on for servies in
the open fleld,

In laying out the plan for his missiona
tour Paul, with more brain than any of his
contemporaries or predecessors or sucoos-
sors, sought out towns and cities which had
not yet been preached to, He goea to Cors
nith, & city mentioned foe gplendor and vies,
and Jorusalem, where the priesthood and
sanhedrin were ready to leap with both feet
upon the Christian religion. Ha feels ha has
a spacial work to do, and he means to do it.
What was tho result? The grandeet lifé ot
usefulneas that man ever li¢ e modern
Christian workers are not apt to imitate
Paul. We build on other people’s founda~
tions, If we erect & ohurch, we prefer to
have it filled with families all of whom have
been pious, Do we gather & Sunday-dshool
class, we want gsod boys and girls, hair
combed, faces washed, manners attractive.
80 a church in this city Is apt to be byllt out
of other churches, Some ministers spend all
their time in fishing in other peor’ ‘3 ponds,
and they throw the line into that church
pond and jerk out a Methodist, and throw
the line into another church pon(i and bring
out a Presbyterian, or thers {8 4 rélidionds
row in aomé neighboriig ohuroh, and the
whole sohool of fish swim off from that pond
and we take them all in with one sweep of
the net. What is gatlned? Absolutely noth-
ing for the general oause of Christ, It s oaly
as in an army, when 4 regiment i3 trans-
ferred from one division to another, or from
the Fourteenth Regiment to the Sixty.ninth
Regiment. What strengthens the army is
new recruits.

The fact 1s, this Is a big world. When in
our schoolboy days we learned the diameter
and ciroumference of this planet, we did not
learn half. Itis the latitude and longitude
and diameter and eircumference of want and
woe and sin that no figures can cdledlate,
This one spiritual dontinent 6f wretchedness
reachas across all zones, and it I were called
to give its geomphimi boundary I would
say it is bounded on the north and south and
east and wast by the graat heart el Qcd's
sympathy and love, O, it i3 a great world.
Sincs 8 o'clock this morning at least 80 000
have hean born, and all t%eso mnltiphed
ﬁpulatinns aro to ba reached of the gospal.

England or in Eastarn American oities
We d4re being much orowded, and an
acre of ground is of great value, hut out
West 500 acres is a small farm, and 20,-
000 acres is no unusual ion., Thare is
a vast fleld here and everywhere ynoo-
cupied, ﬁlenty of room more, not buildin
on another man's foundation. We mne
88 churches to stop bombarding the
old iron olad sinner. that havs been proof
against thirty years of Christian assault, and

m for the salvation of those who have
never yet had one warm hearted and point
blank invitation. There are churches whose
buildings might be worth £200,000, who are

not averaging flve new converts a year and
doing less gocd than many a log cabin meet-
ing house with tallow candle stuck in woodan
socket and a minister who has never soon a
college or known tha difference between
Greek and Chootaw. We noed churches to
get into sympathy with the great outside
world, and let them know that none are so
broken hearted or hardly bestead that they
will not be welcomed. **No!” says some fas-
tidious Christian: ‘T don’t like to be crowd-
ed in church. Don't put any onsin my
an.“ My brother, what will you do in

eaven? When a great multitude that no
man can number assembies, they will put
fifty in your rew. What are the gelact fow
to-day assemblod in the Christian churches
compared with the mightier millions outside
of tham?

At least 3,000,000 people in thiz elustar of
seaboard cities, and not more than 200,000 in
the churches, Manyof the churches ara
like a hospital that should advertise that its
patients must have nothing woras than tooth-
ache or ‘“‘run arounds,” but nobroken heads,
no crushed ankles, no fracturei thighs,
Give us for treatment moderate sinners, vel-
vet coated sinners and sinners with a gloss
on, Itisasthough a man had a farm of
3000 acres and put all his work on one acre.
He may raise never so large ears of corn,
never 80 big heads of wheat, ha would re-
main poor. The church of God has bestowel
118 chiel care on one acro and has raiseal
splendid men and women in that small in-
closure, but the fleld is the world. That
means North and South America, Europe,
Asia and Africa and all the islands of the
sea.

It is as though after a great battlo thore
wero left 50,000 wounded and dyinz on the
fleld and three surgeons gave. all their tim»
to three patients under their charge. The
major-general comes in and says to the doe-
tors, ““Come out here and look at the nearly
50,000 dying for lack of surgical attendanca.”
“No,” say the three doectors, standing there
and fanning their patients; “woe have threo
important cases here, and we are attending
them, and when wo are not positively busy
with their wounds it takes all our tims to
keep the flies ofl.” In this awful battle of
sin and sorrow, where millions have fallen
on millions, do not let us spend all our timoe
in taking care of a few paople, and when the
command comes, ‘“Go into the world,” say
practically: “No; I cannot go. I have here
a few choice cases, and Iam busy keeping off
the flies.” There are multitudes to-day who
bave never had any Christlan worker look
them in the eye, and with earnestness in the
accentuation say, “Come!"” or they would
long ago have been in the kingdom. My
friendg, religion is either a sham or a tre
mendous reality. If it be asham, let us coasa
to have anything to do with Christian as-
sociation. If it be a reality, then groat
populations are on their way to the bar of
God unfitted for the ordeal, and what aro-we
doing?

In order to teach the multitude of outsid-
ers we must drop all technicalities out of our
religion. When we talk to people about the
hypostatic union and French ency3slopadian-
{sm and erastianism and complutensianism,
we are as impolitic and little unaerstocd as
if a physician should talk to an ordinary pu-
tient about the pericardium and intercostal
musecle and seorbutic symptoms. Many of
us come out of the theological seminaries so
Joaded up that we take the flrst ten yoars to
show our people how much we know, anl
the next ten years to gat our peopieto know
as much as we know, and at the end find
that neither of us knows anything as we
ought to know., Here are thousands of sin-
ning, struggling and dying people who nee.l
to realize just one thing—that Jesus Christ
came to save them, and will save them now
But we go into a profound and elaborate
definition of what justification is, and after
all the work there are n~t outside of the
learned professions 5000 peopie in the United
Btates who can tell what justification is.
I will read you the deflnition:

“Justification js purely a forensic ast, the
act of a judge sitting in the forum, in which
the Supreme Ruler and Judge, who is ac-
countable to none, and who alons knows tho
maaner in which the ends of His univarsal
government can best be attainad, rezkons

that whioh was done by the substitute, anl
not on account of anything dons by thom,
but purely upon acsount of this gracious
meothod of reckoninz, grants them the full
remission of their sins.”

Now, what is justification? I will tell yon
what justifieatien is. When a sinner be-
Heves, God lets him off. One summer in
Connecticut I went to a large factory, and
saw over the door written the words, *‘No ad-
mittance.” I entered and saw over the next
door, ““No admittance.” Of eoursalentered,

t of exclusive-
3:: has practically written over the outsids
¢ of many 4 churoh;, ‘‘No adntittance.”
And if the ' enter hé flnds practically
written over the sécond ddor; “No ddmit-
née;,” add if Mgde;; id over all the mw
dors deemis wri “Nd admittance;” while
%0 minister stands in the pulpit, hammering
out his little niceties of b&o ., pounding out
the technicalities of religion, making pins.
In the most practical, common sense way,
and laying aside the nonessentials and the
hard deflaitions of religion, go out on the
God given mission, telling the paople what
the‘y nesd dnd when and how they can get it.

Comparatively little effort de yet had bead
made to save that I olass of persons in
our midst called skeptics, and he who goes
to work here will not be building upon
anothsr man's foundation. aro 18 4 great
multitude of them, They are dlraid of us
dnd our clidrohes, for the reason we do not
know how to treat them. Oae of this class
mét Ohrist, and hear with what tendernsss
and pathos and beauty and success Christ
dealt with him: “Thou shalt love the Lord
thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy
soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy
strength. This is the first commandment,
aad the second is like to this—<namely, thon
shalt lovethy neighbor as thyself, Thers is
no other commandment greater than this.”
And the soribe sald to Him, “Well, Master,
Thou hast said the truth, for thers is one
God, and to love Him with all the heart,
and all the vnderstanding, and all the soul,
and all the strength, {8 mord thdd whold
burat offerings and sacrifices.” And when
Josus saw that he answered discreetly ¥a
sald unto him, “Thou art not far fram the
kingdom of God,” 8o a skeptic was saved
in ono Ioterview, But few Caristian people
tradt the skeptiéin that way. Instead of tak-
ing hold of him with the gentle hand of love,
wae are apt to take him with theiron pinchers
of ecclesiasticism,

You woulid not be 80 rough on that man if
yon knew by what prooess he had lost his
faith in Christianity, I have known men
skeptical from the fact that they grow upin
houses where religion was overdone, Sun-
day was the most awful day of the week.
They had mllglo% driven into them with a
trip hauimer, hey were surfeited with
prayer mostinga. They were stuffed and
choked with catechisms. They were often
told they were the worst boys the parents
ever knew, beoausa they liked to ride down
hill better than to read Bunyan's “Pligrim's
Progress.” Whenever father and mother
talked of religlon, they drew down the cor-
ners of their mouth and roiled up their eyes,
If any one thing will send a boy or girl to
ruin sooner than another, that is it. If I
had such a father and mother, I fear I should
have beon aninfidel. When I wasa boy in
Bunday-school, at one time we had a teacher
who, when we were not sttentive, struck us
over the head with a New Testanisnt, and
there is a way of using even the Bible so as
to make it offensive.

Others were trippad up of skepticism from
being grievously wronged by some man who
professed to be a Christlan. Thoy hal a
partner in business who turasd out to be a
first-class scoundrel, ¢hough a professed
Christian. Many years ago thay lost all faith
by what happsned in an oil company which
was formed amid tho petroleum excitemeant.
The company owned no land, or if thay did
there was no sign of oil produeed, but the
President of ths company wase a Prasbyterian
older, and the treasurer was an Episaeopal
vestryman, and one dirsctor was a Mathodist
clasd leddar, 4nd the other directors promi-
nent members of Baptist and Congregational
churches. Clreulars ware gotten out telligg
what fabulous prospects opened before this
company. Innocent men and women
who had a4 little mooney to invest, and that
little their all, said, “I don't know anythinz
about this compaay, but 30 many good men
ars at tha head of it that it must be excellent,
and taking stock in it must be almost as
good as joining the church.”

So they bought the stock and porhaps re-
ceived one dividend so a3 to keep them still,
but after awhile theyfound that thecom-
pany had rcorganized and had a different
president and diffsrent treasurer ani differ-
oent directors. Other engagemsnts or ill
health had causad the former officers of the
company, with many regrets, to resign.
And all that the subseribers of that stock hal
to show for their investment was a beauti-
fully ornamented certificate. Bometimes
that man looking over his old papers comes
aoross that certificate, and it is so suggestive
that he vyows he wants none of the religion
that the presidents and trustees aad diree-
tors of that oil company Yrol‘mwd. ot
course their rejoction of religion on such
grounds was unphilosophical and uawlso, I
am told that many of the United States army
desert every year, aud there are thousands
of court martials every year. Is that
anything against the United States Gov-
ernment that swore them in? Aund
if a soldier of Jesus Christ desert, is that
anything against the Christianity which
he swore to support and defend? How do
you judge of thea currency of a country? By
a counterfelt bill? Ob, you must have pa-
tience with those who have hoen swindled by
religious pretenders. Live in the presenoce of
others a frank, honest, earmest Caristian life,
that they may be attracted to the same Bav-
iour upon whom your hopes depend,

Reamember gkepticism always has some
reason, good or bad, for existing. Goethe's
irreligion started when the news came to
Germany of the earthquake at Lisbon, Nov.
1, 1775. That 60,000 people should have
perished in that earthquake and in the after
rising of the Tagus 8o stirred his sympathies
that he threw up his belief in the goodness of
God.

Others have gone into skepticism from a
natural persistenoe in asking the reason why.
They have been fearfully stabbed of the in-
terrogation point. Thersare so many things
they cannot get explainad. They cannot un-
derstand the Trinity or how God e¢3a b2 sov-
t‘rui;;n and yet a man a free agent. Neither
can I. They say: “1 don’t uaderstand why
a good God should havs let sin come into tha
world. Neitherdo I. You say: “Why was
that child started in life with such disadvan-
tages, while others have all physieal and
mental equipment?” I eannot tell. Thay go
out of church on Easter morning and say:
*‘That dootrino of the resurrection con-
founded me.” Soitis tom» a mystery be-
yond unravelment. I understand all the pro-
casses by which men get into the dark. [
know them all. I have traveled with burninz
feet that blistered way. The first word whici
most children learn to utter is: “Papa,” or
“Mamma,” but I think the flrst word I evor
uttered was: “Why?” I know what it is to
bave a hundred midnights pour their

iarkness into one hour. Such men are not
to be seoffed, but helpsd. Turn your back
upon & drowning man when you have the
rope with which to pull him ashore, and let
that woman in the third story of a honse
porish in the flames whon you have a ladder
with which to help her out and help her
down, rather than turn your back scoffingly
on a skeptioc whose soul is in more peril than
the bodies of those other endangered ones
possibly ean be. Oh, skepticism is a dark
iand. There are men in this house who
would give a thousand.worlds if they pos-
sessed them to get back to the placid rmf_sl of
their fathers and mothers, and it is our placo
to help them, and we may help them, never
through their heads, but always through
their hearts. These skepties, when brought
o Josus, will be mightily effective, far mora
<0 than those who never examined the ovi-
d~nces of Christianity.

Thomas Chalmers was once a skaptie
Robert Hall a skeptic, Robert Newtona s ep-
tic, Christmas Evans a skeptic. But when
once with strong hand they took hold of the
chariot of the gospel thay rolled it on with
what momentum! If I address such men
and women to-day, I throw out no scoff. I
fmjiead them by the memory of the good
old days, when 2t t%eir mother's knea they
said, “Now I lay me down to sleep,” and by
those days and nights of searlet fever in
which she waiched you, giving you the
medicine at just the right time and turning
your pillow whon it was hot, and with hands
that many years ago turned to dust soothed
away your pain, and with voies that you will
never hear again, ualess you join her in the
better conntry, told you to never mind, for
you would fesl bettor by aud by, and by that
dying couch, where she looked so pale and
talkod so slowly, catching her breath between
the words, and you felt an awful loneliness
coming over your soul—hy all that I beg you
to come back and take tha sama religion.” It
was good enouzh forhar, It is good enponch
for you. Nay, I haye a better piea than
that. I plead by all the wounds and t
and blood and groans and agonies and death'
throes of the SBon of God, who approaches
you this moment with torn brow, and lacer-
ated hand, and whipped back, and saying
“Come unto Me, all ye who are weary and-
heavy laden, and I will give you rest.”

Again, there is a fleld of usefulness but lit-
tle touehed occupled by those who are astra
in their habits. All northern Nations llk‘
those of North Amerlca and and
Scotland—that i.s(, in the colder climates—ars
devastated by aleoholism. They take the
firo to keep up the warmth. In southern
countries, 'lko Arabia and Spain, the bleod

18 80 warm they are not fempted to flery
liquids. The great Boman armies never
drank anything stronger than water tinged
with vinegar, but undsr our northern climate
the temptation to hesting stimulants is most
nlighty; snd millions succumb. When a
man's hdbitd go wrang, the ehursh drops
him; the socidl dirclé dro Hind; good in-
fluence drops Hini; we all drop himi: OI all
the men who get off track; bt few over get
90 again. Near my summer residenoe there
is a life saving station on the beach.
There are all the ro and rociets, the
boats, the machinery for ng peo le off
shi?'mwmks. One summer I saw there fifteen
or ty men who were braakfasting after
having just esoa with their lives and
nothing more, Up and down our coasts are
built thase useful structures, and the masgi-
ners know it, and they foel that if they are
driven into the breakers therv will be apt
from shorda fo coms a rescae. The
chidrches of Gy1 ought to be so maay life
saving stations, not 80 muoi to help those
who ave in smooth waters, but those who
have been shipwrecked. Come, let w3 run
out the lifeboats! And who will man them?
We do not preash enough to such men.
We have not enough faith in their release.
Alas, if when they come to hear us we arela-
boriously trying to show the difference be-
tween sublapsarianism and supralgpsarian-
ism, whilé they have a thousand vipers of re-
morseé and despair coiling dround their fm-
mortal spirits!

The church is not shiefly for goodish sort
of men whose proeclivities are all right, and
who could get to heaven praying and sing-
ing in their own homas. It is on the beach
to help the drowning. Those bad casee are
the cases that God likes to take hold of, He
can save a big sinner as well as a small sin-
ner, and when a man calls earnestly to God
for help He wlll go out to deliver such a one.
1t it were neosssary, God would come down
froni the sky, followad by all the artillery of
heaven and a million angels with drawn
swords. Get 100 such redeemed men in eah
of your churches, and nothing could stand
before them, for such men are generally
warm-hearted and enthusiastic.

Furthermore, the destitute children of the
streets offer a fleld of werk comparatively
unocoupied. The unocared for ohiidren are
in the majority in most of our cities. Thelr
condition was well illustrated by what a boy
in this oity said when he was found under &
cart gaawing a bone and son» ono said to
him, *“Where do you live?" and he answered
*Don’t live nowhere, dir!” Baventy thoum.m{
of the children of New York City can neither
read nor write. Whaen they grow up, if un-
reformed, thay will outvote your children,
and they will govern your children. The
whisky ring will hatch out other whisky
ring3, and grogahops will kill with théir hor-
rid stench publie sobriety, unless the church
of God rises up with outstreteched arms and
infolds this dying population in her bosom.
Pubifec schools cannot do it. Art galleries
cannot do it. Blackwell’s Island eannot do
it. Almshouses cannot do it. New York
Tombs eannot do it. Sing Sing cannot doit.
People of God, wake up to your magnificent
mission! You ean do it. Get somewhsare,
somehow, to work!

It was in 179, a part of
the Roman army to which some Christians
belongad, and their prayers, it wassaid, were
a.nswere'f by thuander and lfghtnmg and hatl
and tempest, whioch overthrew an invading
army aad saved the Empire. And I would to
Grod that you could be 8o mighty in prayer
and work that you would become a thunder-
ing leglon before which the forces of sin
might be routed and the gates of heil made
to tremble, All aboard now on the gospel
ship! If you cannot be acaptaln ora first
mate, be a stoker or a deckhand, or ready at
command to elimb the ratlines. Heave away
now, lads! Shake onut the resfs in the fore-
topsaill Come, O heavenly wind, and All
the canvas! Jesus aboard will assure our
safoty. Jesus on the sea will beckon us for-
ward. Jesus on theshining shore will wel-
comse us into harbor. *“And so it eamo to
pass that they all escaped safe to land,”
