nerally, both parties are to blame, and

omas Carlyle was an intolerable scold, and
his wife smoked and swore, and Froude, the
historian, pulied aside the curtain from the
lifelong squabble at Craigenputtock and Five,
Cheyne Row.

Some say that for fhe alleviation of all
these domestic disorders of which we hear
easy divorce is & good prescription. God
sometimes anthorizes divoree as certainly as
He authorizes marriage. 1have {u.dt as miich
regard for ohe lawfully divorced as I have
for one lawfully married. PBut you know
and I know that wholesale divoree is one ol
our National scourges. 1am not surprised
At this when 1 think of the influences which
have been abroad militating against the mar~
riage relation.

For many years the platforms of the coun-
try rang with talk about a free love millen-
nium, ere were meetings of this kind held
in the Cooper Institute, New York; Tremont
Temple, Boston, and all over tha land,
Bome of the women who werd most promi-
nent in that mevement havesines been dis-
tinguished for great promiscuosity of affec-
tion. Popularthems for sueh oceasions wero
the tyranny of man, the oppression of the
marriage relation, women's righta and the
affinities. Prominont speakers were women
with short curls and short dress, and very
lcng tongue, everlastingly at war with God
because they were created women, while on
the platform sat meek men with soft accent
and cowed demeanor, apologntic fo¥ maseu-
linity, and helding the parasols while the
termagant orators went on preaching the
doetrine of free love,

That campaign of about twenty years set
more devils into the miarriage relation than
will be excorelsed in the next fifty. Men and
Women went home from such meetings so
permanently confused as to who were their
wives and husbands that tiey hever got out
of thelr perplexity, and the criminal and the
civil courts tried to disentangle the “Iljad”
of woes, and this onn got alimeny, and that
ono got a4 Hiited divorce, and: this mother
kept the children on condition that the
father could sometimes come and look at
them, and these went into poorhouses, and
those went into an inaang asylum, nnd those
went into dissolute publie life, and all went
to destruction. e mightiest war ever
made against the marriage institution was
that free love campaign, sometimes under
one name aad rometimes utider another,

Another influence that has warred upon
the marriage relation has been polygamy in
Utah.: That was a stereotyped caricature of
the marriags relation and has poisoned the
whole land, Yot tnight as well think that
you can have an arm in a state of mortifica-
tion and yet the whole body not be sickened
as to have these Territories polygamized and
i'-,-t the body of the Nation not feel the putre-

action,  fledr if, ood men anid women of
America, that so long ago as 1862 a law was
passed by Congress forbidding polygamy in
the Territorfes and in all the places where
they had jurisdiction. Twenty-four years
{m«.«'d along and five administrations before

he fint brick was kiocked from that for-
tress of Ubertinism.

Every new President in his inaugural
tickied that monster with the straw of con-
demnation, and every Congress stultified it-
sell in proposing some plan that would not
work. DPolygany stood more intrenched,
and more brazen, and more puissint, &nd
more braggart, and more infernal. James
Buchannan, a much abused man of his dey,
did moro for the extirpation of this villainy
than most of the subsequent administra-
tions. Mr. Buchanan seut out an army, and
although it was halted in its work still he
accomplishad more than some <f the admin-
istrations which did nothing but talk, talk,
talk. At last, but not until it had polsoned
lp;xnvmtions, polygamy hasreceived its death-

Polygamy in Utah warred against themar-
riage relation throughout the land. It was
Impossible to have such an awful sewer of
lniquity sending up its minsma, which was
wafted by the winds North, South, East aad
:’th. without the whole land being affected

y it. :

Aunother influence that has warred against
the marriage relation in this country has
been a pustulous literature, with its millions
of sheets every week choked with stories of
domestic wrongs and infldelitles and massa-
cres and outrages, until it is a wonder to me
that there are any daeeencies or any common
sense left on the subject of marriage. One-
half of the newsstands of all our cities reck-
ing with the fiith,

“Now,"” say some, “we admit all these
evils, and the only way to clear them out or
correct them {8 by easy divoree.” Well, be-
fore we yield to that ery let us find out how

I have looked overthe laws ol all the States,
and I find that, while in some States it is
easier than in others, in every State it is
easy. The State of Illinois, through its Leg-
islature, recites a long list of DrOPer CAlSes
for divorce and then closes up by giving to
the courts the right to make the decree of
divorce in any case where they deem it ex-
pedient. After that you are not surprised
at the announcement that in one county of
the State of I“iul‘i.‘l. inone year, there were
B33 divorees. If you want to know how casy
it is, you have only ta look over the records of
the States. In the city of San Franciseo 333
divorces in one year, and in twenty years
in New England 20,000, Is that not easy
enough? )

If the same ratio continue—the ratio of
multiplied divoree and multiplied causes of
divorce—we are not far from the time when
our courts will have to set apart whole davs
for application, and all you will have to
prove agalnst a men will be that he left his
u-‘w.\;ra‘wr in the middle of the floor_and all
you will have to prove against a woman will
be that her husband's overcoat is buttonless.
Causes of divoree double In a few years—
doubled jn France, doubled in England and
doubled in the United States, To show yon
how very easy it is I have to tell you that in
Western Reserve, Ohio, the proportion of
divorces to marriages celebrated is onw to
eleven, in Rhode Istm‘l is one to thirteen, in
Vermont one to fourteen,
enough?

I want you to notice that frequency of
divoree always goes along with t\w disso-
luteness of society, Rome for 500 years had
not one case of divorce. Those were heu
@ays of glory and virtue. Then the reign of
vice began, and divorce became epidemic If
you want to know how rapidly the empire
went down, ask Gibbon.

What we want in this country and in all
lands 18 that divorco be made more and
more and more difficult. Then people be-
fore they entor that relation will be per
sauded that there will probably be no escape
from it except through the door of the sep-
ulcher. Then they will pause on the verge
of that relation until they are fully satisfied
that it is best, and that it is right, and that
it is happiest. Then we shall have no more
marriage in fup. - Then men and women will
not enter the relation with the idea it is only
8 trial trip, and if they do not like it they
can get out at the first landing. Then this
whole question will be taken out of the friv-
olous into the tremendous. and there will be
no more joking about the blosgsoms in a
bride’s bair than about the cypress on a
coMn.

What we want is that the Congress of the
United States change the National Constitu-
tion so that a law can be passed which shall
be uniform all over the country, and what
shall be right in one State shall be right in
all the States, and what is wrong in one State
wiil be wrong in all the States,

How is it now? 1If a party in the marriage
relation geta dissatisfled, it is only necessary
to move to another State to achieve libera-
tion from the domestic tie, and divorce is
effected so easy that the first one party knows
of it is by seeing in the newspaper that Rev.
Dr. Somebody on March 17, 1895, introduced
in a new marriage relation & member of the

housahold who went off on a pleasiure exenr-

sion t4 Newport or a busin.ss excursion to
Chicago. Married at the bride's honse. No
cards. There are States of the Union which
ractically put a premium upon the disin-
jon of the marriage relation, while

there are other States, like our own New York

State, that had fora iong time the pre-emi-
nent idiocy of making marriage lawful at
twelve and fourteen years of age.

The Co of the United States needs to
move for a ahange of the National Constitu-
tioe and to appoint & committes—not made

up of gingle gentlemen, but of men of fami-
les, and their families in Washington—who
shall prepare a good, honest, righteous, com-

ve. uniform law that will control
everything from Sandy Hook to the Golden
Horn. That will put an end to broken ties
fn marriages. t will send divorce law-
yers into a decent business, That will set

culine candidate for matrimonial orders,
through the eommercial ageney or through
the county records, flads out how much
estata is to be inherited, and he caiculates it.
He thinks out how long it will be before the
old man will die, and whether he can stand
the refractory temper until he does die, and
then he enters the relation, for he says, “If
I cannot stand it, then through the divorce
law I'll back out.” That process is going on
all the time, and men enter the relation with-
out any moral prineiple, without any affee-
tion,and it isas much a matter of stook spec-
ulation as anything that transpired yesterday
in Union Pacific, Illinois Central or Dela-
ware and Lackawanna.

Now, éuppose & man uuderstood, as he
ought to understand, that if he goes into that
relation there is no possibility of his getting
out, or no probability, he would be moreslow
to put his neck inthe yoke. He would say
to himself, ““Rather than a Caribbean whirl-
wind with a whole fleet of shipping in it=
arms give me a zephyr off flelds of sunshine
and gardens of peace.”

Rigorous divorce law will also hinder wo-
men from the fatal mistake of marrying men
to reforn them, If a4 young man by twenty-
five years of age or thirty yearsof age have
the habit of strong drink fixed on him, he is
as certainly bound for a drunkard’s grave as
that a train starting out from Grand Central
Depot at B o'clock to-morrow morning is
bourd for Aibgny, The train may not reach
Albany, for it may be thrown off the track.
The young man may not reach a drunkax1's
grave, for something may throw him off the
iron track of evil habit, but the probability is
that the train that starts to-morrow morning
at S o'clock for Albany will get there, and
the probability is that the young man who
has the habit of strong drink fixed ocn him
before twenty-flve or thirty years of age will
arrive at & drunkard’'s grave, She knows he
drinks, although he tries tg Eide it by chew-
ing cloves. Everybody knows he drinks.
Parents warn; neighbors and friends warn.
She will marry him; she will reform him.

Ifsheisunsuccessful in theexperiment,why,
then thedivoree law will emancipate her be-
aause habitual drunkenness is a can=e for di-
voreé in Yndiana, Kentucky, Florida, Con-
necticut and nearly all the Btates. So the
poor thing goes to the altar of 2acrifice. 1l
you wiil show me the poverty struck streets
in any city, I will show you the homes of the
women who married men to reform them. In
one case out of 10.00C it mav be a successful
experiment. I never saw the »ccessful ex-
perniment. Dut have a rigorous divoree law,
and that woman will say, “If [ am afflanced
to that man, it is for life.”

A rigoroiddivores law will also do much
to hinder hasty and  ipeonsiderate mar-
riazes.  Under the impression that one eana
be easily released people enter the relaticn
without inquiry and without reflection.
Romance and fmpulse rule the day. Por-
haps the only ground for the marriage eom-
pact is that she likes his looks, and he ad-

Remember that,
while good looks are a kindly gift of God,
wrinkles or accident may despoil them,  Re-
member that Bvron wes no nlore eelebrated
for his beauty than for his depravity. Re-
member that Absalom’s hair was not more
splendid than his habits were despicable,
Hearit, hear it! The only foundation for
happy marriage that has ever been or ever
wi{l be 1s good character,

Ask God whom ‘you shall marry if youn
marry at all. A union formed in prayer will
bea happy union, though sickness pale the
cheek, and poverty empty the  bread tray,
and death open the small graves, and all the
path of life ijtrvwz{ with thorns from the
marriage altar with its wedding march and
orange blossoms clear on down to the last
farewell at that gate where Isaar and Rebecea,
Abraham and Sarab, Adam and Eve t»nnml.

And let me say to you who are in this re-
lation, ¥ you make one man or woman hap-
py, you have not lived in valn. Chirist says
that what He is to the church you ought to
be to each other, and if sometimes through
difference of opinion or difference of dispo-

CAUSED BY THE STRIKE.

Long Isiand Traction Company Placed
in a Receiver’s Hands.

A New York special says: H. J.
Morse has been appointed by the
United States circuit court of Virginia
receiver of the Long Island Traction
Company. The appointment wasmade
on the application of collateral trust
note-holders of the company. The
principal noteholders are J. B. Clarke
& Co., of Philadelphia. The Long
Island Traction Company operates
several Brooklyn city railroads under
lease, and figuréd prominently in the
recent trolley roads strike through
the Brooklyn Heights Company, which
shared the brunt of that fight with the
Atlantic avenue system. The system
includes 145 miles of road. The re-
ceivership is one of the results of the
strike. The traction company was in-
corporated under a Virginia charter.

Andrew C. Cruce, of the Indian Ter-
ritory, for the southern district of the
Indian Territory.

POPULISTS WILL NCT JOIN.

Official Announcement that They’ll
Not Afflliate with the New Party.
Ignatius Donnelly and Sidney M.

Owen, populist candidate for governor
at the last election, made official an-
nouncement that the people’s party of
Minnesota will not join the free silver
coinage party. Mr. Donnelly says:
“The idea of our party deserting toe
principles laid down in the Omsaha
platform and consenting to be the tail
to an exclusive free silver party is al-
most too silly to discuss. The people's
party has other and fully as important
plans on and for the amelioration
of the condition of mankind. If the
silver men are in earnest in their
move, let them join our party. We
have always favored the free coinage
of silver, but we have other plans in
view which we cannot ebandon. Had
the silver men stood by our party in
the last election we would have carried
Colorado, Montana, Washington,Idaho,
Wyoming snd perhaps other states.
Instead of doing this, they said that
the republican party in those states
was in favor of the free coinage of
silver, and, therefore, it was good
enough for them. If that isso, I do
not see why the same partyis not
good enough for them still.”
